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With 39 acres of groomed park and natural areas in the
heart of Comstock Park, Dwight Lydell Park is just a mile
south of White Caps Ballpark on West River Dr. The trails
surrounding the park’s main recreation area are popular Mabel Street
with walkers and joggers. Two open shelters are
available to rent for group activities, with a nearby ball
diamond and fishing ponds.
