BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF KEWANEE THAT:

Section 1 The amount hereinafter set forth, or so much there of as may be
authorized by law, and the same is hereby appropriated for the
corporate purposes of the City of Kewanee, lllinois, to defray all
necessary expenses and liabilities of the City of Kewanee, as herein
specified for the fiscal year starting on May 1, 2016 and ending
on April 30, 2017
