VALUE FOR YOUR TAX DOLLAR
•	 The Williamsville CSD and its individual schools 

consistently provide a top-ranked academic program 
and are recognized to be among the highest 
achieving schools in Erie County and New York State. 

•	 Williamsville CSD consistently scores high for both 
administrative efficiency and cost effectiveness 
among all school districts in Western and Upstate 
New York according to an independent annual poll 
conducted by Business First.

•	 The cost per pupil for general education students 
is 27% less than the New York State average for all 
school districts, and 22% less that the state-defined 
“similar distrit group”. (Source: NYSED Financial 
Accountability Summary Report)

•	 Williamsville CSD has complied with the state-
imposed tax cap every year since it was introduced.

WHAT DOES THE PROPOSED 2019-2020 
BUDGET ACCOMPLISH?
•	 Maintains current level of academic and 

extracurricular programming for students.

•	 Maintains focus on school safety and student 
wellness initiatives.

•	 Introduces Mandarin Chinese as a high school 
foreign language elective.

•	 Provides more classroom supply funds to help reduce 
extra costs for parents.

•	 Strengthens administrative support at the elementary 
school level. 

•	 School tax levy is below state tax cap. 

CONTINGENT BUDGET
Under state law, school boards can submit a budget to 
voters a maximum of two times. If the proposed budget is 
defeated twice, the board must adopt a contingent budget. 
A school board also has the option of going directly to 
a contingent budget after the first budget defeat. Under 
a contingent budget, the district must adopt a budget 
with the same tax levy as the prior year. For Williamsville 
schools, this would require a $3.75 million reduction to the 
proposed budget.
