
Test to Stay - Information

As soon as a student or staff member is identified as a close contact 
to a COVID-19 positive individual in a school setting, testing will begin 

the next morning prior the school day starting.

A student or staff member  
tested negative under the 
TTS program for COVID-

19. Can they attend 
school?

No, the student or staff 
member is now required 

to isolate a minimum of 5 
days.

Yes, the student or staff 
member  can attend class.

Unvaccinated students and staff members participating in the Test to Stay program 
will be tested a minimum of 2 days of the 5 day quarantine period. 

As a reminder, Day 0 is the date of last exposure to a positive COVID-19 case in a school setting.

A student or staff member 
is part of the Test to Stay 

program but was not 
tested on their scheduled 

day. Can they attend 
school?

No, the student or staff 
member is not allowed to 

attend school on days 
they are scheduled to test 

but not tested on their 
designated day.
