Dear Mayor Graham:

Following is the feasibility study for the future renovation of the existing Bedford county Workhouse
located at 203 Lane Parkway, Shelbyville, TN 37160. This feasibility study focuses on converting the
existing workhouse into a Juvenile Detention Center. Included below are tasks completed and
attached are supporting documents which allow us to determine the costs of renovating the existing

facility versus building a new facility.

Upon review and approval of this feasibility study and once the County decides to either renovate
the existing facility or build a new facility, KSA will provide a fee proposal to complete all
Architectural and Engineering services required to produce a set of Contract Bid Documents and
Specifications. For reference we have included A/E fees for each option to allow you to better

understand total project costs.

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The following list is a status of the Tasks outlined in the original proposal:

Task 1: As built survey: KSA has visited the site and measured and drawn the existing conditions to
allow us to prepare this feasibility study.

Task 2: KSA has created a preliminary floor plan that shows alterations of the existing building to
accommodate Bedford County’s needs and allows us to prepare the cost estimates. See
attached floor plan.

Task 3: KSA has met with DCS and Juvenile Services and verified that the preliminary floor plan in
Task 2 meets the required standards.

Task 4: KSA will meet with Bedford County Codes to review the proposed renovation to verify
whether this renovation will trigger additional renovations.

The Bedford County Building Codes Department issues permits for the County Jurisdiction
only - (area located outside of any city jurisdictions). However, according to City of
Shelbyville the City will not be involved in the permit review process for County owned
buildings within the City limits. For additional information and/or questions please contact
City office at 931-684-9001 or by email to Bryan Stevens at bryan.stevens@shelbyvilletn.org.
Bryan Stevens, Building & Codes Director. County owned buildings are up to the County on
how they want to renovate it. The City will not be involved in the permit review process.

County Permit:

Bedford County has adopted the 2015 International Builing Codes as a building standard for
all construction activities. County Codes Department will provide a preliminary review based
on the programatic drawings and a more thorough review at the future Permit submssion
phase.

The State Fire Marshall’s Office will review all Juvenile Detention facilities. This review occurs
during the design phases.

Task 5: Attached is the schematic cost estimate encompassing items in Tasks 2, 3, and 4.

Task 6: A new facility located on County owned property adjacent to the new Justice Center would
cost according to current cost trends approximately around $350 per Square Foot or
$5,180,00.00, as of Spring 2020, for a 14,800 SF new facility.

This cost range assumes the moderately restrictive construction (masonry, security glazing,
hollow metal doors, security hardware and electronics) typical in juvenile operations. These
costs represent the costs of bricks and mortar alone.

PLAN A:

Continue to provide local Juvenile Detention services within Bedford County in
current location with revised meal planning.

—-Concerns with not enough beds

---Short term needs- need kitchen, better meal prep ability (2 hot meals per day
required). Discussed possibility of school system assisting but that was ruled

out.

---Decreased space for education especially with COVID restrictions

----Discussed possible plan to use space at Sheriffs office. Sweeney to
investigate in next 90 days to see what we can do short term.

—---Smith and Cashion felt we can handle current juveniles in current facility with
very little problems.

PLAN B:

Continue to provide local Juvenile Detention Services within Bedford County,
moving location to previous Workhouse location at estimated required cost of
nn

(to be determined based on studies that have been completed)



---Proposed plan by Kline and Sweeney- would require at least 750K investment
initially. More costs in coming years expected.

---Concerns by Farris with this being a bandaid and short term fix, due to
building being older and not a long term solution.

---Most people present felt this is definitely a short term fix and might cost more
in long run due to building being so old.

PLAN C:

Discontinue Local Juvenile Services- send out-

----Costs would exceed what we are currently spending, per preliminary
numbers. This needs to be discussed further. There are currently 17 juvenile
facilities in Tennessee, which is very limited. Transport costs would be
expensive as well as cost of staffing to accompany juveniles. Also education
would not be as good as what they are currently receiving with current services.
Title I receives funds and provides education to juveniles.

Additional Plan D was discussed-

Placing a new Juvenile facility at jail / justice center location ,in future once we
have the funds as long term solution.

At end of meeting, it was decided by all present that Sweeney will get with
other appropriate people and see what we can do to use part of Sheriffs office
for education purposes when space is needed at current facility. We will
reconvene after further studies have been done to formulate details of short
term plan. It is estimated by Sweeney that this will take approximately 90 days.
