“How do we support [the Chelsea community] with affordable housing that’s not dirty, that’s
not a health hazard, that’s clean?”

“Older buildings are deteriorating. [ARPA] money should be put towards renovating Chelsea
Housing Authority buildings.”

Service providers identified need for physical space for food programs, especially
during winter months

“We need to get in some sort of room away from the elements. We really need a space
large enough to operate at capacity, so people don’t go without food...Winter is coming,
and we are going to have long lines in frigid temperatures.”

Opportunities include continuing Chelsea Eats program, delivering food to
residents, and partnering with local restaurants.

“We worked with another church and restaurant that they would provide discount
vouchers for our pantry users...The 45k we provided saved the business and we were
able to provide ready made meals. It is a model that could be replicated.”
