W hen Quepn Lilltiokailani was de­
posed, i t  w as not surprising, th a t  her 
subjects should apply, for a b it-o f.the  
protecting w arm th l’ound under the 
wings of the American eagle. For 
m any years tho islands have been en­
tire ly  American in sym pathies. The 
whole population, except th e ( 5,00,) 
or (5,000 Englishmen, Germ ans and 
Frenchm en, is more American in spirit 
than  it is Hawaiian. For years i t  has. 
b e e n n o t unusual for residents, w hether 
they  had ever visited th is  land of the 
free or not, to refer to i t  a s '‘home , '1 
and, should one contem plate coming to 
see us, he would very likely speak of 
the projected voyage as “going hom e.”

The. agricultural products of th(j isl­
ands are, hesidos sugar, to which more 
than ,seventy  large esta tes  are devoted, 
rice, of which ‘2.455 tons were exported 
.n 1883; some coflec, pirieapples,oranges, 
mangoes, custard, apples, guavas, maize, 
and w h e a t..

tion usually takes place at-bedtim e, and 
any frolicsome disposition.; ou the part of 
little  “ wide awake,v is,-according to the 
personal observation of our informant, 
speedily reduced to' a condition of sob­
bing and sleep, .owing tp  the eiuployment, 
of methods known only to these guard­
ians, of .these. treasures-of the home.

merous, can. it. be possible mothers are 
■unaware of th e m ? . Is i t  th a t the duties 
of society bo completely take up both  
time and attention that the.doings of- the;

Motherhood 
is a.far nobler oflice th a n . social lender- 
sh ip ,'and  tlie little; souls commended~to a~ 
m other's keeping arc. greater' trcasuer.'};

only th e  elect move. Therefore these 
humau jewels should bo guarded with a 
constant and jealous eye, and their.care­
takers should be chosen with due regard 
to their mental and bodily w elfar.c■ in- 
stead of selected a t random simply to 
somebody who will be capable of keeping 
the children out' of sight and hearing 
when company is arounds by. whatever 
means, fair or foul, th ey ch o o se  -to'/em­
ploy.—̂ [Ncw York Telegram.

A W ell V en tila ted  Tom b.

The most peculiar and eccentric 
character th a t ever lived in Alabama was 
Thomas Banks, who died a t  Montgomery 
some time dunng-the^yoar-1-8&0 
Simians say th a t he would have lived yearr, 
longer, than , be did had it not been for 
the fact tha t he was continually brood­
ing over the danger of being buried 
nlive. H e was a mau of considerable 
property, being rated a t about $200,003, 
but to his way of looking a t the m atter 
money could not provide against the 
horrdrs of a premature burial. Aw'ay 
btvc.k in  the  '70s he had a mausoleum 
built in the Montgomery Cemetery, 1 and 
directed that, he and his only brother 
should be laid there together after death. 
In 1899 the brother d>ed and was 
carefully and tenderly laid away 
in one of the niches of the mauso­
leum. • A fter th is solemn event Tbomas 
had his bedroom furniture moved to the 
tomb and ever after regularly made his 
toilet there. As mentioned above 
Thomas also died in 18()0, and now the 
two brothers lie w ithin handy T e a c h  of 
fresh air should cither wake from his 
dreamless sleep.

The nppTentie.es, who had., been'vigorous 
young women in perfect health ,:all con­
tracted the fatal disedsc. . Such instances 
fis these po in t to infectious or contagions 
conditions which a r e . ordinarily d isre­
garded. Another deduction .which may 
be grounded iVpon the  terrible mortality, 
o f these diseases is. th a t th e it/  develop­
ment is  promot&T by existing conditions 
of living. T he reforms in sanita.tion of 
houses, . w hich . have had a ' m arked  
effect in d1minishing.the. ravages of dis- 
seas.es like dipthevia and typhoid fever, 
do  not appear to havenffected pneiimouia 

.'and phthisis. These. reforms have been 
donfiued mainly to ..improvements in 
plum bing and drainage and to facilities 
for ventilation; eapecially. iu tenem ent 
houses., If 'thero  has been: any.m arked 
change' during: the last, th irty  years, in 
the conditions of living, and : ordinary 
business in cities, it.is  in the climate in ­
doors,. especially’ ftoih Octooer to >Iny. 
By means o f steam-heat, :hOt-water sys­
tems and improved furnaces the tem per­
ature . of houses,''offices''''and' stores, lias 
been considerably raised during  the Win­
ter months. I t  is a t least au open ques­
tion w hether oveiheatcd.'houses and of­
fices are not to a large extent responsible 
for the prevalence of the class of diseases 
which w e  have been considering. ’ It 
is certainly-a.natural inference that the 
-af-titieiat'~ “climate .indoors Is  rhr^ 
bilitating. aud -tlmt those who pass con­
stantly' from overheated parlors, s to r e s , . 
offices, churches and theatres to a much 
•lower tem perature outside are exposed 
to radical changes fr.om heat to. cold, 

AVehavc no space in reserve for discuss­
ing other p red isposing . causes to lung 
disease, such as lack of outdoor cxcrcise, 
ill-ventilated sleeping-rooms, in ju d i­
cious diet, and unnatural habits of 
breathing. The subject is one of very 
great importance, in view of the over- 
'wlrelming- evidence of the- terrible_mor- 
ta lity  of these' modern scourges. 
It. is, we repeat, one to 'w hich medical 
societies and the press ought to devote 
much attention during  the present year, 
when sanitary questions will he invitaly  
be widely discussed-
