■with, m ercuric chloride not one sprout­
ed. Sodium . chloride . exercised a 
m arked injurious effect, and so did 
potassium  .phosphate, while potassium  
perm anganate had only a  very  weak 
effect. Chloride of iron in a two per 
cent, solution destroyed all germ ina­
tion ; with, one per cent, solution only 
two of the seeds sprouted.
