Romeo Widow and D aughter Turned

Have Beeri Uncovered.

Mt. Clemens, Mich.—Ellis Goldberg, 
26, dapper stock salesm an, is In jail 
here, on charges brought by the 
Michigan securities commission, in­
volving the alleged sale of $80,000 
worth of motion picture film stock 
without au thority  from the securities 
commission, l t  Ib  alleged th a t the 
stock le worthless.

Goldberg’s a rre s t w as nvade in 
Cleveland and he was accompanied 
here by A ssistant A ttorney General 
Green and George Hess, a D etroit of­
ficer. All a ttem p t on the part of the 
sheriff and  P rosecuting A ttorney 
Johnson Monday to get a statem ent 
from him  failed. He seem s indiffer­
ent to the charges and makes the 
general s ta tem en t th a t people who 
purchased his stock did so with their 
eyes wide open.

Goldberg cam e here la st summer 
and occupied an  expensive apartm en t 
a t one of the leading hotels, although 
as fa r aa known no a ttem p t was 
made to operate in th is  city. Romeo 
people w ere the  ha rdest h it. Farm ­
ers who heard of the g rea t opportun­
ity to make a fortune, scram bled over 
them selves to be let in on tbe deal.

The w arran t for Goldberg’s a rre s t 
was sworn to b^ Mra. F lora  M. Ford, 
of Romeo, and was Issued by Justice  
Sawn, January  14; Mrs. Ford and 
her daughter, Mrs, K ate M. Loud, 
stand to lose about $8,000, It is alleg­
ed. Many pathetic  stories a re  being 
told of susceptible people who invest­
ed the ir life’s savings on the  filmy 
chance of gaining riches. One, P e te r 
H. W ilson, recently  oommitted to the 
Pontiac hospital by Judge Reid, is 
said to  hdve lost $25,000 and it unbah 
anced his mind.

Goldberg has not been arraigned on 
any definite charge and it Is proposed 
to hold up fu rther proceedings until 
his activities have been thoroughly In­
vestigated by s ta te  and county author­
ities.

T hen  I  saw  in m y d ream  th a t  they  
p re se n tly  cam e to  the  tow n o f  V anity, 
w h e re  Is a f a i r  ca lled  V an ity  F a ir . 
H e re  is  th e re  a t  a ll tim es m uch noise 
an d  foify, w fth th e  buy ing  and  se ll­
ing  o f such  foo lish  w a re s  a s  have  g iv­
en th e  tow n its  fam e . T h e  people of 
th e  fa ir , ta k in g  th e  P ilg rim s  fo r  o u t­
la n d ish  m en an d  bed lam s, mad© a  
g re a t gazing  a t  them . L ikew ise  w ere  
they  n o t a l i t t l e  am u se d  th a t  C h ris­
tia n  a n d  F a ith fu l, s e t t in g  very  lig h t 
by a ll th e ir  m erch an d ise , did speak  ex- 
h o rtin g ly . M uch h u b b u b  d id  follow  
the reon , d u rin g  w h ich  th e  P ilg rim s 
w e re  c a s t in to  ja il. A t a  conven ien t 
tim e th e y  w ere  b ro u g h t fo r th  to  tr ia l  
b e fo re  tb e  L ord  H ategood , w itn ess  b e ­
ing given a g a in s t them  by such  base  
fellow s a s  E nvy, S u p e rs tit io n  and  
P ick th an k . A m ong th e  ju ro r s  w ere Mr. 
Nogood, M r. M alice, M r. L ove lu st an d  
such like , by w hom  good F a ith fu l w as 
condem ned. A fte r  m uch p ersecu tion  
they  b u rn ed  him  to  a sh es  a t  th e  s tak e , 
w h e re a t I  stnv in m y d ream  th a t a 
ch a rio t w ith  h o rse s  ca rr ie d  him  up to  
th e  Q elestial G a te  by th e  n e a re s t w ay.

A s fo r  C h ris tian  H e  th a t  ru le s  all 
th in g s  re leased  h im  from  prison , so 
th a t lie w en t on h is  w ay  in com pany 
w ith  one H opefu l, w ho  had  follow ed 
h im  from  th n t tow n. Soon they  cam e 
to  a  g re a t fo r tre s s  ca lled  D oubting  
C astle , th e  ow n er o f w hich  w as G ian t 
D espair, w ho took them  p risoners. 
Now G ian t D e sp a ir  hnd to  h is  w ife  a 
w om an nam ed D ifiidence. So w hen 
lie w as  gone to  bed he told he r w h a t 
he had  done, to  w it th a t  he had  taken  
a coup le o f p riso n ers , and  asked  her 
w ha t he should  do w ith  them .

So w hen  m orn ing  w as com e he goes 
to them  w ith  a  very  su rly  m anner, 
te llin g  them  th a t, a s  they  w ere nev e r 
lik e  to  get o u t o f h is  dungeon, they 
shou ld  end them se lv es  w ith  knife , h a l­
te r  o r  poison. W hen they  desired  h im  
to  le t them  go h e  looked very  uglv 
upon them , nnd  ru sh in g  a t them  had 
d o u b tless  m ade an  end to  them  h im ­
self. b u t th a t he fell in a fit to w hich 

I he w as  sub jec t, and  lo s t th e  use of his 
hand.

T h u s  escap ing  from  G iant D espair, 
th ey  cam e to  the  D electab le M oun­
ta in s , w h ere  m e t th em  ce rta in  s h ep ­
herd s , K now ledge. E xpe rience , W a tch ­
fu l an d  S incere, w ho took them  by the  
h and  and had  them  to  th e ir  ten ts . Also 
d id  th e y  lead  them  fo r th  to  tb e  top  
o f a h igh  hill ca lled  C lear, from  w hich  
th e y  m ight spy  th e  C eles tia l G ate  
th ro u g h  a p e rsp ec tiv e  g lass.

T h en  I  saw  In m y d ream  th a t C h ris ­
tian  and  H opefu l, going dow n the  
m o u n ta in s  nnd p ass in g  th rough  th e  
co u n try  o f  C onceit, g o t ov er to a land  
ca lled  the. E n c h an ted  G round, and  th u s  
In to  th e  co u n try  of B eu lah , w hose a i r  
w as sw eet. T h e ir  w ay  ly ing  d ire c tly  
th ro u g h  it, th e y  so laced  them selves  
th e re , lis ten in g  to  th e  sing ing  o f b ird s  
and  see ing  th e  flow ers a p p e a r  in th e  
e a rth .

H opeful, th e re fo re , 
h ad  m uch ado  to  keep  h is  f r ie n d ’s 
h ea d  above w a te r, rep ea tin g  to  h im  
th e  w ords o f  the  roll. “ W hen thou pnss- 
e s t th ro u g h  th e  w a te rs  I w ill be  w ith

yoo.’* Thufc, i f t e f  m nch  s tr a g g le  th e y  
g o t  o v er. « t
