M A Y O R C A N F I E L D INVITES 
WORKERS TO AID IN K E E P ­

ING UP LOCAL SERVICE. 

The fact that unless the railroads 
could continue :n operation and sup­
ply our mills with raw material it be­
came evident that our factories might 
soon be forced to close down and there 
by throw hundreds of men out of em­
ployment. As mayor of our town Dr. 
OanfielU concluded that he would call 
a meeting1 of ihe striking railroad 
men in conjunction with the local 
business men in The endeavor to try 
and moderate matters so that the lo­
cal shops might be able to render 
such service that the repair work at 
the railroad shops might continue and 
thus our mills be kept in operation. 

The meeting was called for last 
Saturday night at the Board of Trade 
rooms, and was well attended. It was 
presided over by Holger F. Peterson 
president of the Board of Trade. M. 
Hanson, speaking in the interest of 
Grayling generally asked the strikers 
if it would be possible fnr them to go 
back to their jobs provided they were 
assured that when the strike was set 
tied that they continue in their same 
positions that they had previously 
held. He showed them that if the 
strike continued that our mills would 
have to be closed and many men 
would be out of work and business 
would lufTer generally. He asked 
them to do this for the good of pur 
town. 

James Cameron speaking for the 
railroad men, .said that this would be 
impossible for thsm to do so, as they 
were under orders of their head offi­
cials, and said that they could not re­

turn to work until such time a? they 
were ordered to do ao by these offic­
ials. He then read an extenaive re­
port of their aifairs that lead' up to 
the call of the dtrike, covering a per­
iod of nearly two years. In the re­
port were communications between the 
unions and the operators as well as 
wifch the U. S. labor board. 

There had be«n several reoorts in 
circulation that some of the men now 
working- at the round house had been 
intimidated and that there had even 
been threats that they would be killed 
if they continued to work there. Such 
reports the railroad men declined to 
believe and assured the citizens that 
they could depend upon it that no per­
son would be molested by any of their 
union members. 

There was considerable discussion 
but it was plain to be seen that noth­
ing could be done to help 'ocal mat­
ters. Considerable protest *as made 
by the strikers because of the fact 
that the Michigan Central was having 
armed guards on duty at the shops 
to protect the workers. To assure the 
Grayling people of their good faith 
they offered their services as guards 
to protect the property of the Com­
pany.

) Barristers of 3ith Judicial District 
Meet for BusinesH and Pleasure. 

Judge Nelson Sharpe of Supreme 
Court is Guest of Honor. 

The attorneys of the 34th judicial 
circuit, comprising the counties of 
Gladwin, Arenac, Ogemaw, Roscom­
mon, Crawford und Otsego, met in 
Grayling Monday afternoon for their 
second annual meeting. Together 
with them were officials of the several 
counties named who are recognized as 
honorary members of the association! 

The presence af Hon. Nolson Sharpe 
of the Supreme court, a former judge 
of this judicial district, added greatly 
to the pleasantness of the occasion 
and we are sure that none enjoyed 
bumping elbows any more than did he. 

The afternoon was devoted to a bus­
iness session, a number of brief ad­
dresses, and election of officers. While 
this was an "annual" meeting, the 
last "annual" was held in West Branch 
October 3, 1919. 

The meeting was called to order by 
the president, E. M. Harris of West 
Bianch, who abo responded with a 
talk on the subject "Necessity of get-
together meetings of this character."

guests were given a banquet at Shop-
penagon Inn. Mrs. Bobenm;jyer, man­
ager of the dining room of that fa­
mous hostelry, did herself proud by 
the fine chicken dinner that was served 
the banqueters. After enjoying the 
fine repast everyone was ready to lis­
ten to the excellent talks that were 
given. 

Hiram R. Smith, of Rose immon, was 
the toastmaster. He acknowledge 1 the 
fine hospitality that had been accorded 
them and on behalf of the association 
thanked the citizens for the good time 
they had given them and the Board of 
supervisors for the fine banquet. As 
the first speaker he introduced W.llis 
L. Townsend of Gaylord, one of tiie 
old attorneys of that city ind a man 
who is greatly beloved in his home 
community because of his genuiness 
and high ideals. 

Mr. Townsend spoke on "Our Su­
preme court.'' His address was mas­
terfully prepared and beautifully giv­
en, and none could help but have a 
higher esteem for our high court after 
hearing his remarks. He had high 
praise for the Supreme court because 
of the part it had so successfully play­
ed in framing up the great principles 
of justice and ri^ht in Michigan. Our 
Michigan court ranks second among 
all the states of our union, the State 
of Massachusetts having the honor of 
ranking first. 

"Early associations" was the title 
of a subject responded to by Hon. Nel­
son Sharpe, justice of the Supreme 
court of Michigan and a former 
judge of our judicial district. He was 
paid a glowing tribute by the toast-
master and introduced as "Just plain, 
honest Justice Sharpe." In token of 
the high esteem and love in which he 
is held by the attorneys of the dis­
trict over which he so long presided, 
every person rose to their feet as the 
speaker stood up to address them. 

Judge Sharpe said that he came 
here to mingle again with the people 
of this vicinity and that he was great­
ly enjoying it. He complimented Mr. 
Townsend for his brilliant address and 
offered a few 'suggestions to his fel­
low attorneys, and suggested that 
there should be confidence on the part 
of the lawyers for the bench and also 
that judges should have confidence in 
the attorneys. He recalled some of 
the instances that had come up dur­
ing the time he presided as judge in 
this district, and spoke of some of his 
early associations. The success of 
this district, he said, was due to the 
kindness of the bar and of the people. 
He told of some of the workings of the 
Supreme court and of how that the 
business was developing faster than 
they were able to dispose of it, and 
spoke in favor of having an interme­
diate court. Such a court, he said, 
should be conducted at little expense 
to the people and should do away with 
the necessity of costly printed records. 

0. P. Schumann, who is an honorary 
member of the bar association, spoke 
on the subject "The best advertising," 
and offered his listeners a few sugges­
tions that he believed could be ethic­
ally used in the promotion of their 
profession. He also told of a few un­
usual things he had heard at various 
times in court. 

Frank L. Prindle of Gladwin re-
, sponded on the subject "How should a 
lawyer be guided in his fees ?" He 
claimed that it was impractical to es­
tablish any fixed fees for service and 

was introduced by the toastmaster as 
the "Grand old timn of Crawford 
county," a title that he has long held 
in the hearts of his home people. As 
he arose he was given a splendid ova­
tion and every person at the table-
arose to his feet in his honor. Hl- as­
sured his friends of his appreciation 
of the courtesy accorded him and 
among his brief jemarks said that he 
hoped the Good Lord would make 
them all ideal. 

Next was opened the question box 
any many queries were offered for 
discussion for tht* good of the people 
and the legal profession. 

Al l proclaimed that they had had 
an exceptionally good meeting and a 
good time in Grayling. Most of the 
visitors returned on the night train to 
their respective homes, while others 
left in autos and some remained over 
the following day. We are sure thai 
the people of Grayling feel honored 
in having had the Bar association as 
their guests and hope that they have 
enjoyed their visit nere so well that 
they will want to come again.

"Don't swim within an hour after 
eating has long been a swimming 
don't, but even more important than 
that is the don't that prohibits swim­
ming when one is tired or the body 
overheated," says Dr. R, M. Olin, 
state health commissioner. " \ large 
percentage of drownings in four 
months of 1921 was caused by per-
sons becoming exhausted because they 
were tired before they began swim­
ming or because the body iv&s co < 
erheated that the cold water produc­
ed cramps with disastrous effects. 
Bathing during the hot part of the 
day is dangerous." 

Every summer claims its quota of 
victims by drowning. Figures com 
piled in the bureau of vital statistics 
for four months of 1921 .mow the 
number Who came to their jeath by 
drowning: 

June 77; July 92; August 37; Sep­
tember 17; Total 223. 

"If everyone knew how to prepare 
for a swim and knew the mere rudi 
ments of artificial respiration fewer 
•persons would be sacrificed," ^ays Dr. 
Olin. "When a bother has oeen brot 
from the water apparently drowned, 
don't delay a moment in beginning re­
suscitation. At«my minute up to two 
or three hours signs of recovery may 
appear. Use the Schafer or one man 
method of restoring breathing. Be­
fore going into the water, one should 
feel confident of his stroke, ne in good 
physical condition and never tired or 
overheated."

But tbe cashier, 
being suspicious of a check of that 
size being made out to "Bearer"—par­
ticularly us he knew that the woman 
whose signature appeared upon it was 
very careful in her financial dealings 

-declined to cash it, and Boland 
man returned with a story of having 
been watched ami therefore very fear­
ful to approach the paying window. 

Boland, in a spirit of bravado, ugaln 
altered the check, this time making 
It out In the name of "William Hath" 
and set forth to cash the check him 
self, something which ho had never 
before attempted. One glance at the 
odd amount—$211.—nod the recollec­
tion that n check of similar size had 
been presented that morning, payable 
to "Hearer." was enough to convince 
the paying teller Unit something was 
wrong, The Plnkertons were immedi­
ately notified and Boland was caught* 
red-bunded.

Ammeters are Instruments designed 
to measure the flow of electricity 
through the wires and are often very 
essential parts of a radio outfit. They 
consist, as far as exterior appearances 
go, or a dial marked with figures and 
a band or needle. Although they are 
not high priced and It is not advisable 
to try to make them, still there Is 
not li lag mysterious or complicated 
about them and the amateur, who likes 
to experiment with home-made Instru­
ments, can readily const met an am­
meter which will work and Is fulrly 
reliable. This Instrument is known 
as a "hot-wire ammeter" (Fig. 

and consists of a fine platinum wire 
A, secured between two fixed supports 
B, B, a thread 0, fastened to the 
center of the wire and parsed around 
a spool or spindle L>, a spring at­
tached to the end of the thread K, 
und a pointer or hum] fastened im­
movably to tbe top of the spindle F. 
The electrical connections are mude at 
B, B, and as soon as a current passes 
through the platinum wire. A, the 
wire becomes heated ami expands, thus 
allowing the thread to slacken. The 
slack is Instantly tulieii up by the 
spring K, thus revolving the spindle 
and swinging the needle to one aide. 

Tbe greater tbe current 
1 the more the pointer 

swings and so. by ar­
ranging a dial with 
murks under the needle 
and testing the device 
with currents of known 
force, a fairly accurate 
Instrument f.un be 
made.* Needless to sny, 
the parts must he small 
and neatly und accurate­
ly made und the spring 
must be adjusted to 
merely hold the thread 
tightly without pulling 
or bending the wire 
appreciably. Also, the 
length of the wire is a 
great factor for tiie 
longer the wire 
greater will be 
amount it expands, and 
consequently, the great­
er the movement of the 
needle; hut, on the 
oilier hand. It will be 
more dithcuit to adjust 
a long wire to remain 
tight than h shorter 
one and the only 
way to determine the 
proportion of tbe 
various parts is to ex­
periment. 

INDUCTANCES AND TUNING COILS 

the 
the 

In order to receive and hear sounds 
sent from transmitting stations hy 
radiophones clearly and without inter­
ference or confusion, a device of• some 
son is required which will cut out all 
waves save those desired. This is 
known as "tuning" and the instruments 
or appliances used to accomplish it 
are called "tuners." There are now 
a great many different devices for 
tuning, such as tuning-coils, loose 
couplers, . vnrio-cnnplers. variometers, 
variable condensers, etc. Of these, 
all but the vuriahle condensers (which 
see) are coils of various types, the 
simplest, but by no means the most 
efficient, being the simple tuning-coils. 
These consist of a coil of bare wire 
wound about a core or cylinder of 
wood, fibre or pnsterVhard and pro­
vided with sliding contacts as shown 
In Fig. 80, in which A is the coil, B. 
the slide rod and C. the slider. 

By moving the slider from coil to 
coil of the wire the wave length of 
the receiving instruments may be ad­
justed to catch the desired sounds 
of that wave length. Such coils are 
very easily' made by winding a paste­
board tube—which should be soaked 
in melted parattlue to render It water­
proof—with bare copper wire about 
No. IS., making about 40 turns and 
leaving a space of about l-ld Inch be­
tween the turns. If two or more sliders 
or contacts are arranged still finer 
adjustment will be attainable while, 
by providing rotary switches with five 
contacts us shown In Fig. 31. still bet­
ter results will be secured. Although, 
ns stated, these colls are easily made, 
yet they are so cheap thut many pre­
fer to purchase them ready made mther 
than bother making them. Simple 
colls or inductances, however, are even 
simpler, as they consist merely of 
a few turns of Insulated copper wire 
wound on a pasteboard tube, the num­
ber of turns depending upon the wave 
lengths to be received. In some sets 
there is but one coil or helix Fig. 32. 
while in other sets there ure two, a 
primary nnd secondary Fig. 83, and 
as a rule the coil sin mid be tapper! 
and the circuit connected at the tap-
off Fig. 34. This Is befit done by tak­
ing a loop or twist in the wire at tiie 
desired point and then continuing 
winding as Fig. 3T». Of course, in mak­
ing tbe connection nt this tap-off the 

wire should be scraped free of insula­
tion tn make the joint, after which It 
should be wrapped with adhesive tape. 
In making these simple inductance 
coils it is best to put on more turns 
of wire than you think is actually re­
quired, ns it is far easier to remove 
one turn at a time, until the desired 
wave length Is obtained, than it Is 
to add turns after the Instruments nre 
set up. Similar simple coils are used 
In many parts of receiving sets, such 
as tbe radio-choke In Fig. r>P. L. etc. 

By making several tap-offs and then 
leading them to the various contacts 
of a multiple-point switch. Fig. 36. 
C, excellent results may be obtained 
especially with the smaller crystal sets 
with a single simple coll. Another way 
by which waves of varying lengths 
may be received by means of simple 
colls without tuning devices, Is to huve 
several coils of various sizes so ar­
ranged thnt they may he connected or 
disconnected with your set at will. 
This may be done, either by means 
of plugs nnd pockets as In Fig. 3Q, 
A. or hy switches with several con­
tacts as shown in Fig. 8(1, R Still 
finer adjustment may be obtained by 
providing each coil with a slider or 
similar tuning device. This will give 
a wide range of wave lengths and will 
obviate all need of taking turns off the 
colls and as such coils ure very easy 
to make you can have as many as you 
desire of different sizes. 

Another very different type of In­
ductance-coll consists of two windings, 
known as primary and secondary, und 
arc similar to the ordinary sparking 
colls used in older type automobiles, 
In power boats, etc. These are known 
also as transformers (.which see) and 
whilv they can be made at home yet 
it Is a tedious nnd difficult job to wind 
on tiie hundreds of turns of wire 
properly und as such coils are Inex­
pensive it is never advisable to attempt 
it. unless you wish to make everything 
yourself, just for the practice und fun 
of It. Colls of this type may be pur­
chased which are made especially for 
radio use. but an ordinary spark-coil 
with the contact-breaker screwed or 
fastened down will answer every pur­
pose. The same type of coll. using 
only the secondary winding, may he 
successfully employed us a choke-coll, 
ns shown In Fig. 60, N. 

A SIMPLE VACUUM TUBE RECEIVING SET 
This set is one of the simplest that 

can be devised to use a vacuum tube 
detector and it may be set up by any­
one at a lower cost than the ordinary 
crystal sets may he purchased ready* 
made. Moreover, tuning In this set Is 
simplified to the minimum, there be­
ing but two adjustments to he made, 
the vuriahle condenser und the rheo­
stat. The whole set is plainly shown 
in Fig. 54, A being the aerial, B the 
ground. C the variable condenser, I) 
the Inductance. E the grid-leak, F the 
fixed condenser. (1 the grid, H the 
plate of tube. I the rheostat, ,f the six-
volt battery. K the plume receivers and 
L the 2'2 volt B-bnttery. 

The single Inductance used Is easily 
made by winding a pasteboard tuhe 
about three Indies In diameter and 
two Inches long with about forty-six 
turns of No. 26 double-covered, cotton-
insulated copper wire. There should 
be a tap-off taken at tbe twenty-third 
turn (which U done by making a loop 
In the wire) and then the next twenty-
three turns wound on. Tbe fixed con­
denser and grid lenk run he made 
as described In tbe article on "con­
densers" and the grid-leak, for best re­

sults, should he variable, which is 
easily arranged by using n paper nnd 
pencil leak and by adding lines or 
erasing them as described under "con­
densers." The fixed condenser should 
be about .001 mfd. nnd the variable 
condenser of from .0008 to .0007 mfds. 
Be sure to place the phone receivers 
and R-ba-ttery In series, the positive 
pole of the battery being connected to 
the tap-off on the Inductance and the 
negative pole being led to the receivers 
as shown. In setting up and tuning 
you will very likely find it necessary 
to take one or two turns of wire from 
the upper end of the coil, which Is 
easily done. In operating this set first 
bring the tube filament to a point 
wdiere the oscillations produce a squeal 
or howl with the -variable condenser 
set at zero. Then, by moving the con­
denser pointer over the scale slowly 
und carefully, you can determine the 
best point to receive signals. When 
this Is determined, adjust the rheostat 
until the filament oscillates and then 
decrease the brightness n little. With 
n little practice and by marking the 
knobs you will be able to readily adjust 
the set Very accurately and quickly.

WEIGHING A N D MEASURING P U -
PILS NOT A F A D BUT HAS 

PRACTICAL V A L U E . 

Quite a furore has been aroused 
in Michigan, as elsewhere, by recent 
articles inTfhe Outlook in which Mr. 
C. K. Taylor'Asserted that weighing 
and measuring school children and 
grading them physically on that basis 
was a delusion. Mr. Taylor asserted 
that Borne children are naturally un­
derweight and some are'naturally ov­
erweight He claimed therefore that 
these tests had no value, and as a re­
sult much work in this line stood to 
be discredited. 

It is of course true, declares the 
Michigan Tuberculosis Association, 
that some childen are naturally- un­
derweight and some naturally over­
weight and that hence the weight and 
height test is not an absolute index 
to good or bad health. But 'he tests 
have a tremendous value. The ideal 
way would be to have an adequate 
health examination of all school pu­
pils, taking each individual case sep­
arately; but under present conditions 
that is not possible. There are very 
few schools where there is provision 
for such an examination, and weigh­
ing and measuring pupils is ihe next 
best thing, for the present. 

This system at least shows rough­
ly which pupils need a physical ex­
amination most. The Detroit De­
partment of health thinks that about 
ten per cent would fall in this group, 
and the emphasis of the school phy­
sician can then be concentrated on 
them. 

The system is inadequate, but it is 
better than nothing. What all per­
sons who are interested in the health 
of the coming generation r.houid work 
for is an adequate system of -nedicai 
examination in the schools, nut till 
that comes, the other test nas great 
practical value.

Twenty thousand blotters adver 
tising Eastern Michigan -is a vaca 
Uon district are being sent out by 
members of the Northeastern Michi 
gan Development bureau and the Kur-

Shore Tourist association. The 
blotters .ire used as stuffers in out 
going mail and are supplied by the 
latter association. 

Grayling board of trade is put 
ting out three thousand of the North 
eastern Michigan Resort folders on 
which they are advertising Grayling 
and free camping grounds on Lake 
Margrethe formerly Portage Lake. 

The Development bureau is receiv 
ing some excellent samples of alfalfa 
but needs much more. Samples of 
all grasses and grains in the straw 
are very acceptable. Farmers having 
anything in this line good or above 
the average, will render a service by 
sending samples to the Development 
bureau at Bay City. A l l material 
should be cut a little before ripe and 
dried in the shade. 

Two hundred cards 11 by °.l inches 
similar to the blotters in advertising 
Eastern Michigan are being jsed in 
the suburban cars of Detroit for the 
Huron Shore Tourist association by 
the Michigan Street Car Advertising 
company. Similar cards are 10 be 
placed in passenger stations on the 
railroad. 

One and a Quarter million pounds 
of picric acid has recently been al-
loted to Michigan for agricultural 
purposes. 

One thousand pounds is the maxi­
mum amount allowed to a farmer. 
The price in cartridge form Is about 
12 cents per pound. Car load lots only-
are shipped but the railroads recent­
ly provided a stop over in r.ransit rate 
which makes the car order no hard­
ship. Interested farmers should get 
in touch with iheir county .igrieultur-
al agents at once. Last year north­
eastern Michigan secured only a part, 
of the amount alloted to the state. 

Some places may brag if clover, 
but if anyone can find more clover 
and a finer lot of it than was seen last 
week on a trip from Gaylord to A l ­
pena, he will "go some." Talk about 
"Cloverland" no place could surpass 
the beautiful fields of alfalfa, June 
and sweet clover seen on this trip. 
The hay crops through this section 
must be immense. 

The Prescott sale of short horn cat­
tle held at the Prescott & Sons ranch 
last week was well attended, and 
while the prices were not so high as 
they should have been yet from other 
angles the sale was worth much to 
northeastern Michigan. First, buyers 
from the outside were acquainted 
with our rine grazing and farming 
lands. They also had the opportunity 
of seeing the remainder of the large 
herd of cattle and could êe the uni­
form excellent quality of this nation­
ally famed herd-

Second, the majority of the animals 
were sold to Michigan people. One of 
the highest priced females itays in 
northeastern Michigan having been 
purchased by W. B. Piper of East Ta-
was. 

The sale is to be an annual event 
with the Prescotts and is to be hoped 
that it will continue to be held at the 
farm, the same as this year, and not 
in Chicago as was the case last year 
even though the prices at f,he latter 
place might run some higher.

JUDGE DElJt?UNCES WAYNE DEP­
UTIES CONVICTED AS BOOT­

LEGGERS. 

HEAVY SENTENCES ARE IMPOSED 

Two of the Deputy Sheriffs Glv'en 
Four Years in Penitentiary and 

$20,000 Fines. 

Detroit—In what court officials and 
attaches declared was the most scath­
ing arraignment ever uttered from tbe 
bench ot a federal court iu Michigan, 
Judge Arthur J. Tuttle, in tbe United 
Slates court scourged three deputy 
sheriffs who had Just been convicted 
by a jury of violating the prohibition 
law, and pilloried the sheriff's offlce of 
Wayne county as "crooked" aud as 
uu "obstructor of justice". 

"Vou men are bo crooked that you 
are a disgrace to yourselves, to man­
hood and to Wayne county," Judge 
Tuttle told Deputy Sheriffs James 
Baker, William Parmenter and Max 
Corrigan when he called them before 
him for sentence. 

Then he pronounced sentence as fol­
lows; 

David Baker, four years in the fed­
eral penitentiary and $20,000 fine. 
William Parmenter, four years iu the 
federal penitentiary and $20,000 fine. 
Mux Corr-gan, three years Id the fed­
eral penitentiary and $3,000 fine. 
James Quick, four years in the fed­
eral penitentiary and $4,000 fine. Hen­
ry Hives, one year in the Detroit 
house of correction. Jess Flowers, 
agent for the rum runners, one year 
in the Detroit house of correction. Jo­
seph Doffinus, nine months in the De­
troit house of correction. 

The jury in reporting the convic­
tion of Deputy {Sheriffs Baker, Corri­
gan and Parmenter and of Flowers 
and Doffmos, acquitted Fred Aekley. 
formerly a deputy sherifl and now a 
constable in Wyandotte, and Henry 
Plovie, a farmer, on whose farm the 
liquor concerned in I he case was 
"cached"* for a time. 

Just before passing sentence on the 
three deputies, Judge Tuttle declared 

, that he regarded it as peculiarly de-
i plorable that "the very office that 
! should have kicked yuu crooks out 
j huB. instead, rallied to your support 
I while you have been on trial in this 
j court, from the moment the trial 
j opened until this moment," 
1 "I cannot conceive that anyone 
j would believe you to be innocent, and 
I it would be entirely consistent with 
! the past conduct of the sheriff's office 
I to permit you to continue as deputy 
sheriffs after you have been duly re­
ceived at the federal penitentiary 
where I shall consign you when I get 
around to it." 

The crime for which Deputy Sheriffs 
Baker, "Parmenter and Corrigan and 
Quick. Rives, Flowers and Doffiuos 
were convicted, and Aekley and Plovis 

j acquitted, took place May 27, 1920. 
I Through testimony brought out in 
I the three weeks of the trial. It was 
i established that the seven convicted 
' defendants had engaged with Alfred 
! J. Woods, of Amherstburg, Canada, 
; wealthy liquor dealer, to bring 3.600 
i quarts of whisky to tbe Detroit shore, 
j to be sold at $90 a case.

The four amendments, for which pe­
titions have been in circulation for 
several months, include the legisla­
tive apportionment amendment, the 
parochial school amendment, that 
which would have provided for ap­
pointment of the superintendent of 
public instruction by the Btate board 
of education, and the county home-
rule amendment. 

FEDERAL ROAD AID CONTINUED 

$50,000,000 Appropriation Recently 
Authorized Now Available. 

Washington—Approximately $100,-
000,000 will be spent for 'good road 
construction throughout the country 
during the fiscal year which began 
July 1. This will be brought about 
by the continuation of federal aid tor 
roads under recent authorization of an 
appropriation of 'most $50,000,000 
for distribution among the states. 
Under the conditions each state must 
match the sum allotted it.

Washington—M"«-e than 600 Negro 

excursionists were thrown into a rfear 
state of panic when police and revenqe 
officers seized the Madison Hall, a 
400-foot steamer plying between 
Washington and a Potomac river re­
sort, after discovery of what was 
said to be a large quantity of liquor 
aboard. Ottaway Holmes, Negro 
owner of the steamer, which was val­
ued at $100,000, was arrested on a 
charge or illegal possession and sell­
ing of liquor. 

Couple Diet In Love Pact. 
8t. Louis— -Gilbert Salzmen, 20, 

nnd Edna, his 17 year-old bride of 
five weeks, are dead as the result df 
a love pact. The young couple took 
poison while seated In their automo­
bile. The girl collapsed Immediately, 
but the husband had strength to stag­
ger Into a fire house nearby, and 
tell what they had done. When fire­
men attempted to give BsUman milk 
as an antidote tr the poison, he re­
fused to take it and tried to seise 
the pistol of one of the men. "I want 
to die" Ve said. ' 

Florida Has "Rolling Courts" 
Jacksonville, Fla.—Florida's first 

"roiling courts" are in action on At­
lantic boulevard between Jacksonville 
and the beaches. Justices of the 
peace and their bailiffs in the dis 
tricts traversed by the boulevard In 
touring tars were constantly on pa­
trol, and dozens of deputies on motor­
cycles and tn automobiles were ready 
to pounce upon any driver who en­
dangered traffic.

Not Good Plan to Get Them Too 
Near Cow Barn—Must Be Clean, 

Airy and Duet-Proof. 
Milk houses must be clean, airy 

dust-proof places, tree from all in­
sects and bad odors. They should 
not open directly Into the barn, but 
it Is equally Injudicious to build them 
a very great distance away from the 
barn. Prompt removal und quick 
cooling are the main points to ob­
serve in handling milk. Put the milk 
bouse on a well-drained spot and 
away from rubbish heaps, manure 
plies and fly-breeding places. The 
outer walls, if of concrete, .should be 
from (J to 8 inches thick; If of brick.

In properly safeguarding the milk 
supply uf a community, the euilctmerit 
of a suitable and enforceable law 
usually the first step, according to a 
reprint of department bulletin o8.rt, "A 
Guide for Formulating a Milk < >rdi-
nunce," just issued by tbe United 
<tates Department of Agriculture. 
Milk, in it.** composition and milural 
[tiuUties, is a most use-fid and accept­
able food, but may acquire one form 
*r /mother of insanitary taiui on its 
way from the cow to the consumer; 
and ' It Is not always possible to re­
quire either producers or distributors 
to observe all the precautions which 
science hi:s show n to be necessary, 
unless there is a law to back them' up. 

The public and officials of a city 
realizing this neeil may sometimes, in 
their zeal to make I lie new regulations 
strict enough go to,, far and insert 
provisions that cannot readily be en 
forced or adudiiM'-red. Even health 
department cllicials may' not be fa­
miliar with all phases of this subject, 
unless they have already been engaged 
in the enforcement of milk regula­
tions; und in any case, whether tbe 
city is just starting milk regulation or 
Is revising its ordinances to bring 
them up to date. It Is desirable to take 
advantage of the experience of oilier 
coinmunii ies. 

The United States Department of 
Agriculture has drawn up a form of 
ordinance to guide communities in 
frnming a finished and practicable 
law.
