AKRESTED ON CHARGE OF SEL-

Jerry LaMotte who one year ago
last January* pleaded guilty in circuit
court for violation of the Volstead
law, is again under' arrest. He is
charged this time with selling liquor
to minors. Jerry is out on $1,00 bail,
pending an examination that will be
held in a few days.

The complaint is signed by Night
Marshal Al Cripps and is made upon
information and belief.

It appears that recently a number
of young boys were drunk and were
apprehended by Marshal Cripps.

They
claimed, according to Marshal Cripps'
story, that they got it from Francis
LaGrow. And the latter, probably
to save himself from arrest and
punishment, implicated LaMotte and
accordingly, under oath and in the
presence of witnesses, gave testimony
that he had purchased the liquor from

and r:tii lead to Shoppenagon.
Shopt-nagon Club, named after the

famous Indian hunter who traveled
thru the same territory, is located-in
Grayling township and South Branch
township of Crawford County. This
property which includes 12,600 acres
s one of the most extensive and best
stocked hunting and fishing tracts in
Michigan, being- accessible to the
main stream of the AuSable river and
the South Branch.

Fishing, Hunting.
Trout fishing is plentiful from

May 1 to September 1 and from
October 15 to November 30, the loca-
tion furnishes an opportunity for
unting birds, the local stock of part-

ridge, woodcock, jaeksnipe and all
species of migratory ducks, being
extensive.

From November 10 to November
20 there is deer hunting. During
the duck season attention is centered
at Mud Lake and the Twin Lakes.

The fauna of this tract include
deer, fox, rabbitt, woodchuck, porcu-
pine, mink, muskrat, bear, wolf, bob-
cat, squirrels both read and gray. The
game birds include: partridge, wood-
cock, Virginia and king rail, golden
legged plover, jaeksnipe all species of
migratory ducks, mallard, Ujal and
pintail.

An 18 hole golf course is being de-
sipned on the club property and there
rre areas which may be converted in-
to airplane landing fields, both of
which will lie attractive to members.

Clubhouse for 40.
The club wiil also acquire the his-

toric hunting headquarters known as
"Wakeley's Place" on the AuSable
River, to which fishermen and hunters
have had recourse since 1872. On this
ocation a clubhouse with accommoda-
tions for 40 will be constructed. The
club will be limited to 200 members.

Within the limits of the tract are
small areas of government forest re-
serve land which can be acquired by
the club later on, or may be left to
continue as wild life sanctuaries.

corn with which to fill the silo to be
bought and put up later in the sum-
mer.

A Practical Farmer Said It.
Hugh Campbell, a practical, open-

minded farmer, who lives three miles
north of Gaylord, and has made mon-
ey by farming has often said: "The
silo put me out of debt." It put him
out of debt because it enabled him to
keep about twice the amount of stock
on the same acreage of com.

Don't Let Them Stuff You.
For fifteen years I have heard the

same story in all parts of the state:
"They say that away over there they
are tearing down their silos." Al-
ways away off, in some distant part
of the state. When I-would go to
that region I would find that they
were not tearing them down at all
there; but, it was being done some-
where else. Going there, as I did, to
every part of the state, I found the
rumor entirely untrue. All the time
the number of silos in the state, and
in the United States, increased by
leaps and bounds. In 1920 there were
485,192 silos in the United States.

survival of the fittest, all Arabs born
now are Immune from tilth diseases.

Drawing rapidly towards its close,
the 1923 seBBloii of the Michigan leg-
islature finds more than the usual
swirl of important measures con-
fronting It at the last moment. It
looks as though the lawmakers who
were heralded last January as the
most business like In many years
may wind up with a record lacking in
real achievement. Much business
can be transacted in the final days
of a regular session, however, when
bills that have been pending a long
Lime iti one house or the other are
passed over for final decision and
each house is acting only on the bills
adopted by the other. Should thero
be uo time-absorbing contests over
some of ihe.se, real speed can he
shown in clearing up the last of thy
calendar. The house originally set
Friday, April 21, as the day of pro-
posed business adjournment of thn
session. Thn senate held up this
resolution for a time and finally added
tight days to it. adopting a resolution
to cease business of the session on
Saturday, May 5. The house was
expected to agree to this date anil
every effort was made to havu.on the.
calendars of the two houses by May
1 the bills that had any chance of
passage.

Heapportionment Not Considered.

One big task ot (he session ap-
parently will be left undone. That !s
the reapportionment of the seats in
the senate and house on the basis of
the 1920 census. The state constitu-
tion of 1P07 contains a mandate to
llie legislature that the VJ13 session
shall reapportion the memberships of
both houses on the basis of the m u
census and that each ten years there-
after new apportionments shall be
made.

Premier W L MacKenzie Kin*; has
announced that the, government pro-
pose s to *Jxe.r(• ise every possible care
to see that the regulations are car-
ried out. He declares that up to the
present it had not. been possible to
devise more effective means to stop
rum running over the border. He
has called the subject to the atten-
tion of Sir Lomer Gouin, minister of
Justice, and demanded immediate
action.

Rum running on the border was
brought to the attention of the gov-
ernment by James Woodswortb, La-
bor member, who asked that the Do-
minion government take more effec-
tive measures to stop rum running.

While no definite statements have
been maile as to just how the gov.
prnment will stop the flow of liquor
to the United States, it. was an-
nounced that members of the Can-
adian department will likely get in
touch wiih the Washington depart-
ment of justice officials and endeavor
to work out an international plan of
liquor law enforcement.

St. Pierre, one of the chief source?

The action of France in occupying
certain territories in the ituhr valley
was given u stamp of approval by the
uutional executive committee of the
American Legion at a receut meeting
iu Indianapolis attended by represen-
tatives from every state.

Corn Silage Cheap Feed.
The cost of feed is the biggest ex-

pense item in stock farming. To pro-
duce a cheap ration Is therefore one of
the most important factors in the bus-
iness, and the stock farmer who wish-
es to be successful must learn how to
reduce his feed bill.

It costs from 85c to $1.25 per ton to
put corn in the silo; thus we find that
silage can be put up at from one-third
to one-quarter the cost of hay. The
quality of silage can be controlled,
while the quality of hay depends on
the "weather.

Don't Overwork Your Caution.
Over a half millfcn silos are now

used in thiB country by our stock farm-
ers, and we find them in every state
of the union. Surely there must be a
reason for this silo movement, and we
should give it serious thought at this
time when economy is so important.

Many farmers have put off the
building of a silo on account of the
work of filling. The writer believes
that this hard task is mostly imagina-
tion, for no stock feed can be harvest-
ed and put up more cheaply or rapidly
than corn silage. If the weather is!
unfavorable the cost of putting up!
hay often exceeds the cost of putting j
up silage four or five times. From
this comparison I do not wish it under-
stood that I recommend corn silage
in place of alfalfa. Alfalfa should be
fed with corn silage whenever it is
possible.

Where it is difficult to get labor and
exchange work it is advisable to use a
small filling outfit and fill the silo
gradually with help found on the farm.
Instead of taking one day, taake three
or four, or even a week. The rushing
in of silage at the expense of many
teams and men multiplies the cost and
labor, and where break-downs occur
the expense and annoyance are not
soon forgotten.

Budge or Bust.
It is difficult for a stock-keeper not

having a silo to competeawith one who
is using silage. The cost of stock and
stock products is materially lessened j
by silage. Since this is true the silo
is not only an economic institution but
a necessity for success. Corn silage is
a cheap succulent ration; the crops for
filling should be grown close to the
silo. There is little danger of getting
too much on hand, for it will keep for
several years. It can be used as a for-
age bank and drawn upon at any time
when needed. The cost of producing!
silage is so low, and it is such a good |
feed, that it should form the bulk of
the ration; and if any feed, must be
purchased it should be concentrates
such as grains and mill feeds.

FARM BUREAU NOTES.

ienced among stock when good silage
is fed. Silage stimulates the milk
flow. All milking stock should re-
ceive it. Silage is cooling and appe-
tixing. It prevents many of the
troubles resulting from over-feeding
of concentrates. Most of the world's
dairy records have been made by cows
that are fed silage.

4. The aum total of the experi-
ments conducted in twenty-eight dif-
ferent states during a period of twen-
ty years proves silage silage the most
economic food for the production of
stock products. •

5. Corn silage is the cheapest
source of digestible carbo-hydrates.
As this is the principal food elements
required by our domestic animals it
certainly is wise to provide it.

6. Forage damaged by first drought
or hail con still be made into good
silage. Thus, the silo furnishes in-
surance against many of the common
crop failures.

7. The silo saves storage apace; 8
times more feed can be stored in a
silo than in a mow. The silo saves la-
bor; cattle can be fed easily and
quickly from the silo which is close
at hand and always in a fending con-
dition. Trucking and hauling about
of feeds is not required by a silo.

8. There are about one-half million
silos now in use in the United States
and practically every silo user is sat-
isfied with the results from his silo.
"Ask the man who has a silo" is a silo
salesman's slogan.

9. We find the most prosperous
communities where silos are numer-
ous.

10. This is a competitive world and
competition requires the use of the
silo. The stock-keeper without a silo
is handicapped; he ig losing from
twenty-five to thirty-five per cent of
the profit of his enterprise. A silo in-
vestment pays a farmer about seven-
ty-five per cent interest.

The Silo the Forerunner,
When a farmer finds it necessary to

produce stock and stock products
with greater economy he generally
buys a silo. Such an equipment will
save him on on average of'40 per cent

on the feed bill. It makes it possible
for him to keep more live stock on the
farm withdBt buying extra feed, and
of course this means a saving or in-
creased profits.

Once having a silo he finds it neces-
sary to procure filling machinery. He
may go in with his neighbors or get
an outfit of his own. By experience
he will find that the best silage is
made from corn when it is in a proper
stage of ripeness, and in order to har-
dest his crop at this time he must
imit his exchange work partners or

have an equipment of his own.

The same power which runs the Cut-
ter to fill the silo will do all kinds of
work about the farm. It will grind
the feed, saw the wood, pump the wa-
ter, run the threshing machine, cut the
hay or straw, and do any work where
belts can be applied. A stock farm
where silos are used is pretty sure to
be one where men and boys are given
steady employment thruout the year.
The income from the herd is depend-
able; it does not rely on a single crop.
It is a steady cash yielding business
and has a diversity of needs which In
turn give a good market for all kinds
of manufactured goods.

Success or Failure.
It has been shown that where silos

are most numerous not only farming
but general business is best; in fact,
the prosperity of a community ean bt
determined largely by the number of
its silos. With the silo ft man can
keep twice as much live stock on hit
farm, he can produce butter ten to fif-
teen cents a pound cheaper; beef, from
one dollar to two dollars per hundred
cheaper; mutton, from one dollar to
one dollar and fifty cents per hundred
cheaper; milk, from forty to sixty
cents per hundred cheaper; cheese,
from five to seven cents a pound less
the expense of feeding horses am
mules, thirty or forty dollars per yen
less. Such a vast difference in the
cost of production will mean success
or failure. This is why we find the
silo an index of the prosperity of a
community. t

Index of Prosperity.
When you see a silo on a man's

farm It indicates that he is a stock
farmer, generally a dairy farmer. This
means he is utilizing the products of
