THEMAOfflttAa
SPOILS A PROPBECY

A NOTED British scientist forecast
thirty years ago that by 1931 all

available wheat land In the world
' would t>« under

cultivation, and If
ths y i e l d ! p»r
acre could not be
Increased beyond
that which, then
prevailed t h e r e
would be a world
shortage. Ths av-
erage yield then
was 12.7 bushels
per acre. During
the past seven
years, the World
over, 'It has been
14.1. On tbe 320,-

000,000 acre! In cultivation this In-
crease would amount to almost a half
billion bushels more production than
the world standards ot thirty years
ago. In plaes of dire distress duji to
shortage, we have had dire distress
due to surplus.

Wheat farmers have shown no great
Inclination to curtail materially their
output; perhaps a 10% decline iom-
pared with 70% reduction in steel.
This unwillingness, or perhaps Inabil-
ity, to adjust production to curirent
needB makes the problem all the hard-
er to solve.

Not only are we now growing more
wheat per unit of land, but-acreage
has been very greatly extended. In
twenty years Canada has Increased
acreage 260%, Australia almost as
much. Another significant tact 1B tbe
materially lessoned, use of wheat. A
much more diversified, diet has devel-
oped. More .vegetables and fruits'are
used than formerly. The reduction of
1 2 bushels consumed, per person 'per
annum since the last generation neces-
sitates nearly 150,000,000 bUBhelB leas
wheat than was formerly required.

Machinu^ncrnie Supply
The factor that has exerted the niont
potent Influence In this rising world
flood of grain has been the rapid de-
velopment of the machine. The >ld \
days of the cradle required from thirty |

to forty aonrs of hand labor to har+est ,
an acre ot grain. Then came the bind- j
er, whlch-reduced the process to four
or flfe hours per acre. Now tbe com-
bine does' the work In forty-flve i tn -
utes per acre.

Where It used to cost ten cents a
buBh'el merely to thresh the grain, the
modern combine cuts and threshes at
a cost ranging from 3 to 6 cents a
bushel. With this reduced cost of pro-
duction, the possibility of acreage'ex-
pansion Is tremendous. Lands here-
tofore regarded as worthless except
for grazing hare recently come fato
competition with the older wheat balte.

MOTHER GOOSE

T X / H O wrote the famous "Mother
VV Goose Nursery Rhymes" we will

never know. Some of them, such aa
"Bide a .Cock Horse to Banbary
Cross," "Little Jack Horner," and
"London Bridge Is Falling Down," are
obviously of English folk origin;
others have been borrowed from a fa-
mous collection of "French folk tales
called 'Tales of My Mother the
Goose," edited In 1697 by Charles Per-
raulL It 18 nevertheless a fact that
our own country can claim a real
Mother Goose, through whom these
Indispensable nonsense ditties were
first Introduced to the children of
America. -v

Mother Vergoose, her grarijcbildren
called -her. Her name was Elizabeth
Vergoose, and she made her borne
with her daughter nnd son-in-law,
Thnroan K*IPP|, in Rnsfnn, pnrlv In the
Eighteenth century. Like many grand-_

^mothers she "held active. If doting sway
In the Fleet nursery, and sang her
charges 4b sleep nlsbtly with the well^
known rhymes. Thomas Fleet was
a printer by ti-.iilc, and Impurtant as
the editor of Boston's first newspaper,
tbe Boston News Letter. Recognizing
the value of Mother Vergoose's rhymes,
he wrote them down and In 1719 pub-
lished a printed copy which, sold, and
sold well, nt two corners ench.

Elizabeth Vergoose must be .given
credit as collector, nut as' originator
of these poems. But In spirit she was
a real Mother Goose, "—whose mel
odles -shall never -dier-whlle-nnrses
sing and babies cry."

Tbe radio an a means of re,

forest hrcii and of directing fire fight-
ing- operations may eventually mme
into general use in Michigan if ex-
peripionts to be carried on by the
Division of Field Administration of
tbe Department of Conservution
prove the system to be practicable.

Plans are being outlined to con-
duct experiments with portable
radios next spring at the Fovust Fire
Experiment Station near Roscom-
mon.

If the use of radio proves succcti-
ful it will probably mean a consider-
able change in the Michigan format
fire suppression system. It would
be used chiefly for communication
between towers or headquarters and
a field force actually working on
foreBt fires.

While all of the 150 towers through
the fire zone of the state have reg-
ular telephone communication with
the nearest district fire headquarter!!,
it is impossible in many instances
to maintain telephone communication
between headquarters and the fire
righting force. This has meant con-
siderable fire losses through un-
avoidable-delays in sending addition-
al help and equipment.

The building and maintaining of
telephone lines to isolated towers has
always involved considerable ex-
pense. The lines are located in
wooded areas and service is con-
stantly interrupted by falling trees
ard branches.

If the radio should prove practic-
able under field conditions it would
mean that crews would bo notified
of fires as soon as the district head-
quarters. Keymen equipped with
ordinary radio receiving sets would
be notified of the locations of fires
-within a few minutes of the time
they were sighted by the towerman
and orders could-be transmitted with
out delay from the district head-
quarters where the district officer is
on duty and where all of the motivi
fire fighting equipment is stored.

Among the other forest fire pre
vention and control experiments-
which have been carried on at the
Experiment Station and which wil
be continued next year will be the
determining of some chemical to kil
\pgetation on fire lines. A half

More than twice as many timber
wolves were taken by state hunters
during 1931 than were taken in 1929,
a report received by the Departrneni
of Conservation from H. P,. Williams;

leader of predatory animal control
shows.

During the past year state hunters
took 898 predatory animals including
71 timber wolves. During 1929 the
catch totalled 739 predators includ-
ing 34 wolves.

Among other predatory . species
taken during the past year were 666
coyotes and 161 bobcats.
—While-mideF-the-old bounty-system,
more than $200,000 was paid every
year to hunters and trappers for
taking predatory animals, the cos
to the state during the past year
was less than $35,000.

During 1931 the cost of operating
the state's predatory animal control
organization was approximately $40,-
000, the state paying $37,231 and the
federal government $3,330. The net
•Oit to the state was reduced to $31,-
231.48, estimating that the fur
