We already studied the great 
red dragon of Revelation 12 as 
the Devil, now we shall observe 
the second person ol the 
satanic trinity, the antichrist 
Tiie symbol for antichrist in this 
section is Ihe beast out of the 
sea. This pictures the rise of 
antichrist possibly out of the 
gentile sea of humanity as in 
Daniel 7:2 or from the Med iter 
ranean region or maybe both. 

This section describes both 
the antichrist and the system of 
government he will head. The 
seven heads, ten horns and ten 
nrnwiis snpak nf the Govern­
mental aspect of his work, 'me 
name or names of blasphemy 
upon his heads indicate his 
opposition to God as revealed 
also in 2 These. 2:3 A. 

The body of the boast des­
cribes the nature of the revived 
Roman Empire over which anti­
christ will rule, verse 2. We turn 
back to Daniel 7 for the meaning 
of these symbols. The Hon 
refers to Nebuchadenezzar and 
the Babylonian kingdom.The 
bear refers to the Medo-Persian 
kingdom. The leopard refers to 
ihe Gioek kingdom under Alex­
ander the Great. The symbols 
are hsiuu in reverse order be­
tween Daniel 2 n d Revelation b ° -
cause Daniel was looking for­
ward to the prophetic coming of 
these kingdoms and John in 
Revelation is looking backward 
in history to their existence. 

There is always some degree 
of acculturation when one King­
dom conquers another. The 

victor usually borrows and 
blends the better ideas held by 
his victim into his own king 
dorr). Here also, the coming 
revived Roman Empire will re­
l i e d many characteristics of 
past kingdoms. The empire will 
reveal the majesty and power ol 
the iion of Babylon, the strength 
and tenacity of the bear of 
Medo-Persia and the speed or 
swiftness of the leopard of 
Greece. 

The wounding to dea(h and 
healing of the beast in vtrse 3 
raises two possible points. 
First, that Satan will try to 
mimic through antichrist the 
death, burial and resurrection of 
Jesus Christ in parallel to Reve­
lation 5:6, Second, the world 
will be amazed at the resur­
rection of the Roman Empire 
whirh apparently passed from 
world history centuries ago. 
Historians still differ as to the 
exact time oi the iaii of the 
Roman Empire. She was more 
like the old soldier who just 
faded away. 

The rise of antichrist and the 
revived Roman Empire will be 
the direct work of satanic power 
and authority, verse 2. The 
world will wonder, verse 3 and 
worship, verse 4. both the Devil

NEW DRINKING A G E PRO­
POSAL . . . 

The legislature's, considera­
tion Oi two uiils to raise *i>e 
legal drinking age have gener­
ated a great deal of controversy 
over the past several months. A 
bill in the senate woum in­
crease the drinking age to 19. 
which a House bill would raise 
it to 21. 

During public hearings at the 
end of last year, arguments 
were clearly voiced in opposi­
tion and support ol the 19-year-
old measure from students, tea­
chers and school administra­
tors, making it clear that this is 
a ticklish issue. 

On one side are the statistics 

ong teenagers, the problems in 
schools with kids drinking in 
parking lots and supplying 15, 
16and 17-year olds with liquor. 
On the other side is the ques­
tion of rights — if we give 
18-yearolds the responsibilities 
and rights of aduhs. can we 
realistically deny them this 
one? 

Last week my Republican col­
league in the House, ficprc-
qpntPtiup flnnalri fiilmpr inirn-
duced two bills which address 
the problem in a different man­
ner. 

Gilmer has proposed passage 
of n bill which would make it 
illegal to sell liquor to take out 
lo anyone under 20 years of age. 
He reasons that this way the 
rights of the 18-year olds aie not 
infringed upon — they may still 
drink legally. But they cannot 
buy it at a liquor store to take 
home or back to school, and 
therefore won't have the oppor­
tunity to supply it to younger 
people. 

The companion bill would 
make it illegal to give anyone a 
false I.D. or to misrepresent 
oneself with a false I.D. 

Gilmer's approach is a com­
promise, and one interesting 
fact is that tho idea was offered 
by a high school student. I will 
rnport on its progress periodi­
cally.

From the Prosecutor's Office

We received the following report from the Michigan Office of 
Highway Safety Planning and pass it on to those of you who may be 
interested:

The Michigan Slate Police, which collects the crash dala from 
all agencies in the state, doesn't closp its books on a year until it is 
fairly sure it has all delayed reports and eventual deaths from 1977 
crashes. 

Rut it looks now that 1977 will go into the books as a pretty 
good year es far as traffic fatalities are concerned. 

There were 1,897 deaths counted as of last December 31. nine 
iuwor than the vear before at that lime. Late reports boosted the 
1976 toll to 1,955. MSP s experts figure that 1077's final to!! will end 
up between 1,930 and 1.935. The top figure, then, would give 
Michigan a 1977 traffic death toll 1.02% lower than 1976. 

It is impossible right now to estimate the final mileage death 
rate — 3.22 in 1976 — because total mileage estimates always are 
late. But we know that there was more travel in the state last year. 

However, and that's a big "however". MSP projects its data to 
suggest that there were 377.000 crashes in traffic in 1977 — an 
increase of about 3% — and 167,000 traffic injuries — an increase 
of about 2 .5%. 

The 1977 year ended with a good Christmas Holiday report: 
seven persons killed in traffic, down 58.8% from 1976. 

The new year started off with 10 holiday deaths or 23% less 
than New Year's i977.

State Taxes 
Gasoline sales in Michigan 

edged up 2.7 per cent in the last 
quarter of 1977 compared with 
the same three months a year 
earlier, the State Highway Com­
mission reported today. 

The small increase — ' l e s s 
than half the 6.1 pe' cent growth 
between the same quarters of 
1975 and 1976 - probably 
reflects increased registrations 
of lighter weight automobiles 
and improved engine perform­
ances. The number of motor 
vphiHps rRnisiered in Michiaan 
rose hy about 270.000 to a 
record 8.14 million from mid-
1976 to mid-1977. 

Revenues from the nine-cent-
pef - gallon gas tax totaled 
S103.171.559 in the October-
December quarter last year, an 
increase of S2.679,323-from the 
comparable period of 1976. In 
the same period, the seven-
cent-per gallon diesel fuel tax 
produced $6,106,982, up by 
S506.036. or nine per cent, ac­
counting for an over-all three 
per cent increase in motor fuel 
tax revenues. 

Weight taxes from the sale of 
license plates to resident mo­
torists totaled S?8.?R2,58fi, an 
increase of 52.128,913. or 8.1 
per cent. The great bulk of 
license plate sales takes place 
between January 1 and March 1,. 
the deadline for license plate 
renewals. 

Fuel and weight taxes, plus 
interest earned and miscella­
neous revenues - produced 
$142.516,379 for Michigan's Mo­
tor Vohii-lo Hinhwav Fnnrl an 
i ncr&sse of $5,599,773 or 4.1 per 
cent. 

Proceeds are being distribu­
ted to the state, tne counties 
and the municipalities after 
deductions of 513.549,476 for 
various grants and collection 
costs. 

These include $1,280,096 to 
the State Waterways Fund. 
S5.621,963 to the General Trans­
portation Fund for bus and rail 
programs and So,397,843 for 
collection costs. 

Of the S128.966.902 being 
distributed, the Department of 
State Highways and Transpor­
tation received 557,249.921 as 
its share for the state highway 
system. The 83 county road 
commissions will collect $46,-
217.967 as their portion and the 
531 municipalities $25,589,013. 

Crawford County received a 
total of $158,459 compared to 
$151,178 in 1976, while Grayling 
received $10,714 compared to 
$10,243 in the previous year. 

Otsego County received $193-
401 while Gaylord received 
515,315. Roscommon County 
received 5196,127 with Ros­
common receiving $4,877. In 
Kalkaska the county received 
$187,559 and the village re­
ceived $10,306.

In the past few years the operation of public school districts 
has become more and more complex for a variety of reasons These 

.reasons include public dissatisfaction with the method schools are 
funded, enormous changes in school legislation at both the state 

.and federal levels, increased citi?en interest in governments! units 
at all levels, declining enrollments in metropolitan areas, 
burgeoning enrollments in outstate areas, increased liability 
exposure because of recent court decisions, increased tensions in 
employee negotiations because employees seek to keep pace with 
inflation and schools lack the financial resources, tremendous 
increases in heat and electrical costs, program cut backs to balance 
the burtgnt school huilriings hecomina obsolete, and a whole hosl 
of other problems. 

Faced with the ever mounting complexity of their tasks the 
Crawford AuSable School Board has formed several standing 
committees that meet at least monthly, and an additional monthly 
work session in an effort to resolve problems and improve the 
quality of school district services. 

Other temporary committees are formed from time to time to 
dss! with such items as employee negototlc 's , public relations, 
school facilities, relocation of students, energy conservation, etc.. 
bringing the total number of evening meetings a board member 
must attend each month to an average of four or five. 

In addition to the number of in-district meetings a board 
member must attend, there are also ever increasing demands 
placed upon them to be better informed in such areas as 
negotiations, employee evaluation, energy conservation, curricu­
lum, educational assessment and evaluation, legislation, public 
school finance, etc. These ever increasing demands require their 
attendance at evening and weekend worksnops sponsored by ihs 
Michigan Association of School Boards.

Gov. William G. Milliken has 
been informed that the Federal 
Disaster Assistance Administra­
tion is denying the requested 
extension of the snow emer­
gency program. On February 6, 
Milliken had asked the Presi­
dent to extend a five-day pro­
gram which had reimbursed 
local governments 75 percent of 
Iheir contract costs for snow-
removal by making it retroactive 
to inciude the first two days of 
the storm — January 26 and 27. 

FDAA Administrator William 
Wilcox, in a letter to Milliken. 
caid roirnartivp rnimhnrspm^ni 
of local governments was not 
intended for emergency snow 
removal "within their own capa­
bilities." 

Milliken s a j ( j < ••) q m rjisan-
nointed b t this decision be­
cause local governments who 
took quick action during the 
first two days of the storm will 
not have the benefits of reim­
bursement for about$750,000 in 
contract costs. 

"The Michigan State Police 
are gathering data on ail coun­
ties affected" by the storm and 
will decide whether there is 
sufficient basis to request a 
iiiajoi disaster ucCiaranon rrorn 
the President. The purpose of 
such a request would be to seek 
federal reimbursement for some 
direct costs incurred by local 
government which demonstrate 
an extraordinary burden." 

Milliken announced that a 
joint statR-federal team will es­
tablish lour Grant Application 
Centers later this month to 
assist local governments in pro­
cessing applications for thy 75 
percent reimbursement program 
from the FDAA.

'Partnership' with government? It's 

not palatable to private industry 

Richard Milliman 

Purely by accident, I think' I've 
discovered an important reason private 
enterprise has trouble with government, 
and vice versa. 

The whole thing may be old hat to 
some, but I feel the same thrill as a 
person must have felt who first inad­
vertently spilled a few splashes of dry 
vermouth into his glass of straight gin, 
thereby inventing the martini. 

I was glancing through a recent issue 
of something called "LABORegister," 
which is published by the Michigan 
Siaie Department of Labor — an innova­
tion of the recent head of the labor 
department, Keith Mol in. (violin has 
since moved on to the state Department 
of Commerce, and I pored over his 
farewell message to his former state 
agency printed in its magazine. 

Molin acknowledged he hadn't done 
everything there was to do in the labor 
rieiri — 'there remain jobs yet un-
t i n i S i i c u . r orernost of these, he noted, 
is reform of the workers' compensation 
law. 

"The existing system is grossly 
inequitable and inefficient,'' Molin said. 
"It serves neither labor nor manage­
ment, and costs us all much in the 
process. Yet we have been unable to get 
a reform package through the legisla­
ture." 

Nothing remarkable in these remarks 
so far; they sound like usual bureau­
cratic rhetoric. 

But Molin also talked about occu­
pational safety in this passage: 

"During the past three years, the 
labor department moved from the tradi­
tional police officer-looking-over-your-
shouider way of doing things to an 
approach that stresses a partnership 
between the department and private 
employers and labor. And it works 
because people are much more willing 
to cooperate than to be coerced." 

Again Molin talked about creating 

"At the labor department, we have yet 
tc complete cur efforts to make the 
state a partner with the private sector of 
the economy in crafting a long-range 
solution to unemployment, and es­
pecially unemployment among the 
economically disadvantaged." 

Incidentally, through the years I've 

learned to look a bit askance at bureau­
crats who refer to "the disadvantaged" 
in any area; usually they're spenders. 

But back to the great discovery ... in 
speaking of safety, Molin emphasizes 
the "partnership" between the state, 
labor and businsss* in talking aKnut 
new jobs, he wants to "make the state a 
partner" with private enterprise. 

It seems to me, that's the wrong 
approach. As one private business 
enterpreneur, I don't consider govern­
ment as my partner, and I don't want 
government as my partner, either. 

When I pay my Michigan single 
business tax I'm convinced that both 
Gov. Milliken and the state tax collector 
think of the state as my partner — one

treasury first, whether the company 
f n S k c s 5 profit ut nut. 

By the same t o k e n , I riorVt think it's 
right if government considers labor as a 
partner, either; in both the state and the 
national capitols, there's too much 
cronyism between unions and govern­
ments, in my opinion, as reflected in 
one-sided pro-labor laws and one-sided 
pro-labor agencies, to the detriment of 
the private enterprise system as a 
whole. 

Government, labor and business all 
have important roles to play in our 
economy; hut they arp spnaratfi and 
unique roles. Labor and business are in 
oartnership. whether they like it or not: 
but government, cither state or federal, 
should not properly have an equal part­
nership role, such as Molin and many 
other bureaucrats and politicians seem 
to envision. 

Pat Babcock, who is Molin's suc­
cessor in the state labor department, at 
first glance, seems to have a more 
reasoned view. The same issue of the 
agency's publication says that under 
Babcock's "philosophy of government, 
there is a place for the government and
