A large group of local and state political candidates
jamming ncxJ Tuesday's August 8th Primary Election ballot
is expecisu iu issuit in a large turnout of voters throughout
the state, including Crawford County. One Democratic
Gubernatorial Candidate will be selected from a field
including Patrick H. McCollough, William R. Rails, Zolion
Ferency and William B. Fitzgerald. Seven Democrats are
vying for a ballot slot for Congressional U.S. Senator and
include: Carl Levin. John R. Otterbacher, Phil Power,
Richard F.Vander Veen, Paul A. Rosenbaum and Anthony A.
Derezinski.

Aspirants for the 11th District Representative Demo-
cratic ballot slot are Keith McLeod, Herbert M. Stephens,
John Watanen Jr., Charles J. Wilderspin, Theodore G.
Albert, James Haciweii and Verna p. Lawrence.

Governor William G. Milliken is running unopposed on
the Republican ticket while Robert P. Griffin is running
against L. Brooks Patterson for U. S. Senator. Robert W.
Davis faces Edmund F. Vandette in the 11th District
Representative Race.

Saving Stricken Friend

A 12-year-old Grayling girl. Patrice "Penny" Holzman
was cited by Crawford County Sheriff Depaitment Deputies
for a courageous effort that is credited with saving the life of
her friend. Sarah Annin. 13, also of Grayling.

Canoeing with her best friend on the backwaters of the
AuSable River, Penny dived into the water to rescue Sarah,
who had an epileptic seizure and fell out of the canoe, towed
her to shore, administered immediate first aid, then sought
help. A life was saved because of Penny's courageous and
immediate response lo a possible tragedy.

Penny is the daughter of Mr. and Mrs. Robert Holzman;
Sarah the daughter of Mr. and Mrs. William Annin. "We
couldn't have done any better." an investigating deputy said.
Sarah was treated and released at Grayling's Mercy Hospital.

Labeling it a "return of
local tax dollars." County
Board Commissioner Chair-
man Ed Lowrie announced
last Friday thai pre-applica-
lion had been approved by
the U.S. Housing and Urban
Development Dept. which is
expected to bring some
5300.000 for housing im-
provements to Crawford Co-
unty. According to Lowrie.
final application forms will
be submitted in September,
hut approval of the pre-appli-
cation is tantamount to final
HUD approval.

The f unding. when approv-
ed, is designed to assist 'ow
and modeiale income fami-
lies wuii property improve-
ments. Although the County
submitted a request for
S600.000. announcement that
half that amount had been
tentatively approved was wel-
come word to the Board of
Commissioners.

Jesus Leaving Heaven
Revelation 19:11-13

The return of Jesus Christ to
this earth in judgment is one of
the most vivid and awe provok-
ing pictures of Jesus Christ in
the Bible. The scene moves
irum rieaven to Earth in an
unveiling of God's power, glory
and majesty.

The character of Christ in
light of His earthly mission is
revealed in verse 11. "And
HG...was called Faithful and
True, and in righteousness he
doth judge and make war."
Faithfulness is one of the most
wonderiul qualities any person
can have. Jesus not only
remains faithful to His Word,
He also remains true at the
same time. Just as He is faithful
and just to forgive us ot our sins
now through His love and
mercy. He wiii be just as faithfui
and just in punishing those
whose sins are not forgiven in
His justice and wrath. The
battle of Armageddon will be a
justifiable and righteous war in
which millions of rebellious
sinners will die in direct conflict
wiiii JeauS Ciirisi.

A further description of Crfiist
is given in verse 12. "His eyes
were as a flame of fire, and on
his head were many crowns:
and he hod a name written, that
no man knew, but he himself."
Eyes as a fiame of fire may weii
picture the penetrating and
destructive judgment of Christ.
Many crowns upon His head
reminds us that He will be king
of every nation on the earth. His
name "that no man knew" will

obviously remain unknown to
all but God until He returns.

The clothing and name of

13. "And he was clothed with a
vesture dipped in biood: and his
name is called The Word of
God." The blood upon His
clothing reminds us that He was
the lamb of God from chapter 5
whose blcod was slain to
redeem us to God. His blood
reminds us also that He is not
only a God of redemption to
those who trust Him. but also a
God of wrath and vengence
upon all those who reject Him.

Word of God" reminds us
immediately of John's gospel of
the incarnation of Jesus Christ.
"In the beginning was the Word,
and the Word was with God,
and the Word was God. .And
Ihe Word was made flesh, and
dwelt among us. (and we beheld
his glory, the glory as of the
only begotten of the Father.)

Statistics
America's fascination

.for figures brings list

Most Americans appear to be fasci-
nated by statistics; this corner is no
exception.

Figures and comparisons, discreetly
dropped into conversations at strategic
moments, also can brand most anybody
as a person of wit and perception.

Therefore, an Almanack Extra this
week...presented herewith a plethora of
statistical data, completely unrelated,
but hopefully interesting and helpful:

—During the last decade, more than
15 million Americans have stopped
voting. Turnout in presidential races
has dropped from 63.8 percent in 1360
to 54.4 percent in 1976. The turnout in
1974 midterm elections was the second
lowest in 150 years.

— Moonlighting is on the rise in this
country. The number of citizens holding
two or more jobs jumped by 600,000 last
year to a new high of 4.6 million, or 5
percent of the employed population.
Female moonlighters totaled 1.2 million
up from 911,000 in 1976. Of every 100
moonlighters, 27 are women, while of
every 1,000 women worker, 34 moon-
light. Finanical necessity was the main
motive for one-third of those holding

— Michigan is second only to Missi-
ssippi in percentage of population on
welfare. Of Michigan's 9 million resi-
dents, 7 percent are on welfare;

state with 7.2 percent of its population;
other ranking states are Illinois, New
York, California and Mass. At the
bottom of the list are Wyoming with 1.6
percent, and Npvaria with 1 R nerr.ent.
The average ADC recipient in Michigan
receives $90.74 per month, while in
Mississippi the average monthly pay-
ment is $14.54—the lowest of any state.

— in Washington, the Office of
Consumer Affairs reports that autos
remain the top consumer complaint,
running 22-percent of total complaints.
The runner-up is mail-order complaints
at 10 percent, followed by business
practices 9 percent, credit practices 5
percent, and appliance complaints 3
percent.

—Some 2 million Individual Retire-
ment Arragement returns were filed by
iaxp&y«rs in 1976, an increase of
670,100 over 1975. The average IRA
contribution in 1976 was 11,021.

—Non-union wages rose more than
union wages during the first quarter of
1978, reversing the usual trend. Non-
union wages increased 2.2 percent,
compared to 1.6 percent increase for
union wages.

—Approximately 80 percent of the
900 million people in the People's
Republic of China are under 35 years of
age.

—Hungary has the highest suicide
rate in the world—about 40 deaths per
100,000 population. That's up from a
rate of 30 suicides per 100,000 just 10
years ago. Ranking next at a suicide
rate of 23 are Denmark, Austria and
Finland. The rate in the United States is
12 per 100,000.

— More than 75 percent of those who
smoke today began smoking before age
21. Between 1968 and 1974 the number
of teenaged smokers increased from 3
million to 4.5 million. Everyday, 4,000
teenagers become cigaret smokers.
About 100,000 persons under age of 13
smoke regularly. More than 53 million
Americans smoke cigarets; in 1975
alone, they spent $14 billion on 620
billion cigarets. Over 37 million people-
one out oi every six Americans aiive
today—will die years earlier than they
otherwise wouirj because of smoking.
Cigaret smoking was implicated in more
than 320,000 deaths in 1977.

— In two-thirds of American house-
iiuiub, iiie wuniaii wriitfa tilt! uiiycks and
pays the bills, regardless of whether
she works outside the home.

— Donations to charitable groups by
Americans rose nearly 10 percent from
1Q7R IPUPI? tn a 1P77 tntal nf $?? billion
Health and welfare causes are the most
popular recipient of corporate funds,
and individual donations most frequent-
ly go to religions.

—According to the U. S. Dept. of
Labor, the annual cost of maintaining a
"Higher" standard of living as of late
1977, required S25.202 for an urban
family of four, which is about 6.1
percent higher than in the previous year.
An "intermediate" lifestyle required
$17,106, while a "lower" standard of
living required $10,481.

—The foregoing list of data gathered
from a variety of sources is designed to
keep conversations at an interesting
level among 42.6 percent of Almanack
readers.

Salaries, not including the
fringe benefits, for clerks
and letter carriers begin at
S6.40 an hour and increase
to S7.50 an hour over an
eigtit-year period. Annually,
this represents a 512,894
starting salary for a fulltime
employee thai increases to
SI5.116 in eight years.

Postmaster Leng empha-
sized many postal job open-
ings could not be expected
in Frederic in the coming
months, but estimated that
one vacancy will occur in the
next two years.

"The vacancy will be filled
by offering a job to those
who do well on the exams
and are placed in our up-
dsled register." she said.

The amendment will elim-
inate property taxes as the
major source of education
funding, cutting the taxes
therefore by 65 percent, cr
S1.8 billion. To make up ihe
lost revenue, supporters pro-
pose increases in the in-
come, nuisance and property
transfer taxes.

The model plan requires
that vouchers not be used for
religious education. Reli-
gious schools will have to
charge extra tuition for reli-
gious education and keep
account of that.

Another question will be
the so-called Meadlee a-
mendment which would limit
state spending to actual
increases in personal in-
come. The proposal is de-
signed to put a cap on state
spending to keep spending
in line with personal income
increases.

Signatures were filed also
to place the so-called Tisch
amendment on the Novem-
ber ballot to ask voters to cut
property taxes. However, the
final signatures were gather-
ed in such a hurry there are
serious questions as to
whether they will be vali-
dated to qualify for the
ballot.

The Tisch amendment also
puts limits on the Legisla-
ture prohibiting il from rai-
sing the income (ax rate by
mor-~ iiicui 1 percent. The
amendment also allows local
income taxes of one percent
for schools.

Here is a rundown ol
other amendments that will
probably appear: Bail Bonds
adopted by the Legislature;
authorizes judges to deny
bail bonds to accused felons
with at least three other
serious felony convictions
on their records and for
certain violent crimes.

Investments-adopted by
Ihe Legislature.; authorizes
the state lo deposit its funds
in credit unions, savings and
loan associations or banks.

Constitution Convention-
required by the current con-
stitution: asks whether a
convention should be called
to propose a new constitu-
tion.

Police Bargaining-initia-
