A month-fong investiga-
tion by the Crawford County

Telephone'scommunications
center for Northern Michi-
gan, sits atop a hill some 6
miles south of Grayling, and
at one time was a sirategic
part of AUTOVON the U.S.
military communication sys-
tem which serves as a
constant watch dog against
invasion of the Northern
Hemisphere,

Due o more sophisticated
methods of military commu-
nications, the AUTOVON
system at Skyline is being
reduced since 1972, how-
ever. from 1965 to 1972,
Skyline served with about 60
other AUTOVON stations.
The priority system allows
essential calls {0 preempt
less important ones.

There is somecne on duiy
around the clock. Computers
tell attendants when circuits
are not working. if there is an
overloed. calls can he re-
routed to another station. 1t
a circuit at Skvline fails. a
monitoring station in Wash-
ington, D.C. knows about it
in 30 seconds. Therc is 2
direct line io the Washinaton
station.

The building. constructed
like a fortress, handles all of
General Telephone calls as
weil as some of the Michigan
Bell system. Bell has its own
elecironic gear as well as
antenna, but is serviced by
General's employees at the
silc

tric equmment malung .Jmall
er components allows the
facility 1o take on more areas
of service. At the present
there are some 400 to 500
thousand toll calls billed per
month. these being put on a
tape and sent to the mam
office in Muskegon.

At present there are 14
smplovees al Skyline. The
building is self contained.
and has a 30 day supply to
sustain the employees with-
out any oulside assistance.
They have dried food stored
to feed the workers as well
as a 300 foot deep well to
supply water. There is also a
90 day supply of spare parts.

In case of fire. ihe buiiding
is equipped with numerous
tanks of Halon gas which
automaticaily removes oxy-
gen from the area to extin-
guish the flames.

It etectrical power fails,
Skyline can operaie for eight
hours on batteries that are
constantly being charged.
and in case of longer power
outage, there are two huge
generators, tor which there
is a 7,500 gallon fuel supply
on hand.

which was a Milliken promotion, is
unjust and disheartening. But the
primary rcasons for most business
discontent are unemployment and
worker's compensation, Fitzgerald's
Democratic party, and the unions which
are supporting him, want to liberalize
these laws even further.

Fitzgerald means business? If it
wasn't such a serious matter, that
political con game would be downright
laughable.

A counie of Republican candidates on
the statewide Michigan ticket deserve a
hetter fate. Mel Larsen, who is running
for secretary of state. built a creditable
record in the Michigan Legislature, and
Steve Bransdorfer. who is running for
attorney general, has a sound record in
hoth the legal and public service arenas.

The problgn is neither one has a
chance. Larsen is oppesing Democratic
incumbent Richard Austin, and Brans-
dorfer’s opponent is Democratic incum-
hent Frank J. Kelley. Both Austin as
secretary of state and Kelley as attorney
qeneral have generally turned in good,
sound performances in their jobs.
Both will most likely win in a breeze;
opposing ihem at the poiis is a
thankless job. as both Larsen and
Bransdorfer are discovering.

When you get right down to it
Michigan is fortunate to have such
capable persons as Austin and Kelfley in
thcse sensitive jobs. and Michigan is
also. fortunate to have persons as
dedicated and capable as Larsen and
Bransdorfer who are willing to offer
themselves as alternatives.

It hasn't always been so. and it won't
happen everv time. So count your
hlessings while you have them.
