Kraus on Road Board
With the main interest for Crawford County voters in

Tuesday's election centered on the office of Road
Commissioner, the race between Gloria Kraus, Democrat,
and Glenn Sawyer, Republican, went down to the wire as
Kraus turned back Sawyer by 14 votes, 1628 to 1614.

In the contest for the District 7 seat on the County Board
of Commissioners, incumbent Fred Kauffman [R] was
defeated by Andie Neilson [D] 290 to 266.

District 3 was the only other contested county board
seat, with Claude Halstead turning back write-in candidate
Mary Harland, 288 to 60.

The other board seats were uncontested, with Matthew
Bid via receiving 134 votes in District 4; Jeannette Kitchen,
155 votes in District 6; Jacqueline Bonkowski, 370 votes In
District 5; Lawrence Mattis, 341 votes in District 2; and John
Miller, 349 votes in District 1.

Frederic Township voters passed their millage for the
fire department with 211 yes against 167 no.

The above tallies are unofficial, subject to the Board of
Canvassers statement.

Pre-Schoc!
Benefits Last

Into Adulthood
Dr. David Weikart. Ypsilanti

psychologist, has conducted a
study which provided dramatic
evidence that a pre-school edu-
cation gives children a head
start that continues throughout
their elementary school years
and may provide advantages in
adulthood.

The study compared a group
of 123 test children. Half the
group attended a pre-school
program operated in the Ypsi
ianti schools by Dr. Weikart
from 1962 - 1967. The other
studente entered kindergarten
at the usual age. The children
were considered economically
and educationally disadvantag-
ed whose prospects lor a suc-
cessful performance in school
were poor. The study found the
following differences between
the two groups:

— Eighty-three percent of the
pre-school groun performed on
at least average levels during
their early grade school years,
compared with 62 percent of the
other group.

—Teachers found the pre-
school students better behaved,
more disciplined and more
motivated than the other stu-
dents.

— Several of the pre-schoo!
students are now in college.
None of the other group are.

—Those students who at-
tended pre-school had project-
ed higher lifetime earnings,
compared to 10 percent of the
other group receiving welfare.

The pre-school program in-
volved specially trained teach-
ers, a specially designed curri-
culum and weekly visits to each
family to encourage parental
involvement. Dr. Weikart be-
lieves it would be practical and
possible to liTipieiflBnt such
programs on a wide scale. The
monies saved from fewer spe-
cial programs needed during the
students elementary and secon-
dary education would cover the
cost of the pre-school.

Children in the Crawford Au-
Sable School District have sev-
eral pre-schools available to
them. The Grayling Cooperative
Nursery has several openings in
Iheir three and four year old
classes. Children who qualify
under the Title I criteria of
special needs may be eligible
for enrollment in the Title I
Pre-School program. For further
information contact Mrs. Irene
Pettyjohn at 348-7641.

Youth, age share values

It may come as something of a
surprise to some of us oldsters, but in
many respects, teenagers today are
pretty much the same as their grand-
parents were back in the 1920's.

Oh, they're a bit less religious, and a
bit more tolerant of dissent; on the
other side of the coin, they're about the
same in their orientation to patriotism,
social justice and the work ethic.

So claims Theodore Caplow of the
. University of Virginia, who is in charge
of & federally financed study checking
back on opinions in Muncio, Ind., and
COmparinn thftm with cirriiiar roeoarrh
conducted in 1924, and again in the
Depression years.

The most recent survey covered
3,200 high school students in Muncie, a
city of 80,000 population.

"In this Midwestern community, we
found much less disintegration of
traditional social values than is com-
monly described by observers who rely
on their own intuitions," Caplow
reports.

For example, 3 out of 4 believe the
United States is "unquestionably the
best country in the world," and about
half accept the slogan, "My country,
right or wrong." These results are down
only 15 and 10 percent respectively from
1924.

About half of today's teens feel the
American colonies were entirely right in
and England entirely wrong, in the
American Revolution compared with 40
percent in 1924.

Teenagers hold many of. the same
religious beliefs as their grandparents,
the research shows, but fewer feel it is
wrong to go to movies on Sunday (only
8 percent against 33 percent); fewer feel
the Bible is an adequate guide to
modern problems (54 to 74 percent);
fewer feel that Jesus Christ was perfect
(67 versus 83 percent; and more believe
the theory of evolution offers a more
accurate account of the origin and
history of humanity than a literal
interpretation of the Bible (50 percent
now, against 28 percent then).

persisted with remarkable tenacity," the
research concludes.
1 While we're dealing with percentages
and such, let's look at a few other
statistics, unrelated except that you
find them all in this column:

-A large food store firm in the east
recently sampled the tardiness records
of its 12,000 employees^ and found that
the average full time employee's rate of
late arrivals cos1 the company 7.4 days
of work last year. That amounts to being
more than a week late for work, and
that's a lot of added cost for any

-According to The Arrny Times, the
Pentagon's 26,000 employees use
25,000 telephones in their jobs, and ring
up a monthly telephone bill of $750,000.
Who says talk is cheap?

-An accounting firm in California
reports that the average cost of
business letters dictated to a secretary
now costs $4.77 per letter, up 6 percent
from last year. In 1930, the cost was 30
cents a letter. Obviously the written
word is not cheap, either.

-A recent poll of 5,000 families found
that 59 percent of workers are "satisfied'
with their jobs and another 29 percent
are "very satisfied". About 10 percent
said they were "dissatisfied," and
another 3 percent described themselves
as "very dissatisfied." Job satisfaction
was highest in the 25 to 44 age group
and among white collar workers; least
happy workers were those under 25 and
in blue collar jobs.

Biship Szoka Dines With
Pope John Paul II

GAYLOnD--On Tuesday, Bis-
hop Szoka met with reporters
requesting an int&rview con-
cerning his trip to Rome for the
installation of Pope Jotin Paul
11.

He told those present that
"we believe the Pope is the true
successor-of Peter and head of
the apostles. We also believe
that the bishops of the world are
the successors of the apostles
in the sense of the college of
apostles. It does. then, have
special meaning fora bishop to
be present with the chief
apostles on such an occasion.
This was my major reason for
going."

On the day following the
installation Pops John Pau! !!
invited the Polish bishops and
all bishops of Polish descent to
have lunch with him. This was
unheard of since Popes usually
dine alone.

"There was no special dis-
tinction at table. He sat with us
and ate a regular Italian meal of
pasta and salad." Bishop Szoka
said.

In describing the physical
appearance of the new Pontiff
Bishop Szoka noted that he is a
man of great strength. "He has
a dynamic personal presence.
When he enters a room there is
no doubt that he is in charge.
that he is the Pope. But besides
that you are aware of his
outstandingly gentle and warm
nature."

Bishop Szoka also responded
to questions about Pope John
Paul's position on issues. "I
don't think he will pose any

radical theological changes but
I think he will bring some new
incites. Some new areas of
emphasis.

We ought to keep in mind that
this Pope is coming from
another country. He will bring
to the Papacy a whole fresh
perpective."

He went on to say that,
•People in this country think of
our problems but Cardinal Wo-
jtyla has faced very different
problems in Poland. The govern-
ment of Poland is Communist.
They are clearly under the
strong direction of Moscow.

Pope John Paul has been able
to work with this government
while never accepting com-
munism. He recognizes the
reality that the government is
Communist. Yet it is the
country of the Polish people.
The people have to make it
work."

Bishop Szoka also stated his
guess is that Pope John Paul II
will try to develop the notion of
collegiality to a higher degree in
Ihe church. "I think he will try to
involve the bishops.- of the
church in a much greater degree
in ihe larger decisions affecting
the Church. And. again, this is
probably due to his background.
He has had to solve problems in
Poland with the other bishops.
He was not in a position of easy
communication with Rome."

Whether or not the Pope will
visit the United States. Bishop
Szoka could not say. He did
comment that the few moments
he personally spent with the
Holy Father were very moving.

Open Seasons and Catch Limits
On Pike, Walleye, Saugerand

Muskeiiunge
The Natural Resources Commission, at its meeling on

August 12, 1977, under the authority of Act 230, P.A. 1925, as
amended, ordered that its subject order of August 15. 1975,
remain effective through December 31, 1977, and that the
following order become effective on January 1, 1978:

It shall be unlawful to take the following named species
except within the open seasons and daily limits prescribed
(statewide regulations apply unless otherwise restricted):

Statewide open season on all waters not otherwise closed
to fishing shall be from May 15 through February on
walleye, sauger, northern pike, and muskeiiunge
(including tiger muskellunge). The daily catch limit shall
be 5 singly or in combination for largemouth and
smallmouth bass, walleye, sauger, and northern pike; 1
for muskeiiunge {including tiger muskeiiunge].
The above regulations apply except that walleye and

sauger may be taken at any time from the Detroit and St. Clalr
rivers, Lake St. Ciair, and Lake Erie; and that muskniiur.se in
Lake Si. Clalr, St. Clalr and Detroit rivers m:iy be taken only
Irom the first Saturday In June through December 15 of each
year.
