Public hearings. 

Subdivision plan hearing. Oseby opened floor for subdivision plan hearing for plan submitted by 
Tri-Valley School District. S. Richardson stated a comprehensive review of the plan was 
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conducted and the preliminary plan complies with the Crooks Subdivision Ordinance, and it was 
approved at Crooks Planning and Zoning Commission’s meeting on June 29. Oseby opened floor 
for comments from public. Julia Althoff, resident, spoke on concerns over potential increase in 
traffic on Hanna Trail. Council, mayor, and those present discussed the concern. Motion by J. 
Richardson to approve preliminary subdivision plan, seconded by Maras. No discussion. All aye, 
motion carries.  

Rezoning hearing. Oseby opened hearing. S. Richardson explained rezoning petition with a 
request to rezone the property (Lot 1, Tri-Valley Addition to the City of Crooks, SD) from 
agriculture to single-family residential. S. Richardson explained request complied with City’s 
future use plan. Motion by Beyer to approve recommendation to rezone property, seconded by 
J. Richardson. No discussion. All aye, motion carries.  

Open comments. Jesse Fonkert, MCEDA Director, presented on MCEDA and MCEDA’s purpose. 
Fonkert stated he met with Oseby to explore ways to support economic growth in Crooks. 
Council, mayor and those present discussed ways to stimulate economic growth.  

Mike Harstad, Chairman Crooks HRC, gave update on Crooks HRC development and lot sales, 
Schoenfelder land concept plan is currently developed. Henning asked if Crooks HRC had 
designated park area in concept plan.  

Mike Harstad, Fire Chief Crooks Volunteer Fire Department, stated prepaid fireworks will need 
to be used and asked council and mayor to think appropriate moment for use. 

Sandy Dumke, resident, asked if her reimbursement request for the tree was approved. Oseby 
stated the claim had been approved.  

Stacy Blow, owner of The Wooden Nickel, spoke on potential cruise night event in August and 
which documents will be needed by City for event.  

Reports / Other business. 

Park report was given by Henning. Last parks board meeting was held on June 24 at which 
discussions were held about planting flowers in Sunset Park. The condition of the roof of the 
New Hope dugouts was discussed. Crooks Subdivision requirements for park donation were 
discussed. Henning suggested the Parks Board be a citizen-led board with a council liaison. The 
next Parks Board meeting is scheduled for July 21 at 7 pm at the Crooks Community Center.  

Street report was given by Maras. The County’s road leading to Crooks will be paved soon. 
Maras stated micro-surfacing of the highway through town needs to be considered for fiscal 
year 2021. Maras estimates the cost to be $60,000. Oseby stated street patching will start soon 
and work on storm drainage by Sunset will commence. Maras suggested advertising for 
summer help to assist City with completing projects.  

Planning and Zoning report was given by S. Richardson. The last planning and zoning meetings 
were discussed. At the June 29 meeting, the Crooks Planning and Zoning Commission reviewed 
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a concept plan for the old rodeo grounds submitted by the current owner; in addition, the 
Crooks Planning and Zoning Commission discussed ways for the developer to proceed with plan 
at the meeting. Council, mayor, and those present discussed non-compliance issues in town. 
The need for economic development and ways to finance the infrastructure fostering economic 
growth was discussed.  

Government buildings report was given by Beyer. An update on the progress of the website 
redoing was given. The City shop expansion project and financing of the project was discussed. 
Schantz spoke on opportunity to financing through USDA. Council, mayor, and those present 
discussed option to finance through USDA. Motion by J. Richardson to apply for USDA funding 
for the shop expansion, seconded by Beyer. S. Richardson stated he requested site plan of shop. 
Access to shop was discussed. No further discussion. All aye, motion carries.  

Finance report was given by J. Richardson. The 2019 audit is currently conducted. Budget 
discussions for 2021 will be held soon.  

Utility report was given by Beck. i. Clayton Energy switch to 5-year contract. Beck explained 
initial contract term and change to five-year term will result in better rate for City’s natural gas 
purchases. Council, mayor, and those present discussed the benefits of longer contract term. J. 
Richardson asked if both Garretson and Humboldt signed 5-year contractors. Henning asked if 
the new contract would extend it by five years or if it was a switch to 5-year contract. Motion 
by Henning to switch to 5-year contract period with Clayton Energy, seconded by J. Richardson. 
No discussion. All aye, motion carries. ii. Automated meter reading system. Beck stated she had 
met with vendors on the possibility of switching gas meters from manual reads to automated 
reading system with the estimated expense to be at $170,000. Council, mayor, and those 
present discussed the benefits of automated meter reading system. Beyer requested more 
information on system before proceeding with automated meter reading system.  

Code enforcement/animal control report was given by Beck. Condition of nuisance property in 
town was discussed with additional nuisances being noted. Beck explained the company 
contacted to conduct abatement requires an official letter. Council, mayor, and those present 
discussed the abatement process. Motion by Henning to proceed with abatement and remove 
vehicles identified as inoperable, seconded by Maras. Beyer asked about nuisance condition of 
old church in town. No further discussion. All aye, motion carries.  

Other items. Volunteer acknowledgment. Oseby recognized Tri-Valley FFA, Sara Vanderfliet, 
Ron and Judi Person, and Dalton Foster as volunteers.  

Ordinances, resolutions, policy, motions.  

a) Second reading of ordinance #263 was given by Oseby. Motion by Henning to approve 
ordinance, seconded by Maras. No discussion. Roll call vote was taken: Henning – aye, Maras – 
aye, J. Richardson – aye, Beyer – aye. All aye, motion carries. 
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b) Second reading of ordinance #264 was given by Oseby. Motion by J. Richardson to approve 
ordinances, seconded by Beyer. Maras offered an amendment to ordinance. Motion by J. 
Richardson to amend ordinance to include point under Section A, point 4) stating “Fireworks in 
accordance with City of Crooks ordinances 205 and 72 are exempted from missile regulation in 
point 2”, seconded by Maras. No further discussion. All aye, ordinance amendment. Council 
then proceeded to vote on approving ordinance. Roll call vote was taken: Henning – aye, Maras 
– aye, J. Richardson – aye, Beyer – aye. All aye, motion carries, ordinance approved.  

c) Second reading of ordinance #265 was given by Oseby. Motion by Henning to approve 
ordinance, seconded by Maras. No discussion. Henning – aye, Maras – aye, J. Richardson – aye, 
Beyer – aye. All aye, motion carries.  

d) First reading of ordinance #266 was given by Oseby.  

e) First reading of ordinance #267 was given by Oseby.  

f) Resolution 2020-07-01. Motion by Henning to approve resolution, seconded by J. Richardson. 
Maras stated 257th will need future upgrades, which need to be considered. No further 
discussion. All aye, motion carries.  

g) Motion to auto-supplement West Nile Grant funds. Motion by Maras to auto-supplement 
West Nile Grant funds of $1,368 to West Nile function level, seconded by Henning. No 
discussion. All aye, motion carries.  

Executive session. Motion by Henning to enter into executive session at 8:24 pm pursuant to 
SDCL 1-25-(2)[1] (Discussion qualifications, competence, performance, character or fitness of 
any public officer or employee or prospective officer or employee), seconded by Maras. Roll call 
vote was taken: Henning – aye, Maras – aye, J. Richardson – aye, Beyer – aye. All aye, motion 
carries. Oseby called the meeting back to order at 8:50 pm. Motion by J. Richardson to raise 
Jason Penning’s hourly pay by 3% to $18.54 with retroactive application of increase to his hiring 
anniversary and increase Penning’s hourly rate by $0.50/hr. to $19.04 upon successful 
completion of certificate, and raise Chad Rezac’s hourly wage by $0.50 to $21.36 per hr. with 
the stipulation that he maintain his certificate, seconded by Henning. No discussion. All aye, 
motion carries.

E. Wholesalers of alcoholic beverages -- five thousand dollars ($5,000.00) 
 
F. Transportation companies--twenty-five dollars ($25.00) 
 
G. Carrier--one hundred dollars ($100.00) 
 
H. Wholesalers of alcoholic beverages. The initial license fee and the renewal fee for

WHEREAS, the City of Crooks desires to establish a discretionary formula for reduced taxation 
for certain new structures and additions within the City of Crooks in the event that such structures are 
not granted discretionary formula treatment by Minnehaha County; 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL FOR THE CITY OF 
CROOKS, MINNEHAHA COUNTY, SOUTH DAKOTA AS FOLLOWS: 

Effective July 1, 2020 and pursuant to the authority granted to the City of Crooks under SDCL 
10-6-35.4, all new structures and additions which are specially classified for the purpose of taxation 
under SDCL 10-6-35.2(1), SDCL 10-6-35.2(4) and SDCL 10-6-35.2(5) and located within the City of 
Crooks shall be assessed as follows for real estate taxes: 

A. 0% of the assessed value for the first year following construction; 
B. 25% of the assessed value for the second year following construction; 
C. 50% of the assessed value for the third year following construction; 
D. 75% of the assessed value for the fourth and fifth years following construction; and 
E. 100% of the assessed value for the sixth year and all years thereafter. 

All previous resolutions adopted by the City of Crooks authorizing discretionary formula shall 
remain in effect for qualifying structures assessed prior to July 1, 2020.

begins on March 1, 2020, and ends on December 30, 2020; and 
 
WHEREAS, the City of Crooks acknowledges that the State of South Dakota, in its sole 
discretion, may retain full use of these funds for the purposes delineated in the CARES Act; and 
 
WHEREAS, the City of Crooks acknowledges that in order to provide financial assistance to 
counties and municipalities in South Dakota, the State of South Dakota, in its sole discretion, 
may allocate CARES Act funds Act on a statewide basis to reimburse counties and 
municipalities as delineated herein; and 
 
WHEREAS, the City of Crooks seeks funding to reimburse eligible expenditures incurred due to 
the public health emergency with respect to COVID-19; and 
 
WHEREAS, the City of Crooks acknowledges that any request for reimbursement of 
expenditures will only be for expenditures that were not accounted for in the budget for the City 
of Crooks most recently approved as of March 27, 2020; and 
 
WHEREAS, the City of Crooks acknowledges that it will only seek reimbursement for costs 
incurred during the period that begins on March 1, 2020, and ends on December 30, 2020;  
 
NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the City [Council/Commission] of the City of 
Crooks that the mayor of Crooks may execute any and all documents as required by the State in 
order to receive CARES Act funds. 
 
It is further 
 
RESOLVED that any request for reimbursement will be only for those costs authorized 
by the State that:  (1) Are necessary expenditures incurred due to the public health 
emergency with respect to COVID-19; (2) Were not accounted for in the City budget 
most recently approved as of March 27, 2020; and (3) Were incurred during the period 



that begins on March 1, 2020, and ends on December 30, 2020. 
 
It is further 
 
RESOLVED that the City will not request reimbursement from the State under the 
CARES Act for costs for which the City previously received reimbursement, or for which 
the City has a reimbursement request pending before another source.
