Q: Is there currently a law against a dog 

being on a chain? 

 

A: No, but there are certain things 

required.  Any chained animal must 

have fresh food, fresh water, shade and 

proper shelter.  Any chain/tether must 

be at least 8 feet in length. 

 

Q: Is there a leash law in Edgecombe 

County? 

 

A: No, but there is an ordinance that 

states that your dog may not be off your 

property and become a nuisance.  There 

IS a leash law in the Tarboro city limits.

Q: I found a dog or cat.  What should I do? 
 
A: All found animals must be reported to 

the appropriate agency: 

 Edgecombe County (252) 641-7911 

 Town of Tarboro (252) 641-4271 

 City of Rocky Mount (252) 972-1390 

 Any found animal must be kept by the 

finder for 72 hours after reporting the 

found animal to animal control 

 Post pictures on social media of found 

animal and area found 

 Take the animal to a veterinarian’s 

office to be scanned for a microchip 

 DO NOT take the animal outside of the 

county where it was found without 

contacting animal services 
 
Q: I have concerns about wildlife on my 

property or I found injured wildlife.  Who 

can help me? 
 
A: Contact NC Wildlife at 866.318.2401 
 
Q: What vaccines are required for domestic 

animals? 
 
A: Rabies vaccination is required by NC 

state law for dogs, cats and ferrets 4 months 

of age and older.  This vaccine can only be 

given by a veterinarian or by a state 

certified rabies vaccinator.  There are 

several rabies vaccine clinics in the county 

each year.  Failure to vaccinate may result 

in a fine of $100 per animal.
