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About this plan: 

As is noted in the introduction of this plan, “A comprehensive plan examines a 

community’s existing conditions and projects future needs and wants.  Goals of the 

community are identified and strategies to achieve those goals are detailed.  The 

comprehensive plan provides the framework for decision-making for land use, 

infrastructure and a variety of public investments.”  The more frequently and drastically a 

community changes, the more its comprehensive plan should change to reflect its altered 

existing conditions or wants and needs.  The age of a plan does not dictate a need for 

amendment so much as altered conditions or the applicability of the plan. 

To a large extent, the infrastructure in place at the time of adoption/revision and the land 

use and zoning in effect at that time are substantively the same.  To the extent that there 

are changes in the city’s boundaries, land use, and zoning, updated maps available on 

the City’s website are hereby incorporated by reference.  The goals identified in the plan 

remain goals for Kewanee as a community and the city as an organization until such time 

as they are amended or rescinded.  Such goals do not limit the ability of the City Council 

to adopt additional or more specific goals that support development, redevelopment, or 

operational improvements within the community or the organization.   

Additional plans such as area plans, master plans, capital improvement plans, or plans 

specific to an objective or initiative are likewise incorporated by reference. Additional 

amendments or alterations to the plan are further detailed as/or in appendices after the 

body of the originally developed and amended plan and may be viewed at City Hall during 

normal business hours or on the City’s website.
