PUD – Are intended to permit flexibility in the regulation of land development which encourages the creation of useful open spaces and provides variety in design and layout.

Completed our semi- annual firearms training which encompasses training with handguns, shotguns and long guns or rifles.  
Working on getting everyone recertified in emergency vehicle operations and legal updates.  
Recently purchased a new software program ( PowerDMS ) to assist us in moving forward with the accreditation process for the police department through the Michigan Association of Chief’s of Police. 

We have submitted a request for a traffic study to be performed through the transportation improvement association for Eldorado Place and Sunset Blvd.  We anticipate the study will begin in mid-July which we will monitor vehicles speeds and traffic counts.  Hopefully, the traffic study with give us some insight on how to tackle any increase in traffic on these residential streets.
