AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING REGULATIONS  THE SUBDIVISION AND 

PLATTING OF LAND WITHIN McLEOD COUNTY AND WITHOUT BOUNDARIES OF 

 DEFINING CERTAIN TERMS USED HEREIN, PROVIDING 

FOR THE PREPARATION OF PLATS, PROVIDING FOR THE INSTALLATION OF 

STREETS, ROADS AND OTHER  ESTABLISHING PROCEDURES 

FOR THE APPROVAL AND THE RECORDING  PLATS, AND PROVIDING 

PENALTIES FOR VIOLATION OF THIS ORDINANCE, 

S E C T I O N 1 T I T L E AND PURPOSE 

SUBDIVISION 1. TITLE 

This Ordinance s h a l l be known, c i t e d and r e f e r r e d to as the 
McLeod County Subdivision Ordinance, except as r e f e r r e d t o 
herein, where i t s h a l l be known as " t h i s Ordinance". 

SUBDIVISION 2 . PURPOSE 

This Ordinance i s enacted f o r the purpose of safeguarding the best 
i n t e r e s t s of the p u b l i c , the homeowner, the subdivider, and the 
inv e s t o r ; encouraging w e l l planned subdivisions by the e s t a b l i s h ­
ment of adequate standards f o r design and co n s t r u c t i o n and i n 
order t h a t new subdivisions w i l l be i n t e g r a t e d i n the general 
plans of the community, thereby c o n t r i b u t i n g toward an a t t r a c t i v e , 
o r d e r l y , stable and wholesome community environment w i t h adequate 
municipal services and safe s t r e e t s . 

S E C T I O N 2 R U L E S AND D E F I N I T I O N S 
SUBDIVISION 1 . RULES 

1 . A l l subdivisions as defined under the j u r i s d i c t i o n of t h i s 
Ordinance are subject t o the provisions of t h i s Ordinance 
and to the Minnesota Statutes which regulate s u b d i v i s i o n . 

2. No land use permit s h a l l be issued f o r co n s t r u c t i o n u n t i l 
a l l requirements of t h i s Ordinance have been f u l l y complied 
 

3. Unless approved as provided h e r e i n , no subdiv i s i o n s h a l l be 
e n t i t l e d t o be recorded, or have any v a l i d i t y .

4. No p u b l i c improvements are t o be i n s t a l l e d unless the 
p r e l i m i n a r y p l a t i s approved and service s h a l l not be 
provided u n t i l approval of the f i n a l p l a t i s granted and 
the same has been duly recorded. 

SUBDIVISION 2. DEFINITIONS 

For the purpose of these r e g u l a t i o n s the f o l l o w i n g terms, 
phrases, words, and t h e i r d e f i n i t i o n s s h a l l have the meaning 
given i n t h i s Section. When i n c o n s i s t e n t w i t h the context, 
words used i n the present tense s h a l l include the f u t u r e tense; 
words used i n the s i n g u l a r number s h a l l include the p l u r a l , 
and words i n the p l u r a l s h a l l include the s i n g u l a r . The 
masculine gender includes the feminine and neuter genders. 

1.  The duly appointed person charged w i t h 
enforcement of t h i s Ordinance. 

2.  A p u b l i c right-of-way which a f f o r d s a secondary 
means of access t o a b u t t i n g property. 

3. Attorney. A person licensed by the State t o p r a c t i c e law 
who has been engaged by the County Board. 

4.  An area of land w i t h i n a s u b d i v i s i o n t h a t i s  
e n t i r e l y bounded by s t r e e t s or a combination of s t r e e t s , 
e x t e r i o r boundary l i n e s of a s u b d i v i s i o n and/or bodies 
of water. 

5.  That p o r t i o n of a s t r e e t right-of-way between 
the curb and  l i n e . 

6. B u i l d i n g Setback. The minimum h o r i z o n t a l distance from 
the s t r e e t right-of-way as prescribed i n the zoning 
 

7. Comprehensive Plan. A comprehensive development plan 
prepared by the Planning Commission and adopted by the 
County Board which i n d i c a t e s the general locations 
recommended f o r various f u n c t i o n a l classes of land uses, 
places and s t r u c t u r e s , and f o r general p h y s i c a l develop ­
ment of the county and includes any u n i t or p a r t of such 
plan separately prepared and any amendment to such plan 
or parts t h e r e i n . 

8. Easement. A u t h o r i z a t i o n by a property owner f o r the 
use by another, and f o r a s p e c i f i e d purpose, of any 
designated p a r t of h i s property. 
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9. Engineer. The p r o f e s s i o n a l engineer engaged by the County 

Board. 

10. F i n a l P l a t . A drawing, i n f i n a l form, showing a proposed 
subdiv i s i o n c o n t a i n i n g a l l i n f o r m a t i o n and d e t a i l required 
by State Statutes and by t h i s Ordinance t o be presented t o 
the Planning Commission f o r approval, and which, i f 
approved, may be duly f i l e d w i t h the County Recorder. 

11. Licensed Engineer. A person licensed as a r e g i s t e r e d engi ­
neer by the State of Minnesota. 

12. Lot. A p a r c e l , piece, or p o r t i o n of land designated by 
metes and bounds, r e g i s t e r e d land survey, auditor's p l a t , 
or other means and separated from other parcels or porti o n s 
by said d e s c r i p t i o n f o r the purpose of sale, lease, or 
separation thereof. 

A. Lot, Butt. A l o t located a t the end of a block, 
excluding the two corner l o t s . 

B. Lot, Corner. A l o t located a t the i n t e r s e c t i o n of 
two (2) s t r e e t s , having two (2) adjacent sides a b u t t i n g 
s t r e e t s ; the i n t e r i o r angle of the i n t e r s e c t i o n does 

 not exceed one hundred t h i r t y f i v e (135) degrees. 

C.   Any l o t other than a corner l o t which 
abuts more than one s t r e e t . 

13. Lot Depth. The mean h o r i z o n t a l distance between the f r o n t 
l o t l i n e and the rear l o t l i n e . 

14. Lot Line. The property l i n e bounding a l o t except t h a t 
where any p o r t i o n of a l o t extends i n t o the right-of-way 
or a proposed p u b l i c right-of-way, the l i n e of such a 
right-of-way s h a l l be the l o t l i n e . 

15. Lot Width. The h o r i z o n t a l distance between the side l o t 
l i n e s of the l o t measured p a r a l l e l t o the f r o n t l i n e of 
the l o t a t the setback l i n e . 

16.  Means permissive. 

17. O f f i c i a l Map. The map established by the County Board 
i n accordance w i t h State Statutes, showing s t r e e t s , high ­
ways, and parks and drainage, both e x i s t i n g and proposed. 

) 
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18. Owner. Any i n d i v i d u a l , f i r m , a s s o c i a t i o n , syndicate, 
partnership, c o r p o r a t i o n , t r u s t , or any other l e g a l e n t i t y 
having s u f f i c i e n t p r o p r i e t o r y i n t e r e s t i n the land sought 
t o be subdivided t o commence and maintain proceedings t o 
subdivide the same under these r e g u l a t i o n s . 

19. Pedestrian Way. The right-of-way across or w i t h i n a block, 
f o r use by pedestrian t r a f f i c whether designated as a 
pedestrian way, crosswalk, or however, otherwise designated. 

20. Person. An i n d i v i d u a l , t o include both male and  
and s h a l l also extend and be applied t o bodies p o l i t i c a l 
and corporate and t o partnership and other unincorporated 
 

21. Planned Unit  A development which consists 
of two or more p r i n c i p a l s t r u c t u r e s or uses on a si n g l e 
parcel of land. 

22. Planning Commission or Commission. The duly appointed 
Commission of the County Board as c o n s t i t u t e d and described 
by Minnesota Statutes. 

23. Preliminary P l a t . A drawing c l e a r l y marked "pre l i m i n a r y 
p l a t " showing the s a l i e n t features of a proposed subdi v i s i o n 
as s p e c i f i e d i n Section 6.4 of t h i s Ordinance. 

24. P r o t e c t i v e Covenant. A co n t r a c t entered i n t o between 
p r i v a t e p a r t i e s and c o n s t i t u t i n g a r e s t r i c t i o n on the use 
of a l l p r i v a t e property w i t h i n a subdi v i s i o n f o r the 
b e n e f i t of the property owners, and t o provide p r o t e c t i o n 
against undesirable aspects of development which would 
impair values. 

25. Public Land. Land owned and/or operated by a governmental 
 school d i s t r i c t s . 

26. P u b l i c a t i o n . An o f f i c i a l n o t i c e as prescribed by Minnesota 
State Statutes. 

27.  Means mandatory. 

28. Sketch Plan. The sketch from a proposed su b d i v i s i o n 
showing the i n f o r m a t i o n s p e c i f i e d i n Section 6.2 of t h i s 
 

29. Street or Road. A p u b l i c right-of-way which a f f o r d s 
the primary means of access t o a b u t t i n g property. 
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A. Collector S t r e e t . A s t r e e t which serves or i s designed 
to serve as a t r a f f i c way f o r a neighborhood or as a 
feeder to a major s t r e e t . 

B. Dead End S t r e e t . A s t r e e t or a p o r t i o n of a s t r e e t 
w i t h only one v e h i c u l a r t r a f f i c o u t l e t . 

C.  A s t r e e t or p o r t i o n of a s t r e e t w i t h only 
one vehicular t r a f f i c o u t l e t and a turn-around at the 
other end. 

D. Major Street or  A s t r e e t which serves 
or i s designed t o serve heavy flows of t r a f f i c and 
which i s used p r i m a r i l y as a route f o r t r a f f i c between 
communities and/or other t r a f f i c generating areas. 

E. Minor Street. A s t r e e t intended to serve p r i m a r i l y as 
an access t o a b u t t i n g p r o p e r t i e s . 

F. Service S t r e e t . A marginal access s t r e e t which i s 
generally p a r a l l e l and adjacent t o a major s t r e e t and 
provides secondary access t o a b u t t i n g property. 

G. Half Street. A s t r e e t  t o provide access t o 
only one side of the right-of-way. 

H. Private S t r e e t . A s t r e e t which i s not designated f o r 
public use. 

30. Street Pavement. The wearing or exposed surface of the 
roadway used by v e h i c u l a r t r a f f i c . 

31. Street Width. The width of the right-of-way measured at 
r i g h t angles to the center of the s t r e e t . 

32. Subdivider. Any person, f i r m , c o r p o r a t i o n , p a r t n e r s h i p , 
or association, who s h a l l l a y out any subdiv i s i o n or p a r t 
thereof as defined h e r e i n , e i t h e r f o r himself or other. 

33. Subdivision. The d i v i s i o n of any parcel of land i n t o two 
 or more l o t s , blocks and/or s i t e s , w i t h or without 

s t r e e t s i n which the smallest l o t , block or s i t e has an 
area of ten (10) acres or less; except t h a t any subdiv i s i o n 
of land i n v o l v i n g the opening, widening or extension of 
any s t r e e t s h a l l r e q u i r e s u b d i v i s i o n p l a t t i n g . This 
d e f i n i t i o n s h a l l include  

34.  A person duly r e g i s t e r e d as a land surveyor by 
the State of Minnesota.

Zoning D i s t r i c t . An area as prescribed by the adopted 
zoning  



S E C T I O N 3 S U B D I V I S I O N PROCEDURE 

Whenever any s u b d i v i s i o n o f land i s proposed t o be made, and be­
f o r e any contract f o r the sale o f , or any o f f e r t o s e l l any l o t s 
i n such subdivisions or any p a r t thereof i s made, and before any 
permit f o r the c r e a t i o n o f a s t r u c t u r e i n such proposed s u b d i v i ­
s ion s h a l l be granted, the subdivider or h i s duly authorized 
agent s h a l l apply i n w r i t i n g f o r approval of such proposed subdi ­
v i s i o n i n  w i t h the f o l l o w i n g procedures f o r minor and 
major  

SUBDIVISION 1. PROCEDURE FOR MINOR SUBDIVISIONS 

1. The f o l l o w i n g d i v i s i o n s of land may be submitted t o the 
Administrator  t h i s Ordinance f o r approval without a p l a t :

 Any d i v i s i o n fof a parcel of land i n v o l v i n g the sale or 
exchange of parcels between a d j o i n i n g owners, where such 
sale or exchange does not create  b u i l d i n g 
s i t e s as defined by zoning or reduce the o r i g i n a l t r a c t 
below the requirements of zoning may be submitted without 
a p l a t .   

B. Any d i v i s i o n of land i n v o l v i n g the establishment of not 
more than one  non-farm d w e l l i n g may be 
submitted without a p l a t provided  p a r c e l does 
not contain a non-farm d w e l l i n g .

C. Any d i v i s i o n of a parcel of land i n v o l v i n g the e s t a b l i s h ­
ment of a g r i c u l t u r a l uses provided the number of -farm 
dwellings s h a l l be l i m i t e d t o two (2)' per farm.  

2. I f the Administrator i s s a t i s f i e d t h a t such proposed d i v i s i o n s 
as described i n Subdivision 1. A, B &  of t h i s Section are not 
contrary t o applic a b l e p l a t t i n g , s u b d i v i d i n g , zoning, s a n i t a r y 
or o f f i c i a l map r e g u l a t i o n s , the  s h a l l have the 
a u t h o r i t y t o approve said d i v i s i o n s , subject to the f o l l o w i n g 
 

A. Description documents  be f i l e d  Administrator. 
(1) A l e g a l d e s c r i p t i o n , survey, and drawing thereof 

and computation of acreage, prepared by a r e g i s t e r e d 
land surveyor s h a l l be f i l e d w i t h the Administrator. 

(2) The requirements of Paragraph  (1) may be waived 
i f i n the opini o n of the County Recorder an adequate 
t r a c t a b l e d e s c r i p t i o n s u f f i c i e n t t o maintain the 
i n t e g r i t y of the recording system i s provided. This 
d e s c r i p t i o n s h a l l be f i l e d w i t h the  
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B. The Administrator s h a l l review the submitted i n f o r m a t i o n 
f o r conformity t o a l l e x i s t i n g , v a l i d p l a t t i n g , subdi ­
v i d i n g , zoning, s a n i t a r y and o f f i c i a l map r e g u l a t i o n s . 

C. The Administrator s h a l l , w i t h i n ten working days a f t e r 
submission of the r e q u i r e d i n f o r m a t i o n , approve or 
disapprove such proposed d i v i s i o n . 

D. In the case of disapprovals, the Administrator s h a l l 
contact the a p p l i c a n t and sta t e the reasons f o r such 
disapproval. The reasons f o r disapproval s h a l l be 
stated i n w r i t i n g . 

E. I n the case of approvals, the Administrator s h a l l 
i n d i c a t e t h a t such proposed d i v i s i o n : 
(1) Meets a l l a p p l i c a b l e code prdvisions and 

co n s t i t u t e s a v a l i d  
(2) Meets a l l a p p l i c a b l e code prdvisions and 

does not c o n s t i t u t e a v a l i d b u i l d i n g s i t e . 

SUBDIVISION 2. PROCEDURE FOR MAJOR SUBDIVISIONS 

1, The f o l l o w i n g d i v i s i o n s o f land s h a l l require approval of 
p l a t p r i o r t o recording. 

A. Any d i v i s i o n of a parce l of land i n v o l v i n g the estab ­
lishment of more than one non-farm residence. 

 Any d i v i s i o n of a par c e l of land i n v o l v i n g the 
a l l o c a t i o n of land f o r the opening, widening or 
extension of any s t r e e t . 

2. Sketch Plan. 

A. P r i o r t o sub d i v i d i n g land and at l e a s t two weeks p r i o r 
to the r e g u l a r l y scheduled planning commission meeting, 
the subdivider s h a l l request the Administrator t o place 
the s u b d i v i s i o n sketch plan on the planning commission's 
 

B. The subdivider s h a l l submit s i x (6) copies of the sketch 
plan complying w i t h the requirements of Section 6.2 of 
t h i s Ordinance. 
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C. One copy of the sketch plan s h a l l be submitted t o the 

town board of the township w i t h i n which the p l a t i s 
proposed. 
(1) The township board s h a l l review the sketch plan 

and t r a n s m i t w r i t t e n comments of t h a t review to 
the planning commission. 

D. The sketch plan w i l l be considered as the basis f o r 
discussion between the subdivider and the planning 
commission. Submission of such a sketch plan s h a l l 
not c o n s t i t u t e formal f i l i n g of a preliminary p l a t . 

E. The subdivider s h a l l attend the planning commission 
meeting at which the proposal i s scheduled f o r 
consideration t o discuss the requirements which 
p e r t a i n to the proposed s u b d i v i s i o n . 

F. The planning commission w i l l review, discuss, and 
advise the subdivider o f the extent to which the 
proposed s u b d i v i s i o n conforms to t h i s and other 
ordinances, as w e l l as i t s conformity t o the 
county land use p o l i c i e s . 

G. The planning commission s h a l l make s p e c i f i c recommen­
dations and comments about the sketch plan to be 
incorporated by the a p p l i c a n t i n the p r e l i m i n a r y p l a t . 

H. No fee s h a l l be r e q u i r e d of the subdivider f o r the 
submission   plan.  OJ 

Preliminary P l a t Procedure.   

A. Within s i x (6) months of the planning commission's 
consideration of the sketch plan, the subdivider s h a l l 
request the A d m i n i s t r a t o r t o place the p r e l i m i n a r y p l a t 
on the planning commission's agenda. 
( 1 ) F a i l u r e t o request preliminary p l a t approval 

w i t h i n the s i x (6) month time l i m i t s h a l l 
r equire t h a t the sketch plan be resubmitted 
f o r planning commission review. 

(2) The subdivider s h a l l request p r e l i m i n a r y p l a t 
review at l e a s t two (2) weeks p r i o r to the 
r e g u l a r l y scheduled planning commission meeting. 

(3) The subdivider s h a l l submit ten (10) copies of 
the p r e l i m i n a r y p l a t complying w i t h the r e q u i r e ­
ments of Section 6.4 of t h i s Ordinance. 

(4) The subdivider s h a l l pay the required fees upon 
submission of the p r e l i m i n a r y p l a t . 
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c. 

Public hearing r e q u i r e d . 
(1) A p u b l i c hearing s h a l l be set t o be held w i t h i n 

f o r t y - f i v e (45) days a f t e r the p r e l i m i n a r y p l a t 
has been submitted t o the A d m i n i s t r a t o r . 

(2) Notice of t h i s p u b l i c hearing s h a l l be transmitted 
t o a l l p a r t i e s r e q u i r e d by law as set f o r t h i n 

 M.S.A. 394.26. 
(3) The planning commission meeting may serve as the 

p u b l i c hearing provided t h a t the requirements of 
M.S.A. 394.26 are met. 

The Administrator s h a l l r e f e r one (1) copy t o the 
engineer, one (1) copy t o the town board, and one (1) 
copy each to the telephone and u t i l i t y companies. 
Each may then submit a r e p o r t t o the Administrator 
w i t h i n  (30) days. F a i l u r e t o submit such a 
repo r t s h a l l c o n s t i t u t e approval of the p r e l i m i n a r y 
p l a t . The reports permitted i n t h i s s e c t i o n s h a l l be 

 the planning commission f o r t h e i r 
consideration. 

Public hearing and review. 
(1) The subdivider s h a l l attend the planning commission 

meeting at which h i s proposal i s scheduled f o r 
consideration. 

(2) The planning commission s h a l l study the p r a c t i c a -  
b i l i t y of the p r e l i m i n a r y p l a t t a k i n g i n t o consider-  
a t i o n the requirements of the county and the best 
use of the land t o be subdivided. P a r t i c u l a r 
a t t e n t i o n s h a l l be given t o the arrangement, l o c a t i o n , 
and width of s t r e e t s , t h e i r r e l a t i o n t o the 
topography of the land, water supply, sewage disposal , 
drainage, l o t sizes and arrangement, the f u t u r e 
development of a d j o i n i n g lands as ye t unsubdivided 
and the requirements of the comprehensive plan, the 
o f f i c i a l map and the zoning ordinance. 

(3) At the p u b l i c hearing a l l persons i n t e r e s t e d i n the 
proposed p l a t s h a l l be heard and the planning 
commission s h a l l w i t h i n f i f t e e n (15) days of the 
hearing modify, approve, or disapprove the p r e l i m i ­
nary p l a t and submit t o the county board, the 
a p p l i c a n t , and the Administrator the f i n d i n g s and 
 

(4) The county board s h a l l act upon the p r e l i m i n a r y p l a t 
and send w r i t t e n n o t i f i c a t i o n of t h e i r a c t i o n t o the 
planning commission, Administrator, and the applicant. 
F a i l u r e of the county board t o act w i t h i n s i x t y (60) 
days of the p u b l i c hearing s h a l l be deemed approval 
of the p r e l i m i n a r y p l a t . 
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(5) Should the subdivider decide t o amend the 

p r e l i m i n a r y p l a t as approved, he s h a l l submit 
the amended p l a t f o l l o w i n g the o r i g i n a l pro ­
cedures set f o r t h , except f o r the p u b l i c hearing 
and fees unless the planning commission considers 
the scope of the r e v i s i o n s t o c o n s t i t u t e a new 
p l a t , then the hearing and fees s h a l l be re q u i r e d . 

 F i n a l P l a t Procedure. 

A. Within s i x (6) months of the county board's consideration  
and approval of the p r e l i m i n a r y p l a t , the subdivider s h a l l  
request  Administrator t o place the f i n a l p l a t on the  
planning commission agenda. 
(1) F a i l u r e t o request f i n a l p l a t approval w i t h i n the 

s i x (6) month time l i m i t s h a l l v o i d the p r e l i m i n a r y 
p l a t unless an extension i s requested i n w r i t i n g 
and granted by the county board. 

(2) The subdivider s h a l l request f i n a l p l a t review at 
l e a s t two (2) weeks p r i o r to the r e g u l a r l y scheduled 
planning commission meeting. 

(3) The subdivider s h a l l submit ten (10) copies of the 
f i n a l p l a t complying w i t h the requirements of 
Section 6.5 of t h i s  

) (4) The f i n a l p l a t s h a l l be prepared by a land surveyor 
duly r e g i s t e r e d by the State of Minnesota. 

B. Optional Public Hearing. 
The planning commission or the county board may re q u i r e 
a p u b l i c hearing as p a r t of the f i n a l p l a t review 
procedure. I n the event a p u b l i c hearing i s r e q u i r e d , 
the procedures are the same as those stated i n Subdivision 
2, Paragraph 3B of t h i s Section. 

C. Reports Required. 
(1) The Ad m i n i s t r a t o r s h a l l r e f e r one (1) copy t o the 

engineer, one (1) copy to the town board, and one 
(1) copy each t o the telephone and u t i l i t y companies. 
Each may then submit a r e p o r t t o the Administrator 
w i t h i n t h i r t y (30) days. F a i l u r e t o submit such a 
r e p o r t s h a l l c o n s t i t u t e approval of the f i n a l 
p l a t . The r e p o r t s permitted i n t h i s Section s h a l l 
be forwarded t o the planning commission f o r t h e i r 
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(2) When req u i r e d , the c o n s t r u c t i o n plan and cost 
estimate s h a l l be submitted and forwarded to 
the county engineer f o r approval and a copy 
of the engineer's report s h a l l be submitted 
to the county attorney f o r the preparation of 
the c o n t r a c t r e q u i r e d i n Section  Subdivision 
3, Paragraph 4 of t h i s Ordinance. 

(3) The repor t s required i n t h i s Section s h a l l be 
forwarded t o the planning commission and board 
f o r t h e i r c o n s i d e r a t i o n . 

D. Review and Act i o n . 
(1) The subdivider s h a l l attend the planning commission 

meeting at which the proposed s u b d i v i s i o n i s 
scheduled f o r review. 

(2) The f i n a l p l a t s h a l l be reviewed f o r conformity to 
the approved p r e l i m i n a r y p l a t . 

(3) The planning  s h a l l , v / i t h i n f i f t e e n (15) 
days of the meeting, modify, approve or disapprove 
the f i n a l p l a t and submit t o the county board i t s 
f i n d i n g s and recommendations. 

(4) The county board s h a l l act upon the f i n a l p l a t and 
send w r i t t e n n o t i f i c a t i o n of t h e i r a c t i o n to the 
 

E. P r i o r to the f i n a l approval of the f i n a l p l a t , the 
f i n a n c i a l arrangements required by t h i s Ordinance s h a l l 
be met. 

F. Upon completion of the requirements above and n o t a t i o n 
to the e f f e c t upon the f i n a l p l a t , i t s h a l l be deemed 
to have f i n a l approval and s h a l l be properly signed by 
the chairman of the planning commission and the 
appropriate o f f i c i a l o f the county board and may be 
f i l e d by the a p p l i c a n t i n the County Recorder's O f f i c e .

SUBDIVISION 3. REQUIRED IMPROVEMENTS 

P r i o r t o the approval of the f i n a l p l a t , the subdivider s h a l l 
agree i n the manner set f o r t h i n t h i s s e ction t o i n s t a l l or 
pay f o r the i n s t a l l a t i o n o f improvements i n conformity w i t h 
c o n s t r u c t i o n plans approved by the county and i n conformity 
w i t h the requirements of t h i s Ordinance. 

1. Payment f o r Improvements: The required improvements which 
are l i s t e d and described i n t h i s Ordinance are t o be 
furnished and i n s t a l l e d a t the sole expense of the subdivider 
and at no expense t o the county, unless otherwise stated. 
I n the case of an improvement, the cost of which would, by 
general p o l i c y , be assessed only i n p a r t t o the improved 
property and the remaining costs paid out of the general tax 
i e v y , p r o v i s i o n f o r payment of a p o r t i o n o f the cost by the 
subdivider and the remaining p o r t i o n of the cost by the 

 county, and provided f u r t h e r t h a t i f any improvement i n s t a l l e d 
w i t h i n the s u b d i v i s i o n would be of s u b s t a n t i a l b e n e f i t to 
lands beyond i t s boundaries, the county board may make p r o v i ­
s ion f o r causing a p o r t i o n of the cost of the improvements 
representing the b e n e f i t t o such lands t o be assessed against 
the same and i n such case the subdivider w i l l be required 
only to pay f o r such p o r t i o n of the whole cost of said improve­
ment as w i l l represent the b e n e f i t t o the property w i t h i n a 
subdiv i s i o n . 

2. Construction Plans: Construction plans f o r the required 
improvements conforming w i t h adopted standards of t h i s 
Ordinance  be prepared at the  expense 
by a pro f e s s i o n a l engineer w i t h h i s seal a f f i x e d . Such 
plans together w i t h the q u a n t i t i e s of co n s t r u c t i o n materials 
and cost estimates s h a l l be submitted t o the county f o r i t s 
approval. Upon approval, the plan s h a l l be the basis of the 
cost p o r t i o n of the c o n t r a c t  Section 3.4 of 
t h i s Ordinance. Two p r i n t s of the plan s h a l l be submitted 
and placed on f i l e w i t h the engineer.

U t i l i t y Plans: Plans f o r the i n s t a l l a t i o n of gas and 
e l e c t r i c f a c i l i t i e s s h a l l be submitted to the county 
and, upon t h e i r submission and approval by the appro ­
p r i a t e agencies and p u b l i c u t i l i t y companies which w i l l 
serve the s u b d i v i s i o n , said u t i l i t i e s may be i n s t a l l e d . 
The appropriate agencies and p u b l i c u t i l i t y companies 
s h a l l have approved of the plans p r i o r t o the approval 
of the f i n a l p l a t . 

Agreement f o r  of Improvements: P r i o r to 
the i n s t a l l a t i o n of any required improvements and p r i o r 
to approval of the f i n a l p l a t , the county may enter 
i n t o a con t r a c t i n w r i t i n g w i t h the subdivider which may 
require the subdivider t o f u r n i s h and construct the 
improvements a t h i s sole expense i n accordance w i t h plans, 

 and normal contract conditions approved 
by the county board. The con t r a c t may include p r o v i s i o n s 
f o r supervision of c o n s t r u c t i o n d e t a i l s by the county and 
grant to the county a u t h o r i t y t o coordinate the work t o 
be done under said c o n t r a c t by the subdivider and/or any 
subcontractor authorized t o proceed thereunder and w i t h 
any other work being done or contracted by the county i n 
the  The agreement may re q u i r e the subdivider 
to make an escrow deposit or t o f u r n i s h a performance bond 
as s p e c i f i e d i n Section 3.5 of t h i s Ordinance. 

Fina n c i a l Guarantee. 

A.  Deposit: An amount equal t o one hundred twenty 
f i v e percent (125%) of the cost estimate and the costs 
of i n s p e c t i o n of the improvements to be furnished and/or 
i n s t a l l e d by the subdivider per h i s contract s h a l l be 
deposited  the treasurer by the subdivider. The 
county s h a l l be e n t i t l e d t o  from said 
deposit f o r costs and expenses incurred by the county 
f o r the i n s p e c t i o n of the c o n s t r u c t i o n and f o r the 
completion of work not approved by the engineer and f o r 
any damages sustained by the breach of the c o n t r a c t . 
Upon completion of the work and termination of any 
l i a b i l i t y , the remaining balance of the escrow deposit 
s h a l l be refunded t o the subdivider, 

B. Performance Bond: The subdivider may, i n l i e u of an 
escrow deposit, f u r n i s h a p u b l i c contractor's p e r f o r ­
mance bond as prescribed by Minnesota Statutes w i t h 
corporate surety and penal sum equal to one hundred 



t w e n t y - f i v e (125) percent o f the cost estimate f o r the 
required improvements t o be furnished and/or i n s t a l l e d 
by the subdivider. The performance bond s h a l l be 
approved by the county att o r n e y p r i o r t o i t s acceptance. 
A c e r t i f i e d check s h a l l be submitted by the subdivider 
f o r the estimated i n s p e c t i o n costs of the required 
improvements t o be furnished and/or i n s t a l l e d by the 
subdivider. Said check i s t o be submitted a t the time 
of the submission of the performance bond. 

6. Optional Construction Permitted: I n l i e u of doing the 
cons t r u c t i o n work on required improvements, the subdivider 
may p e t i t i o n the county t o do the const r u c t i o n work. Such 
p e t i t i o n s h a l l include a request t h a t the benefited property 
be assessed f o r the costs of the improvements. The p e t i t i o n 
s h a l l be presented t o the county board p r i o r to September 1, 
f o r c o n s t r u c t i o n during the f o l l o w i n g year. This o p t i o n may 
be applied t o s t r e e t s , a l l e y s , curbs, g u t t e r s , water and 
sanitary sewer f a c i l i t i e s . I n no event s h a l l the c o n s t r u c t i o n 
costs be borne by the general taxpayers, the assessments 
s h a l l be against the benefited p r o p e r t i e s . The p r o v i s i o n of 
Section  may be waived as deemed appropriate by the county 
board on those improvements which the county agrees t o 
 

7. Completed Improvements: Improvements w i t h i n a s u b d i v i s i o n 
) which have been completed p r i o r t o the a p p l i c a t i o n f o r 

approval of the f i n a l p l a t or execution of the co n t r a c t f o r 
i n s t a l l a t i o n of the required improvements may be accepted 
as equivalent improvements i n compliance w i t h the r e q u i r e ­
ments of t h i s Ordinance only i f the engineer c e r t i f i e s t h a t 
the e x i s t i n g improvements conform t o the applicable standards. 

8. Inspection of  At l e a s t ten (10) days p r i o r t o 
commencing c o n s t r u c t i o n of required improvements the subdivider 
s h a l l pay the req u i r e d i n s p e c t i o n fee as s p e c i f i e d i n Section 
3.5 and s h a l l n o t i f y the Administrator and engineer i n 
w r i t i n g of the time when he proposes t o commence co n s t r u c t i o n 
of such improvements so t h a t they may cause in s p e c t i o n t o be 
made to assure t h a t a l l  and requirements s h a l l 
be met during the c o n s t r u c t i o n of required improvements, and 
to assure the s a t i s f a c t o r y completion of improvements and 
u t i l i t i e s r e quired. 

9. M o d i f i c a t i o n of the Design of  I f at any time 
before or during the c o n s t r u c t i o n of the required improvement 
i t i s demonstrated t o the s a t i s f a c t i o n of the county t h a t 
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unforeseen c o n d i t i o n s  i t necessary or pr e f e r a b l e t o 
modify the l o c a t i o n or design of such required improvement, 
the county may, upon approval by a pr e v i o u s l y delegated 
member of the planning commission authorize  
provided these  are w i t h i n the s p i r i t and i n t e n t 
of the o r i g i n a l approval and do not extend t o any waiver 
or s u b s t a n t i a l a l t e r a t i o n of the f u n c t i o n of any improve ­
ments required. The engineer s h a l l issue any a u t h o r i z a t i o n 
under t h i s Section i n w r i t i n g and s h a l l t r a n s m i t a copy of 
such a u t h o r i z a t i o n t o the planning commission and county 
board. 
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S E C T I O N  GENERAL  

The f o l l o w i n g general requirements s h a l l be met by the subdivider 
unless the county board of adjustments grants a variance i n 
accord w i t h the provisions o f t h i s Ordinance. 

 CONFORMANCE TO OFFICIAL MAP AND COMPREHENSIVE PLAN 

A l l s u b d i v i s i o n s h a l l conform t o the adopted O f f i c i a l Map 
and be i n harmony w i t h the Comprehensive Plan. 

2. DELAYED APPROVAL OF SUBDIVISIONS 

Where a proposed park, playground, school s i t e , or other 
p u b l i c s i t e as shown i n the comprehensive plan and/or 
o f f i c i a l map i s embraced i n p a r t or i n whole by the 
boundaries of a proposed s u b d i v i s i o n , such p u b l i c land 
s h a l l be reserved and no a c t i o n s h a l l be taken toward 
approval of a p r e l i m i n a r y p l a t f o r a period not t o exceed 
s i x (6) months t o allow the op p o r t u n i t y t o consider and 
take a c t i o n toward a c q u i s i t i o n of such land by the appro­
p r i a t e j u r i s d i c t i o n . 

 CONFORMITY TO ZONING ORDINANCE 

A l l s u b d i v i s i o n s h a l l conform t o the zoning ordinance and 
i t s map. 

 CHARACTER OF THE LAND 

No land s h a l l be subdivided which i s held unsuitable by the 
county f o r the proposed use because of f l o o d i n g , inadequate 
drainage, s o i l and rock formations w i t h severe l i m i t a t i o n s 
f o r development, severe erosion p o t e n t i a l , unfavorable 
topography, inadequate water supply or sewage disposal 
c a p a b i l i t i e s or any other feature l i k e l y to be harmful to 
the h e a l t h , s a f e t y , or welfare of the f u t u r e residents of 
the proposed s u b d i v i s i o n or of the community. 

 CONVEYANCES OF METES AND BOUNDS 

The conveyance of parcels of ten (10) acres or less by metes 
and bounds s h a l l be p r o h i b i t e d unless the parcel was a 
separate parcel of record on the date of  of t h i s 
Ordinance or was the subject of a w r i t t e n agreement to convey 
entered i n t o p r i o r t o the adoption of t h i s Ordinance, except 
as otherwise regulated i n Section 3.1 of t h i s Ordinance. 

 REGISTERED LAND SURVEYS 

A l l r e g i s t e r e d land surveys s h a l l be f i l e d and are subject 
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t o the same procedures as required by t h i s Ordinance f o r 
p r e l i m i n a r y p l a t s . U n t i l approval i s granted by the county 
board, b u i l d i n g permits s h a l l be w i t h h e l d , dedications s h a l l 
not be accepted, and no p u b l i c money s h a l l be spent towards 
i n s t a l l i n g u t i l i t i e s and improvements. 

7. ESTABLISHED MONUMENTS 

For both minor and major sub d i v i s i o n s , a l l i n t e r n a t i o n a l , 
f e d e r a l , s t a t e , county and other o f f i c i a l monuments, bench 
marks, t r i a n g u l a t i o n p o i n t s , and s t a t i o n s s h a l l be 
served i n t h e i r precise l o c a t i o n ; and i t s h a l l be the 
r e s p o n s i b i l i t y of the subdivider t o insure t h a t these 
markers are maintained i n good c o n d i t i o n during and 
f o l l o w i n g c o n s t r u c t i o n and development. A l l section and 
quarter section corners s h a l l be duly described and t i e d , 
and a C e r t i f i c a t e of Location thereof s h a l l be f i l e d w i t h 
the county recorder. 

 PRESERVATION OF NATURAL FEATURES 

The planning commission s h a l l e s t a b l i s h the n a t u r a l features 
which add value t o a l l improvements and t o the community, 
such as trees or groves, water courses and f a l l s , beaches, 
h i s t o r i c spots, v i s t a s and s i m i l a r i r r e p l a c e a b l e assets. 

 PREVENTION OF EROSION 

Subdividers s h a l l be required t o i n s t i t u t e measures as 
determined and d i r e c t e d by the engineer t o insure the 
prevention of wind and water erosion during and upon 
completion of the c o n s t r u c t i o n . 
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)  5 S U B D I V I S I O N D E S I G N STANDARDS 

The f o l l o w i n g improvements s h a l l be i n s t a l l e d i n accord w i t h 
accepted engineering standards and  

SUBDIVISION 1. STREET PLAN 

Streets s h a l l be of s u f f i c i e n t w i d t h , s u i t a b l y located and 
adequately constructed, t o conform w i t h the comprehensive 
plan; t o accomodate the perspective t r a f f i c ; a f f o r d access 
f o r f i r e f i g h t i n g , snow removal and other road maintenance 
equipment; and s h a l l be considered i n t h e i r r e l a t i o n s h i p t o 
topographic c o n d i t i o n s , t o drainage and i n t h e i r r e l a t i o n s h i p 
t o the proposed land uses t o be served by such s t r e e t s . The 
arrangement o f s t r e e t s s h a l l be such as t o cause no undue 
hardship to a d j o i n i n g p r o p e r t i e s and s h a l l be coordinated 
so as to comprise a convenient system. 

1. Street Arrangement. 

A. The arrangement of s t r e e t s i n the su b d i v i s i o n s h a l l 
provide f o r the c o n t i n u a t i o n of p r i n c i p a l s t r e e t s 
of a d j o i n i n g s u b d i v i s i o n s and f o r proper p r o j e c t i o n 
of p r i n i c p a l s t r e e t s i n t o a d j o i n i n g p r o p e r t i e s which 
are not yet subdivided, i n order t o make possible 
necessary f i r e p r o t e c t i o n , movement of t r a f f i c , and 
con s t r u c t i o n or extension, p r e s e n t l y or when l a t e r 
r e q u i r e d , of needed u t i l i t i e s and p u b l i c services such 
as sewer, water and drainage. 

B. Minor s t r e e t s s h a l l be arranged so t h a t t h e i r use 
by through t r a f f i c w i l l be discouraged. 

2. Blocks. 

A. The acreage w i t h i n bounding s t r e e t s s h a l l be such 
as t o accomodate the size of l o t s r e q u ired i n area 
by the zoning ordinance and t o provide f o r convenient 
access, c i r c u l a t i o n , c o n t r o l and safety of s t r e e t 
 

B. Blocks s h a l l not be more than 1,320 f e e t i n length. 
No block width s h a l l be less than twice the normal 
l o t depth, unless i t abutts a r a i l r o a d right-of-way, 
a l i m i t e d access highway, a major or a r t e r i a l s t r e e t , 
a r i v e r or park, or topographical r e s t r i c t i o n .

C. I n blocks exceeding 900 f e e t i n l e n g t h , the county 
may r e q u i r e a 20 f o o t wide fenced easement through 
the  provide f o r the crossing of underground 
u t i l i t i e s and pedestrian t r a f f i c where needed or 
desirable and may f u r t h e r s p e c i f y , at i t s d i s c r e t i o n , 
t h a t a f i v e (5) f o o t wide paved path be included. 

Street Alignment. 

A. Street jogs s h a l l have a center l i n e o f f s e t of 150 
f e e t or more when applied t o minor s t r e e t s or service 
s t r e e t s ; i n a l l other cases they s h a l l be p r o h i b i t e d . 

B. A l l s t r e e t s s h a l l j o i n each other so t h a t f o r a d i s ­
tance of at l e a s t 10 0 f e e t the s t r e e t i s approximately 
a t r i g h t angles t o the s t r e e t i t j o i n s . 

Dead End Streets: The c r e a t i o n of cul-de-sac or loop 
r e s i d e n t i a l s t r e e t s w i l l be encouraged whenever the 
planning commission f i n d s t h a t such types of development 
w i l l not i n t e r f e r e w i t h normal t r a f f i c c i r c u l a t i o n i n the 
area. I n the case of cul-de-sac s t r e e t s , where needed or 
d e s i r a b l e , the planning commission may r e q u i r e the reser ­
v a t i o n of a 20 f o o t wide easement to provide f o r continua ­
t i o n of pedestrian t r a f f i c and u t i l i t i e s t o the next s t r e e t . 
Subdivisions c o n t a i n i n g twenty (20) l o t s or more s h a l l have 
at l e a s t two s t r e e t connections w i t h e x i s t i n g p u b l i c s t r e e t s , 
or s t r e e t s shown on the o f f i c i a l map, i f such e x i s t s , or 
s t r e e t s on an approved f i n a l p l a t f o r which a bond has 
been f i l e d . 

Service Streets: Where a s u b d i v i s i o n borders on or contains 
a r a i l r o a d right-of-way or l i m i t e d access highway r i g h t - o f -
way, e x i s t i n g or planned, the planning commission may 
r e q u i r e a s t r e e t approximately p a r a l l e l t o and on each side 
of such right-of-way, at a distance s u i t a b l e f o r the 
appropriate use of the i n t e r v e n i n g land (as f o r park 
purposes and r e s i d e n t i a l d i s t r i c t s , or f o r commercial 
or i n d u s t r i a l purposes and r e s i d e n t i a l d i s t r i c t , or f o r 
commercial or i n d u s t r i a l purposes i n appropriate d i s t r i c t s ) . 
Such d i s t r i c t s s h a l l also be determined w i t h due regard 
f o r the requirements or approach grades and f u t u r e grade 
 

Relation t o Topography: The s t r e e t plan of a proposed 
sub d i v i s i o n s h a l l bear a l o g i c a l r e l a t i o n s h i p t o the 
topography of the p r o p e r t y , and a l l s t r e e t s s h a l l be 
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arranged so as t o ob t a i n as many of the b u i l d i n g s i t e s 
as possible a t or above the grade of the s t r e e t s . Grades 
of s t r e e t s s h a l l conform as c l o s e l y as possible t o the 
o r i g i n a l topography. 

7. Treatment Along Major S t r e e t s : When a sub d i v i s i o n abutts 
or contains an e x i s t i n g or proposed a r t e r i a l or major 
s t r e e t , the planning commission may re q u i r e marginal access 
s t r e e t s , reverse frontage w i t h screen p l a n t i n g s contained 
i n a non-access r e s e r v a t i o n along the rear property l i n e , 
deep l o t s w i t h rear service a l l e y s , or other such treatment 
as may be necessary f o r adequate p r o t e c t i o n of the residen ­
t i a l p r o p e r t i e s and t o a f f o r d the separation of through 
and l o c a l t r a f f i c . 

8. Pr o h i b i t e d Plans: The f o l l o w i n g are p r o h i b i t e d and s h a l l 
not be approved: 

A. Half s t r e e t s . 
B. Priv a t e s t r e e t s , unless p a r t of an approved planned 

u n i t development, i n which case the s t r e e t s s h a l l 
conform t o the approved design c r i t e r i a of the county. 

C. Reserve s t r i p s c o n t r o l l i n g access t o s t r e e t s . 
D. I n t e r s e c t i o n s w i t h more than four corners. 

SUBDIVISION 2. STREET DESIGN 

1. Street Improvements: A l l s t r e e t s s h a l l be graded; and i n 
areas provided w i t h sewer and water, the county may re q u i r e 
t h a t the s t r e e t s be improved by surfacing w i t h concrete 
or plant mix bituminous and/or be provided w i t h concrete 
curbs and g u t t e r s . Such grading and improvement s h a l l be 
approved as t o design and  by the engineer. 
I n areas not served by sewer and water, curbs and g u t t e r s 
may not be required; and s t r e e t s may be of a s u i t a b l e 
compacted gravel surface as approved by the engineer. 

2. Street Widths: Streets s h a l l have the f o l l o w i n g minimum 
dimensions:

Greater widths may be re q u i r e d depending upon a n t i c i p a t e d 
t r a f f i c volumes, planned f u n c t i o n of the s t r e e t and character 
of planned a b u t t i n g land use. A l l pavement surfaces s h a l l 
be approved by the engineer. 
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Street Grades. 

A. Grades of a l l s t r e e t s s h a l l conform i n general t o the 
t e r r a i n , and s h a l l not be less than 0.5% nor more than 
5% f o r a r t e r i a l or major s t r e e t s , or 7% f o r c o l l e c t o r 
s t r e e t s , or 8% f o r minor s t r e e t s i n r e s i d e n t i a l zones, 
8% f o r access s t r e e t s , but i n no case more than 3% 
w i t h i n f i f t y (50) f e e t of any i n t e r s e c t i o n . 

B. A l l changes i n grades s h a l l be connected by v e r t i c a l 
curves of such length and radius as meet w i t h the 
approval of the engineer so t h a t clear v i s i b i l i t y 
s h a l l be provided f o r a safe distance. 

Street V i s i b i l i t y . 

A. A combination of steep grades and curves s h a l l be 
avoided. I n order t o provide v i s i b i l i t y f o r t r a f f i c 
s a f e t y , t h a t p o r t i o n of any corner l o t (whether at 
an i n t e r s e c t i o n e n t i r e l y w i t h i n a s u b d i v i s i o n or of 
a new s t r e e t w i t h i n e x i s t i n g  s h a l l be cleared 
of a l l growth (except i s o l a t e d trees) and o b s t r u c t i o n s 
above the l e v e l of three (3) f e e t higher than the 
center l i n e of the s t r e e t f o r a distance of at l e a s t 
t h i r t y (30) f e e t from the right-of-way l i n e . I f 
d i r e c t e d , ground s h a l l be excavated t o achieve 
 

 Trees and hedges over four (4) f e e t high s h a l l not be 
permitted w i t h i n s i x (6) f e e t of the s t r e e t r i g h t - o f -
way l i n e . 

Street Radii. 

A. Curves: S t r e e t l i n e s w i t h i n a block d e f l e c t i n g from 
each other at any one p o i n t by more than ten (10) 
degrees, s h a l l be connected w i t h a curve, the radius 
of which f o r the center l i n e of s t r e e t s h a l l not be 
less than 400 f e e t on a r t e r i a l and major s t r e e t s , 200 
f e e t on minor s t r e e t s , and i n no case s h a l l the 
connecting tangent of two curves be less than 100 f e e t . 

B. Corners: A l l roadways at i n t e r s e c t i o n s s h a l l be rounded 
by curves of at l e a s t twenty (20) f e e t radius. Roadways 
of a l l e y - s t r e e t i n t e r s e c t i o n s s h a l l be rounded by a 
radius of not less than s i x (6) f e e t . The center l i n e s 
of the i n t e r s e c t i n g s t r e e t s s h a l l be as near t o 90 
degrees as possible and i n no case s h a l l the i n t e r s e c t i o n 
be less than 75 degrees. 



6. Dead End Streets (Cul-de-sac): Where dead end s t r e e t s are 
designed, they s h a l l not normally exceed 500 f e e t i n length, 
and s h a l l terminate i n a c i r c u l a r turnabout having a minimum 
right-of-way radius o f 6 0 f e e t and a payment radius of 50 
f e e t . Corners at the entrance t o the turnabout p o r t i o n s 
o f cul-de-sac s h a l l have a radius of not less than 15 f e e t . 

7. Water Courses: Where a water course separates a proposed 
s t r e e t from a b u t t i n g property, provisions s h a l l be made 
f o r access to a l l l o t s by means of c u l v e r t s or other 
s t r u c t u r e s of design approved by the engineer. 

8. Commercial Areas. 

A. I n f r o n t of areas designed f o r commercial use, or 
where a change of zoning t o a zone which permits commer­
c i a l use i s contemplated, the s t r e e t width s h a l l be

SUBDIVISION 3. STREET NAMES 

1. A l l s t r e e t names s h a l l be approved by the planning commission 
and s h a l l conform t o any established numbering and naming 
system. 

2. Proposed s t r e e t names s h a l l be s u b s t a n t i a l l y d i f f e r e n t so 
as not t o be confused i n sound or s p e l l i n g w i t h present 
names except t h a t s t r e e t s t h a t j o i n or are i n alignment 
w i t h s t r e e t s of an a b u t t i n g or neighboring s u b d i v i s i o n may 
bear the same name.

D. When a p u b l i c water system i s not a v a i l a b l e , i n d i v i d u a l 
wells are permitted i n accordance wit h Paragraph B of 
t h i s Subdivision and a l l other applicable s t a t e and 
l o c a l requirements. 

F. F i r e hydrants of a type approved by the county s h a l l 
be i n s t a l l e d i n accordance w i t h accepted standards. 

Sanitary Sewer. 

A. Where connection w i t h s a n i t a r y sewer trunk l i n e s i s 
f e a s i b l e , the subdivider s h a l l i n s t a l l approved 
s a n i t a r y sewer and make the connection w i t h the trunk 
l i n e s so as t o provide service t o each l o t . 

B. House service f o r s a n i t a r y sewer s h a l l be of a type 
 by the county. 

C.  s a n i t a r y sewer l i n e s s h a l l be of a m a t e r i a l and 
design approved by the county. Over-sized sewer 
l i n e s may be required w i t h the a d d i t i o n a l costs t o 
be borne by the be n e f i t e d p r o p e r t i e s . 

D. When main trunk l i n e s are not accessible, i n t e r n a l 
trunk sewers together w i t h a l l accessory service 
connections extending from the main to three f e e t 
beyond the curb or curb l i n e s h a l l be i n s t a l l e d  
capped f o r f u t u r e connection. 

E. A l l i n s t a l l a t i o n s s h a l l be approved by the county. 
F. On-site disposal systems may be permitted provided 

they conform t o Paragraph 8 of t h i s Subdivision and 
a l l other a p p l i c a b l e l o c a l and sta t e requirements. 

Storm  

A. A l l surface and underground drainage systems s h a l l 
be i n s t a l l e d t o adequately remove a l l n a t u r a l drainage 
t h a t accumulates i n the developed property. A l l such 
systems s h a l l be i n conformity t o the drainage plans 
and a l l p i p i n g s h a l l provide complete removal and a 
permanent s o l u t i o n f o r the removal of drainage water. 



B. Where connection w i t h an e x i s t i n g storm sewer system 
i s f e a s i b l e , t h a t system s h a l l be u t i l i z e d so as t o 
provide complete drainage of the s u b d i v i s i o n . 

C. Drainage f a c i l i t i e s s h a l l be located i n the s t r e e t 
right-of-way where f e a s i b l e , or i n perpetual unob­
s t r u c t e d easements of appropriate width. 

D. I n the absence of an e x i s t i n g storm sewer system, 
the s u b d i v i s i o n s h a l l be designed so as t o completely 
be drained by a system o f open d i t c h e s , c u l v e r t s , 
pipes, and/or catch basins. 

E. A l l drainage systems s h a l l be approved by the county. 
F. The drainage system s h a l l be designed large enough 

to accomodate p o t e n t i a l r u n o f f from i t s e n t i r e upstream 
drainage area, whether i n s i d e or outside the subdivision 
The drainage s h a l l be based on conditions of t o t a l 
p o t e n t i a l development permitted by the zoning ordinance 
i n the watershed. Over-sized sewer l i n e s may be 
required w i t h the a d d i t i o n a l costs to be borne by 
the b e n efited p r o p e r t i e s . 

 

A. E l e c t r i c a l u t i l i t i e s whenever f e a s i b l e , s h a l l be 
i n s t a l l e d underground and completed p r i o r t o s t r e e t 
 

B. When overhead power l i n e s are u t i l i z e d , the poles 
s h a l l be placed i n a rear l o t easement and pos i t i o n e d 
so as t o provide i n d i v i d u a l service t o each l o t . 

Street L i g h t i n g : Street l i g h t i n g s h a l l be i n conformance 
w i t h s t r e e t l i g h t i n g plans. Such l i g h t standards and 
f i x t u r e s s h a l l be i n s t a l l e d a f t e r approval by the appro­
p r i a t e power company and the a u t h o r i z a t i o n of the county. 

Gas: When n a t u r a l gas i s t o be u t i l i z e d , the l i n e s s h a l l 
be i n s t a l l e d by the appropriate gas company and be 
completed p r i o r t o s t r e e t s u r f a c i n g . 

 

A. Telephone f a c i l i t i e s , whenever f e a s i b l e , s h a l l be 
i n s t a l l e d  and completed p r i o r t o s t r e e t 
 

B. When overhead telephone l i n e s are u t i l i z e d , the pole 
s h a l l be placed i n a rear easement and positio n e d so 
as t o provide i n d i v i d u a l service t o each l o t . 



8. Onsite U t i l i t i e s . 

A. I n areas which are not served by p u b l i c water and 
sa n i t a r y sewer, no r e s i d e n t i a l l o t s h a l l be developed 
unless i t contains s u f f i c i e n t surface area f o r the 
e x i s t i n g subsurface s o i l c onditions so as t o prevent 
possible p o l l u t i o n problems.

A. Easements a t l e a s t 20 f e e t wide, centered on rear 
and other l o t l i n e s as r e q u i r e d , s h a l l be provided 
f o r u t i l i t i e s where necessary. The easements s h a l l 
have c o n t i n u i t y of alignment from block t o block; 
and at d e f l e c t i o n p o i n t s , easements f o r p o l e l i n e 
anchors s h a l l be provided where necessary. Easements 
may be required along property l i n e s from u t i l i t y 
easements on rear l o t l i n e s t o right-of-ways.

1. The l o t arrangement s h a l l be such t h a t i n c o n s t r u c t i n g a 
b u i l d i n g i n compliance w i t h the zoning ordinance, there 
w i l l be no forseeable d i f f i c u l t i e s f o r reasons of topo ­
graphy or other n a t u r a l c o n d i t i o n s . Lots should not be 
of such depth as t o encourage the l a t e r c r e a t i o n of a 
second b u i l d i n g l o t at the f r o n t or rear. 
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A l l side l i n e s of a l o t s h a l l be at r i g h t angles t o s t r a i g h t 
s t r e e t l i n e s and r a d i a l t o curved s t r e e t l i n e s , unless a 
variance from t h i s r u l e w i l l give a b e t t e r s t r e e t or l o t 
plan. 

The l o t dimensions s h a l l not be less than the minimum 
required t o secure the minimum l o t area s p e c i f i e d  the 
zoning ordinance. 

A. Corner l o t s s h a l l have e x t r a w i d t h t o permit appro­
p r i a t e b u i l d i n g setbacks from both s t r e e t s . 

B. Through l o t s , when perm i t t e d , s h a l l have a d d i t i o n a l 
depth of ten (10) f e e t f o r screen p l a n t i n g along the 
rear l o t l i n e . 

C. Remnants of l o t s below the minimum required s i z e , l e f t 
over a f t e r s u b d i v i d i n g of a longer t r a c t must be 
added to adjacent l o t , or a plan shown as t o f u t u r e 
use r a t h e r than allowed t o remain as unusable parcels. 

Lots a b u t t i n g upon a watercourse, drainageway, channel, 
stream or water body s h a l l have a d d i t i o n a l depth or w i d t h , 
as required t o assure t h a t house s i t e s are not subject t o 
 

I n the s u b d i v i d i n g of any land, regard s h a l l be shown f o r 
a l l n a t u r a l  such as t r e e s , watercourses and 
bodies, which, i f preserved, w i l l add a t t r a c t i v e n e s s t o 
the proposed development. 

Where a proposed plan i s adjacent to a l i m i t e d access high ­
way, major highway or  there s h a l l be no 
d i r e c t v e h i c u l a r access from i n d i v i d u a l l o t s t o such  
A temporary entrance may be granted f o r s i n g l e t r a c t s 
u n t i l neighboring land i s subdivided and the required 
access can be f e a s i b l y provided. 

Where l o t s are p l a t t e d i n excess of one and one-half (lh) 
acres, two hundred (200) f e e t i n width at the b u i l d i n g 
setback, a p r e l i m i n a r y r e s u b d i v i s i o n plan s h a l l be submitted 
showing a p o t e n t i a l and f e a s i b l e way i n which the l o t or 
l o t s may be resubdivided i n the   the 
b u i l d i n g placements. 



SUBDIVISION 6.  OPEN-SPACE AND NATURAL FEATURES 

1. Where a proposed park, playground or open-space shown on 
the Comprehensive Plan i s located i n whole or i n pa r t i n 
a s u b d i v i s i o n , the planning commission s h a l l require t h a t 
such area or areas be shown on p l a t s i n accordance w i t h the 

 s p e c i f i e d i n t h i s Section. Such area or 
areas s h a l l be dedicated t o the county by the subdivider 
i f the county board approves such dedication. 

2. The planning commission s h a l l require t h a t p l a t s show 
s i t e s o f a character, extent and l o c a t i o n s u i t a b l e f o r 
the development of a park, playground, or other r e c r e a t i o n 
purposes.

general welfare or i s inappropriate because of the 
inadequacy or lack of connecting f a c i l i t i e s adjacent or 
i n proximity t o the proposed s u b d i v i s i o n , i t may vary 
such requirements subject to appropriate conditions. 

2. A p p l i c a t i o n f o r a variance s h a l l be made i n w r i t i n g 
by the subdivider and s h a l l s tate a l l f a c t s r e l i e d 
upon by the ap p l i c a n t and be supplemented w i t h  
plans and other a d d i t i o n a l data. The plans f o r variances 
s h a l l include such covenants and other provisions neces­
sary to guarantee the f u l l achievement of the plan. 

3. I n the granting of variances  t h i s Ordinance the 
County Board of Adjustment  r e q u i r e such conditions 
as w i l l , i n i t s  secure s u b s t a n t i a l l y the objec ­
t i v e s of the standards  so varied.

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4. Any variance granted s h a l l be made bv r e s o l u t i o n and 
entered i n t o the minutes s e t t i n g f o r t h the reasons 
which j u s t i f y the r e s o l u t i o n . 

SUBDIVISION 4. VARIANCES PERMITTED 

Where the County Board of Adjustment f i n d s t h a t e x t r aordinary 
and unnecessary hardships r e s u l t from s t r i c t compliance w i t h 
t h i s Ordinance, variances may be granted provided such variances 
w i l l not have the e f f e c t of n u l l i f y i n g the i n t e n t and purpose of 
the Comprehensive Plan, o f f i c i a l map, or the zoning ordinance. 

1. Exceptional Topography. A variance may be granted where 
the subdivider can show t h a t by reason of exceptional 
topography or other p h y s i c a l c o n d i t i o n s , the s t r i c t 
compliance w i t h t h i s Ordinance would cause undue hardship 
on the enjoyment o f a s u b s t a n t i a l property r i g h t . 

2. Planned Unit Development. To provide f l e x i b i l i t y f o r 
new land planning and land development techniques and 
concepts, variances may be granted f o r Planned Unit 
Development. Complete and d e t a i l e d plans s h a l l be 
submitted showing the i n f o r m a t i o n required i n Section 
6 of t h i s Ordinance w i t h the a d d i t i o n of a l l proposed 
s t r u c t u r e s , uses, sidewalks, landscaping, o f f - s t r e e t 
parking and other features and f a c i l i t i e s . 

SUBDIVISION 5. COUNTY BOARD OF ADJUSTMENT 

1. Powers. The Board of Adjustment s h a l l have the a u t h o r i t y 
to order the issuance of variances, hear and decide appeals 
from and review any order, requirement, decision, or 
determination made by any  o f f i c i a l charged 
w i t h enforcing any ordinance adopted pursuant t o the 
provisions of Minnesota Statutes, Section 394.21 to 394.37. 

2. Procedure. The Board of Adjustment s h a l l f o l l o w applicable 
state laws and county ordinances i n reviewing appeals from 
ordinances adopted pursuant t o the provisions of Minnesota 
Statutes, Section 394.21 t o 394.37. The procedure f o r 
review by the county i s o u t l i n e d i n the McLeod County 
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SUBDIVISION 6. AMENDMENTS TO THE SUBDIVISION  

The procedure f o r amending t h i s Ordinance i s the same prescribed 
f o r i t s adoption. 

SUBDIVISION 7.  

The amounts of a l l fees t o be paid under the provisions of t h i s 
Ordinance s h a l l be set by the County Board by r e s o l u t i o n . 

SUBDIVISION 8. PENALTIES 

Any subdivider who v i o l a t e s , omits, neglects, or refuses t o 
comply w i t h the pro v i s i o n s or the enforcement of t h i s Ordinance, 
or who s e l l s , o f f e r s f o r sale or lease any l o t or block of land 
which i s i n v i o l a t i o n of t h i s Ordinance, s h a l l be g u i l t y of a 
misdemeanor. Each l o t i n v i o l a t i o n and each day of v i o l a t i o n 
s h a l l be deemed a separate offense. 
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SECTION 8 SEPARABILITY 

 1. SEPARABILITY 

I t i s hereby declared t o be the i n t e n t i o n t h a t the several pro ­
v i s i o n s of t h i s Ordinance are separable i n accordance w i t h the 
 

1. I f any court o f competent j u r i s d i c t i o n s h a l l adjudge any 
pr o v i s i o n of t h i s Ordinance t o be i n v a l i d , such judgment 
s h a l l not a f f e c t any other p r o v i s i o n s of t h i s Ordinance 
and not s p e c i f i c a l l y included  judgment. 

2.  any court of competent j u r i s d i c t i o n s h a l l adjudge 
i n v a l i d the a p p l i c a t i o n of any pro v i s i o n s o f t h i s Ordinance 
to a p a r t i c u l a r p r o p erty, b u i l d i n g , or other s t r u c t u r e , 
such judgment s h a l l not a f f e c t the a p p l i c a t i o n o f said 
p r o v i s i o n t o any other property, b u i l d i n g or s t r u c t u r e not 
s p e c i f i c a l l y included i n said judgment.
