Attached is the final quote for converting the police building to Natural Gas. $9,800. The original estimate from earlier
this year was about $1,700. We had originally planned this conversion, the selling point being that the reduced fuel cost
would cover the cost of the conversion in year 1. The estimated cost saving from the study in February was $4,750 per
year. This is far short of being budget neutral this year with the revised estimate.

We do not have a budget for this expense. The complicating issue here is that with the board action this past winter
approving the transition from propane to Natural Gas, | don’t know if this legally obligated us to convert to natural gas
since we signed an agreement with Vermont Gas.
