The Oak Park Warming Center is open today as planned and is scheduled to close at 10:00pm.
However, if the need arises to make overnight accommodations for any residents, the City will
do so. To be clear, the Oak Park Warming Center is not a licensed overnight shelter, but in
extreme cases, the City will not turn anyone away.

Also, please note that the City is urging residents to follow Governor Gretchen Whitmer’s
suggestion to turn their thermostats down to 65 degrees or lower to conserve natural gas at this
time of extremely high demand.
