A.  Banner Design

Community & Economic Development Director Kimberly Marrone presented the Board with a handful of options and examples for the banner design. She explained that the material of the banner could be vinyl, which is relatively cheap and has more options for detailed graphics and colors, or canvas, which is more expensive with less graphics options. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]The Board members rated the examples provided and ultimately agreed that they would like to see bright colors, a catchline or phrase for the City, and the City logo/seal incorporated into the design. Board Member Peteet felt it was important to represent the melting pot that Oak Park is, and they discussed including a symbol for the City’s diversity. 

There was discussion on whether to allow for business/organizations to sponsor the banners, or a select number of them, and have their name printed somewhere on the banner. Board Member Attisha was in favor of this option, Board Member Moulden believed it would be better to focus on promoting the City itself over the business. Chairperson Colbert suggested to start without the sponsors to get the banners introduced, and next time offer sponsorships if there is interest for them. 

Director Marrone will have the city’s designer, Bennie White, draft designs with and without the sponsorship option. She will present these at the next meeting.
