B. CIA – Public Act 280 
Ms. Marrone provided a broad overview of the Corridor Improvement Authority Act, Public Act 280 of 2005, MCL 125.2871 et seq. as amended. The Corridor encompasses Nine Mile Rd. from Cloverlawn east to the City of Ferndale border, and Coolidge Hwy. for its entire span within the City of Oak Park. Increase in value of the Corridor for next year is estimated to be $94,981.00, which will result in a tax capture for the Authority of $2,530.87. The captured funds must be spent within the corridor on projects identified in the Oak Park CIA Development and Tax Increment Financing Plan for 2016-2036.

E. Development Plan
Ms. Marrone led the Board in a brainstorming session to identify possible elements of the Plan in areas such as streetscapes, zoning, facilitating economic development, public relations and marketing, and infrastructure. A report on the ideas generated will be drafted and disseminated to Board members by Ms. Marrone.


F. Tax Increment Financing Plan
Ms. Marrone presented a draft of the Plan which covers allowable sources of funding, the tax increment procedure, incorporation of the Development Plan, maximum amount of bond indebtedness, and reporting requirements. She noted the initial assessed value is the 2014 State Equalization Valuation (for property assessed as of December 31, 2015). The duration of the Plan shall be 20 years commencing December 31, 2015.
