BACKGROUND: Preliminary indications from the Wayne County Community Wellness and
Community Development Block Grant Program are that the estimated 2018 funding allocation for the
Township will be $91,072.

3. Address existing conditions that pose a serious and immediate threat {ie. tornado, flood)
