Resolution SA-2015-003 — Approving the Successor Agency’s Revised Recognized
Obligation Payment Schedule (ROPS 15-16A) for the Period July 1, 2015 through
December 31, 2015

RECOMMENDATION
That the Successor Agency adopt Resolution No. SA-2015-003.

BACKGROUND

As required by the State Dissolution Bills, the Successor Agency approved the semi-
annual Recognized Obligation Payment Schedule (ROPS) on January 22, 2015,
covering the period of July 1, 2015 through December 31, 2015 (ROPS 15-16A).
Subsequent to the approval of ROPS 15-16A, staff became aware of additional
maintenance required on property owned by the Successor Agency. The
maintenance item has been added to the ROPS and the revised ROPS is presented
for approval. The addition of the property maintenance item is the only change to
the ROPS approved January 22, 2015. Pending Successor Agency approval, the
revised ROPS will be presented to the Oversight Board (*OB”) at its meeting
scheduled for February 23, 2015. The ROPS will then be transmitted to the
California Department of Finance (“DOF”) for final approval.

3 The revised ROPS for the period July 1, 2015 through December 31, 2015, is
‘Q attached. The ROPS has been prepared using the format mandated by DOF. In
addition to listing the enforceable obligations, the ROPS includes a reconciliation of
prior payments and includes a table detailing the available balances retained by the
Successor Agency.

Opposed: None. Mayor Pro Tem Rios commended the Fire Department for being one of the
finest in the State. Councilmember Rounds asked who secured the grant. Chief Crook
stated that Division Chief Brent Hayward was responsible for this and other grants for the
department. Councilmember Rounds suggested recognizing him at an upcoming meeting.

Agreement with Henry Hernandez to Operate the City’s Batting Cages Facility

Recommendation: That the City Council: 1). Enter into an agreement with Mr. Henry
Hernandez to operate the batting cages facility located at Little Lake Park; and 2).
Appropriate $22,680 from the CIP fund for the purchase of a canopy tent and the installation
of a monitoring device on the Southern California Edison meter to determine the usage of
electricity for billing purposes.

Councilmember Rounds asked if the vendor would be selling any merchandise. The City
Manager stated that he would sell baseball equipment and food. Councilmember Rounds
asked if there would be any limitations on the items he would be allowed to sell. The City
Manager stated that there were no limitations in the agreement, but staff would work with Mr.
Hernandez to agree upon a list of items for sale. Councilmember Rounds asked if Mr.
Hernandez would come to a Park & Recreation Committee meeting to introduce himself and
let the committee know a little about his plan. Mr. Hernandez introduced himself and stated
that he was excited about getting facility up and running and that he would be happy to
attend a committee meeting. Mr. Sarno stated that City teams will receive discount pricing.

Resolution No. 9463 — Authorizing the Publication of Notice of Sale of Franchise
to ExxonMobil Oil Corporation for Maintenance and Operation of Pipelines in City
Streets

RECOMMENDATION

That the City Council adopt Resolution No. 9463 and set the date of March 12,
2015, for the Public Hearing to grant a franchise to ExxonMobil Oil Corporation
and establish the Franchise Fee as mandated by the Public Utilities Commission.

BACKGROUND

ExxonMobil Oil Corporation has requested a renewal of their existing franchise
with the City in order to continue operating their pipelines in the City. ExxonMobil's
franchise was last renewed under Ordinance No. 968, dated April 24, 2005, and
is due to expire on April 24, 2015.

After reviewing ExxonMobil Oil Corporation’s Franchise, Ordinance No. 968, it is
proposed to grant ExxonMobil Oil Corporation a renewal of their franchise
incorporating the following:

1. The term of the franchise will be ten (10) years.

2. The annual franchise fee, as established by the Public Utilities Commission,
is computed by multiplying the sum of four cents times the nominal internal
diameter of the pipe expressed in inches, times the number of linear feet of
the pipe within the public right-of-way. The total will be $8,503.00 ($0.04 /
inch Diameter / linear feet). The rate is established by the Public Utilities
Commission.

3. The City reserves the right to revise the annual franchise fee following one
year’s written notice to ExxonMobil Oil Corporation.

4. The proposed franchise provides for the method of abandonment of
pipelines or the payment of a fee to the City of one-half the estimated cost
of removal.

5. ExxonMobil Oil Corporation shall pay to the City the franchise application
fee of $4,670.00.

6. ExxonMobil Oil Corporation shall perform integrity assessments of all
underground pipelines and conduct soil tests pursuant to State and Federal
requirements or as deemed necessary by the Fire Chief if a leak is
suspected at a specific location.

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE PUBLICATION OF NOTICE TO
SELL A FRANCHISE FOR A PERIOD OF 10 YEARS, TO CONSTRUCT,
MAINTAIN, OPERATE, RENEW, REPAIR, CHANGE THE SIZE OF,
REMOVE AND/OR ABANDON IN PLACE PIPELINES FOR THE
TRANSPORTATION OF PETROLEUM, OIL AND LIQUID
HYDROCARBON PRODUCTS THEREOF, GAS OR WATER,
TOGETHER WITH ALL MANHOLES, VALVES, COMMUNICATION
CABLES, APPURTENANCES AND SERVICE CONNECTIONS USED IN
CONNECTION THEREWITH, NECESSARY OR CONVENIENT FOR THE
OPERATION OF SUCH LINES, IN, UNDER, ALONG AND ACROSS ANY
AND ALL PUBLIC STREETS, ALLEYS AND HIGHWAYS NOW OR
HEREAFTER DEDICATED TO PUBLIC USE IN THE CITY OF SANTA FE
SPRINGS (EXXONMOBIL OIL CORPORATION)

THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SANTA FE SPRINGS DOES RESOLVE AS
FOLLOWS:

WHEREAS, EXXONMOBIL OIL CORPORATION, a corporation, has made
application to the City Council of the City of Santa Fe Springs for a franchise more
particularly described in the “Notice of Sale of Franchise” hereinafter set forth:

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council propose to grant
said franchise in the manner provided by law, substantially in the form and upon the terms
and conditions hereinafter set forth in the “Notice of Sale of Franchise;”

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Clerk of the City of Santa Fe Springs

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that an application has heretofore been made to the
City Council of the City of Santa Fe Springs, State of California, by EXXONMOBIL OIL
CORPORATION, a corporation, for the franchise hereinafter described, and it is proposed
by said City Council to grant said application on the terms and conditions hereinafter
mentioned.




Said franchise is described and will be granted substantially in the following form:

The franchise is hereby granted to EXXONMOBIL OIL CORPORATION, a
corporation, its successors and assigns, for a period of ten (10) years, to construct,
maintain, operate, renew, repair, change the size of, remove and/or abandon in place
pipelines for the transportation of petroleum, oil and liquid hydrocarbon products thereof,
gas or water, together with all manholes, valves, communication cables, appurtenances
and service connections used in connection therewith, necessary or convenient for the
operation of such lines, in, under, along and across any and all public streets, alleys and
highways now or hereafter dedicated to public use in the City of Santa Fe Springs.

The grantee shall, during the life of this franchise, pay to the City of Santa Fe
Springs, in lawful money of the United States, and in the manner provided by law, an
annual franchise fee computed by multiplying the sum of four cents ($0.04) times the
nominal internal diameter of the pipe, expressed in inches, times the number of linear feet
of such pipe within the public streets, ways, alleys or other public places within the City.
In the event that such payment is not made, the City Council of the City of Santa Fe
Springs may declare said franchise forfeited.

The City reserves the right, upon one year’s written notice to the Grantee to revise
the foregoing annual franchise fee to any fee or fee basis which is then allowable under
the laws of the State of California and of the City. If the franchise fee as determined by
the City is unacceptable to Grantee, Grantee shall have the right, upon six months
advance written notice to City, to terminate this franchise. Any such change shall be
prospective in operation.

EXXONMOBIL OIL CORPORATION agrees to perform integrity assessments of
all underground pipelines subject to this Franchise, pursuant to the California Pipeline
Safety Act of 1981. Soil testing under the pipelines shall be conducted pursuant to State
and Federal requirements and in the event a leak has occurred involving an ExxonMobil’s
facility at a specific location.

Abandonment of pipelines shall be done according to City specifications. Said
specifications shall include that all above ground pipes, valves, etc., shall be removed,
ends shall be plated after filling pipes with slurry sand, and a fee of one-half (1/2) the
estimated cost of removal shall be paid to the City of Santa Fe Springs. The franchise
holder shall then have no further responsibility for the abandoned facilities, nor shall
Grantee pay any annual fees for such facilities. If these conditions are not satisfied, the
proposed abandoned facilities shall be considered as being deactivated and shall remain
the responsibility of the Grantee and shall remain on their records and maps and the
annual fees shall be paid. In the event that such payment is not made, the City Council
of the City of Santa Fe Springs may declare said franchise forfeited and Grantee shall
pay to the City all costs for removal of the pipelines and appurtenances.

EXXONMOBIL OIL COPORATION shall prepare and furnish to the Fire
Department an environmental assessment for the removal or abandonment of any
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underground pipeline covered by this franchise. For the purpose of this section,
“environmental assessment” shall mean excavation activities and the discovery and
handling of environmental contamination during a preliminary site investigation in
compliance with applicable Federal and/or State laws, rules or regulations.

At all times during the term of this franchise, ExxonMobil shall maintain emergency
response equipment and trained personnel for the purposes of implementing emergency
response. Personnel shall be trained and equipment shall be maintained pursuant to
Federal and State laws, rules, or regulations.

This franchise will be issued subject to and pursuant to the provisions of Chapter
114 of the Santa Fe Springs City Code of Ordinances entitled “Franchises,” except as
otherwise specified herein. Said Chapter 114 shall be deemed to be a part of any
franchise granted hereunder.

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that any person interested may make written protest,
stating objections against the granting of the franchise, which written protest must be filed
with the City Clerk not later than 6:00 o'clock p.m. on the 12t day of March, 2015. At the
time abovementioned in the Council Chambers of the City Council of the City of Santa Fe
Springs, the City Council shall proceed to hear and pass upon all protest so made.

Such franchise shall also be subject to the provisions of the Franchise Act of 1937
(Sections 6201, et seq. of the Public Utilities Code of the State of California).

All new mains laid under this franchise shall be laid and maintained to pursuant to
current City requirements as provided by the City’s Department of Public Works or
Engineering Staff. In all cases construction shall be in accordance with the CFR Title 49
part 195.250.

Prior to the issuance of any excavation permit or the construction of any pipeline, the
Grantee shall obtain approval from the Director of Public Works of the City. In granting
or withholding such approval, the Director of Public Works shall take into consideration
the following factors:

(a)  Whether or not the proposed route or location of the pipeline will create
excessive problems during construction or during maintenance of said
pipelines.

(b)  Traffic density along the proposed route.

BACKGROUND

The City contracts with the Los Angeles County Agricultural Commissioner for the
abatement of weeds. They have conducted their annual inspection of the
properties in the City and listed those needing weeds abated. If the proposed
resolution is passed, weed abatement notices will be mailed to all property owners
listed. Resolution No. 9464 declares the weeds to be a public nuisance and sets a
Public Hearing on the matter for Thursday, February 26, 2015, at 6:00 p.m. where
property owners will have an opportunity to object to any part of the weed
abatement process.

Resolution No. 9464 provides property owners with the option of abating the weeds
themselves, contracting the work to others, or having the County Agricultural
Commissioner’'s contractor perform the work. Costs for work performed by the
County, if approved by the City Council, will be assessed to the respective property

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE
CITY OF SANTA FE SPRINGS DECLARING THAT WEEDS, BRUSH, RUBBISH AND
REFUSE UPON OR IN FRONT F SPECIFIED PROPRETY IN THE CTY ARE A
SEASONAL AND RECURRENT PUBLIC NUISANCE, AND DELARING ITS
INTENTION TO PROVIDE FOR THE ABTEMENT THEREOF.

THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SANTA FE SPRINGS DOES RESOLVE
AS FOLLOWS:

BE IT RESOLVED THAT, pursuant to the provisions of Title 4, Division 3, Part 2,
Chapter 13, Article 2 of the California Government Code, Sections 39560 to 39588,
inclusive, and evidence received by it, the City Council of the City of Santa Fe Springs
specifically finds:

Section 1: That the weeds, brush or rubbish growing upon the streets,
sidewalks, or private property in the City attain such large growth as to become, when
dry, a fire menace to adjacent improved property, or which are otherwise noxious,
dangerous or a public nuisance.

Section 2: That the presence of dry grass, stubble, refuse, or other flammable
materials are conditions which endanger the public safety by creating a fire hazard.

Section 3. That by reason of the foregoing fact, the weeds, brush, rubbish, dry
grass, stubble, refuse, or other flammable material growing or existing upon the private
property hereinafter described, and upon the streets and sidewalks in front of said
property, constitute a seasonal and recurrent public nuisance and should be abated as
such.

Section 4: That the private property, together with the streets and sidewalks in
front of same herein referred to, is more particularly described as follows, to-wit: That
certain property described in attached list hereto and by this reference made a part
hereof as though set forth in full at this point.

BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED, pursuant to the findings of fact, by this Council
heretofore made, that the weeds, brush, rubbish, dry grass, stubble, refuse, or other
flammable material in and upon and in front of the real property hereinbefore described
constitute and are hereby declared to be a seasonal and recurrent public nuisance
which should be abated. The Agricultural Commissioner/Director of Weights and
Measures, County of Los Angeles, is hereby designated the person to give notice to
destroy said weeds, brush, dry grass, stubble, refuse, or other flammable material and
shall cause notices to be given to each property owner by United States Mail and said
notice shall be substantially in the following form, to-wit.




NOTICE TO DESTROY WEEDS,
REMOVE BRUSH, RUBBISH, AND REFUSE

Notice is hereby given that on February 12, 2015, the City Council of the City of
Santa Fe Springs passed or will pass a resolution declaring that noxious or dangerous
vegetation including weeds, brush, tumbleweeds, sagebrush and chaparral or rubbish
and refuse were growing or occurring upon or in front of said property or certain streets
in said city or unincorporated area of the County of Los Angeles, and more particularly
described in the resolution, and that they constitute a public nuisance which must be
abated by the removal of said noxious or dangerous vegetation, rubbish and refuse.
The resolution further declares that, if not abated, the vegetation and/or rubbish and
refuse may be removed and the nuisance abated by county authorities in which case
the cost of removal shall be assessed upon the land from or in front of which the
noxious or dangerous assessment against such lots or lands. Reference is hereby
made to said resolution for further particulars. In addition, the Board of Supervisors of
the County of Los Angeles authorized and directed the Agricultural Commissioner to
recover its costs of details. All property owners having any objections to the proposed
removal of noxious or dangerous vegetation, rubbish and refuse and the recovery of
inspection costs, are hereby notified that they may attend a hearing of the City Council
of said City to be held at 11710 E. Telegraph Rd., Santa Fe Springs CA 90670, in the
Council Chambers on February 26, 2010 at 6:00 p.m. where their objection will be
heard and given due consideration. If the property owner does not want to present
objections to the proposed removal of the noxious or dangerous vegetation including
weeds, brush, tumbleweeds, sagebrush, and chaparral or rubbish and refuse or the
recovery of inspection costs, the owner need not appear at the above mentioned
hearing.

BE IT RESOLVED THAT the notices to destroy weeds, brush, rubbish, dry grass,
stubble, refuse or other flammable material hereinbefore referred to shall be mailed by
said Agricultural Commissioner/Director of Weights and Measures at least ten days
prior to February 26, 2014.

Builders, Inc. of Santa Fe Springs, California in the amount of $24,453.00 to
abandon the Carmenita Underpass underground storage tank (Carmenita UST).

The Council’s action was in response to a directive, dated January 31, 2014, from
the State Water Board and United States Environmental Protection Agency (US
EPA) to properly abandon the Carmenita UST and remove the Norwalk Boulevard
underground storage tanks (Norwalk USTs) within 60 days. The City requested a
time extension to September 30, 2014, to abandon the Carmenita UST and an
extension to December 31, 2014, to remove the Norwalk USTs. State Water Board
and US EPA approved the time extensions.

Pursuant to the US EPA and Water Board deadline, the City Council, at its October
9, 2014 meeting, approved a change order to the contract with Petro Builders in
the amount of $26,500.00 to remove the two Norwalk USTs.

Due to unforeseen circumstances, additional work was required to remove the
Norwalk USTs, including:

1. Locating the underground storage tanks using ground penetrating radar,;
Road repair work in the vicinity of the underground storage tanks being
removed;

3. Striping to the area of the road being repaired;

4, Disposal of additional contaminated soil as in compliance with federal and
state regulations, including disposal costs and transportation costs;

5. Performing additional soil sampling as directed by the City Fire and Rescue

Facility — Amendment No. 1

RECOMMENDATION
That the City Council:

1. Approve Amendment No. 1 of the Batting Cages Concessionaire Agreement
with Henry Hernandez;

2. Appropriate $5,000.00 from the CIP Fund for the purchase and installation of
LED lighting at the City’s batting cages facility; and

3. Authorize the City Manager to execute Amendment No. 1.

BACKGROUND

The City Council, at their meeting of January 8, 2015, awarded a contract to Mr. Henry
Hernandez to operate the City’s batting cages facility, formerly known as The Diamond,
located at Little Lake Park. Per the agreement, the City was responsible for the
replacement of the netting and lighting as part of the site preparation.

As preparations progressed, Mr. Hernandez and City staff noticed that the current metal
halide bulbs provided less than optimal lighting than would be ideal for nighttime hitters,
as well as for overall lighting for the facility and security lighting for the park areas
adjacent to the batting cages.

Staff met with Mr. Hernandez and assessed the lighting needs of the facility. It was
determined that utilizing light emitting diode (LED) technology would yield brighter and
more focused light beams that would better illuminate the facility for users, the on-site
office building, and the adjacent park areas while using less electricity.

FISCAL IMPACT '

Since the modification of the lighting would have a shared benefit to the City and Mr.
Hernandez, it was determined that the cost of the upgrade to LED lighting be equally
split between both parties. The cost to purchase and install the new lighting package
will approximately be $16,000.00, which the City will front initially. Mr. Hernandez's
portion of the cost will be paid back over an eight-month period and will be billed as a
line item on his monthly invoice from the City for electricity usage.

Based on site visits, value engineering, and a request from Mr. Hernandez (Concessionaire), it is
proposed that the existing metal halide lighting be replaced with light emitting diode (LED)
lighting. The existing lighting is less than optimal for night time hitting activities. In addition, the
existing overall facility and security lighting has not been upgraded since the original opening of
the facility. Therefore, both Parties (Concessionaire and City) agree to install a lighting upgrade
at the batting cages facility at Little Park, which includes the installation of twenty-eight (28) LED
fixtures and five (5) wall mounted LED fixtures on the existing building. The total cost to furnish
and install the lighting upgrades is $15,896.88, including all labor, equipment and materials.

Councilmember Laurie Rios was selected as Mayor and
Councilmember Richard Moore was selected as Mayor Pro Tem for the coming
year.

It would be appropriate at this time for the City Council to reorganize.

BACKGROUND

The City of Santa Fe Springs Volunteer Income Tax Assistance (VITA) Program has
provided free quality tax preparation for low- to moderate-income families in the
community since 1990. The tax preparations are completed solely by volunteers who
have been trained and certified by the IRS. The Santa Fe Springs VITA Program
continues to strive to improve the quality of tax preparation, as well as increase the
number of community members we serve.

This year, the City has joined the efforts of the California State Board of Equalization
4th District to promote and support the free Income Tax Preparation and Family
Resource Initiative which promotes the Earned Income Tax Credit and other family
services to those eligible. Last year the initiative was able to capture $2.6 million in
federal and state refunds by helping thousands of Californians file their tax returns.

The Santa Fe Springs VITA program is currently accepting appointments for the 2014
tax year. The program offers free tax assistance to people who generally make

$53,000 or less, persons with disabilities, the elderly, and limited English-speaking
taxpayers who need assistance in preparing their own tax returns.
