BACKGROUND

Pursuant to authorization by the City Council, CLIMATEC performed, at no cost to the
City, an Energy Efficiency Feasibility Assessment study of the City’s infrastructure. The
assessment was performed in connection with the City’s overall strategy to reduce
operating costs through efficiencies and improved technologies.

CLIMATEC performed its assessment by analyzing the City’'s utility bills (water, gas,
and electricity) and usage at City buildings, parks, street lights and water facilities.
Pursuant to this assessment, CLIMATEC determined that the City has an opportunity
to reduce energy usage and maintenance costs by implementing new energy-efficient
equipment. Further, CLIMATEC is proposing that these infrastructure improvements
would be self-funded from the energy cost savings and would not require up-front
capital from the City.

CLIMATEC will present to the City Council Study Session the Energy Efficiency
Feasibility Assessment and opportunities for infrastructure improvements to reduce
energy usage and operating costs. CLIMATEC will also identify potential next steps

pursuant to City Council direction.
