ORDINANCE NO. 2025-

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF SEALY, TEXAS, AMENDING
CHAPTER 86 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES; PROVIDING RULES
AND REGULATIONS FOR CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITIES; REPEALING
ALL OTHER ORDINANCES OR PARTS OF ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT
OR INCONSISTENT WITH THIS ORDINANCE; PROVIDING FOR
SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING A PENALTY; AND PROVIDING AN
EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Sealy, Texas, (“City”) finds that
amending the rules and regulations for construction activities is in best interest of the
public welfare and safety;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY
OF SEALY, TEXAS:

Section 1. The facts and recitations contained in the preamble to this ordinance
are true and correct and incorporated herein for all purposes.

Section 2. Subsections 86-35(a),(b), and (c) of Section 86-35 of Article Il of
Chapter 86 is of the City of Sealy Code of Ordinances is amended to read as follows:

“CHAPTER 86 — STREETS, SIDEWALKS AND OTHER PUBLIC PLACES

® * *® *

ARTICLE Il. ~ RIGHT-OF-WAY USE AND OCCUPANCY

* W * *

Sec. 86-35. Construction regulations.

(a) Excavations. All excavations and other construction in the public rights-of-way, public
easements, and utility easements shall be performed in accordance with all
applicable state, federal, and city regulations.

(b) Interference with use of property. All construction within public rights-of-ways, public
easements, and utility easements shall be undertaken so as to minimize interference
with the use of public and private property and in accordance with any lawful direction
given by the city under the police and regulatory powers of the city.



(¢} Construction permits. It shall be unlawful for any person to cause or permit any work
that involves the construction, installation, expansion, repair, removal, or
maintenance of facilities within public rights-of-way without having first applied for
and obtained from the city a construction permit therefor. Provided, however, a
construction permit shall not be required for any such work: (a) that does not involve
the alteration or disturbance of the surface or subsurface of the right-of-way;” (b) that
involves aerial installations, including the stringing of lines, wires, or the setting of
replacement poles, if such poles are placed in existing holes or excavations from
previous pole installations; or (c) that involves the installation of facilities necessary
to initiate service to a new customer, if such work does not disturb or alter a roadway
surface or result in any excavating or boring under a roadway surface. Each
construction permit application shall include a written work description, including
construction drawings, showing the facilities’ location (or proposed location) and the
estimated depth of the facilities (existing and proposed) in the immediate area of the
proposed new construction. Such drawings shall be reviewed by the city and, if
disapproved, returned with comments setting forth the reasons for such disapproval.
Approvals shall not be unreasonably withheld or delayed. Except as otherwise
specifically provided herein, work shall not commence until applicable construction
permits have been approved therefor. Review and approval by the city of
construction permits as provided herein shall not constitute any representation or
warranty regarding the sufficiency of design or construction of such facilities. All such
work shall be in conformance with the approved construction permit.

Work for which a permit is required may be performed at any time; provided however,
any such permitted work performed within 500 feet of any residential structure may
only be performed between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m. Any permitted work
performed outside of the above working hours must be approved in advance by the
director of public works or his designee.

Provided further, all such construction and/or installation work shall be completed in
the time specified in the construction permit. If the work cannot be completed within
the specified time period, the user may request an extension from the director of
public works, or hisfher designee, which extension shall not be unreasonably
withheld.”

Section 3. Repeal. All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict
herewith are repealed.

Section 4. Severability. In the event any section, paragraph, subdivision,
clause, phrase, provision, sentence, or part of this Ordinance or the application of the
same to any person or circumstance shall for any reason be adjudged invalid or held
unconstitutional by a court of competent jurisdiction, it shall not affect, impair, or invalidate
this Ordinance as a whole or any part of provision hereof other than the part declared to
be invalid or unconstitutional; and the City Council of the City of Sealy, Texas, declares
that it would have passed each and every part of the same notwithstanding the omission
of any such part thus declared to be invalid or unconstitutional, whether there be one or
more parts.



Section 5. Penallty. Any person who violates or causes, allows, or permits
another to violate any provision of this ordinance, rule, or police regulation of the city shall
be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor and, upon conviction thereof, shall be punished by a
fine or penalty not to exceed five hundred dollars ($500.00). If such rule, ordinance, or
police regulation governs fire safety or public heaith and sanitation, other than the
dumping of refuse, the fine or penalty shall not exceed two thousand dollars
($2,000.00). if such rule, ordinance, or police regulation governs the dumping of refuse,
the fine or penaity shall not exceed four thousand dollars ($4,000.00). Each occurrence
of any violation of this ordinance, rule, or police regulation shall constitute a separate
offense. Each day on which any such violation of this ordinance, rule, or police regulation
occurs shall constitute a separate offense.

Section 6. Effective Date. This ordinance shall become effective immediately
upon second reading and enforceable in municipal court when published as required by
law.

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Sealy, Texas, (“City”) finds that amending the
hours for peddlers and solicitors is in best interest of the public welfare and safety by limiting
nighttime disruption of citizens;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
SEALY, TEXAS:

Section 1. The facts and recitations contained in the preamble to this ordinance are
true and correct and incorporated herein for all purposes.

Section 2. Section 74-62 of Division 2 of Article ll of Chapter 74 is of the City of Sealy
Code of Ordinances is amended to read as follows:

“CHAPTER 74 - PEDDLERS AND SOLICITORS

In the event any section, paragraph, subdivision, clause,
phrase, provision, sentence, or part of this Ordinance or the application of the same to any person
or circumstance shall for any reason be adjudged invalid or held unconstitutional by a court of
competent jurisdiction, it shall not affect, impair, or invalidate this Ordinance as a whole or any
part of provision hereof other than the part declared to be invalid or unconstitutional, and the City
Council of the City of Sealy, Texas, declares that it would have passed each and every part of the
same notwithstanding the omission of any such part thus declared to be invalid or
unconstitutional, whether there be one or more parts.
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Section 5.  Penally. Any person who violates or causes, allows, or permits
another to violate any provision of this ordinance, rule, or police regulation of the city shall be
deemed guilty of a misdemeanor and, upon conviction thereof, shall be punished by a fine or
penalty not to exceed five hundred dollars ($500.00). If such rule, ordinance, or police regulation
governs fire safety or public health and sanitation, other than the dumping of refuse, the fine or
penalty shall not exceed two thousand dollars ($2,000.00). [f such rule, ordinance, or police
regulation governs the dumping of refuse, the fine or penalty shall not exceed four thousand
dollars ($4,000.00). Each occurrence of any violation of this ordinance, rule, or police regulation
shall constitute a separate offense. Each day on which any such violation of this ordinance, ruie,
or police regulation occurs shall constitute a separate offense.

Section 6.  Effective Dafe. This ordinance shall become effective immediately upon
second reading and enforceable in municipal court when published as required by law.

*  You can't get atemporary permit to sell alcoholic beverages if you don’t hold a TABC retaller
permit or represent a nonprofit. Glass containers are strictly prohibited.

CAN | GIVE AWAY FREE ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES WITHOUT HOLDING A TABC PERMIT:

Yes. Itis legal to provide free alcoholic beverages without a permit. But to be truly “free,” the beverage must be
available to any adult who walks in the door and requests it. If it’s only for paying customers, the assumption is that
the cost of the alcohol is included in the price of the service. This constitutes a sale of alcoholic beverages, and you
would need a TABC permit. When you provide the alcoholic beverage, there can’t be any expectation of receiving
money. You can’t ask for a donation or tip. You will need a permit if the drinks will only be available to paying guests.

A couple examples of "free” include:

» Awedding reception with free drinks.
» Aboutique that serves free wine while you shop, even if you don't buy anything,

+ Anail salon with a "free" drink when you pay for a manicure.

STAFF REPORT

Texas has participated in agreements with several companies fo resolve legal claims for their
role in the opioid crisis. Among them are marketing consultant McKinsey, pharmaceutical
companies Endo and Teva, and opioid manufacturer Johnson & Johnson (*Janssen”).

In response to the requirements of Senate Bill (SB) 1827 passed by the 87th Texas Legislature
in 2021, the Texas Comptroller of Public Accounts publishes statewide opioid settlement
agreement records.

SB 1827 requires the state to maintain an Opioid Abatement Account and an Opioid
Abatement Trust Fund related to opioid abatement settlements. The account and fund are
used to manage payments received by the state from settlements against opioid
manufacturers, distributors, or other parties subject to violation of state or federal laws on the
manufacture, marketing, distribution, or sale of opioids.

Texas currently expects to receive an estimated $1.4 billion over 18 years from settlement
agreements with, and court judgements against, companies related to their role in the
opioid crisis. Th €$1.6 billion includes only funds designated for the Opioid Abatement Trust
Fund and Opioid Abatement Account in accordance with the statute. The funds will come
in at different times as described in the individual settlement agreements. The amount may
vary based on future settlements and changes to settlement agreements,

The Abatement Fund will receive 15% of each settlement, and the City of Sealy's allocation is
0.00013758. Section 16.210 of the Texas Administrative Code requires grant recipients to
manage the day-to-day operations and activities of the grant and to maintain a sound
financial management system to account for the grant award funds. Allowable use of these
funds are established by an exhibit within the settlement. A copy of the list of allowable uses
is attached to the resolution as Exhibit “A."

In Fiscal Year 2023 and 2024 the City received a total of $7.738.71 in opioid grant funds which
went unutilized. As aresult, at the end of each fiscal year the total monies received were



attributed to the general fund balance. Since the use of these funds are restricted, they
should be segregated into their own fund to ensure proper use and to provide for sound
accounting.

The attached budget amendment will establish the new fund and increase the budget for
fransfers out in the General Fund and increase the budget revenue for state grant proceeds
in the Opioid Grant Fund. A journal entry will be performed to allocate the $7,738.71 from the
General Fund Sales Tax Revenue into the State Grant Proceeds for the Opioid Grant Fund to
avoid performing a reduction in the fund balance.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION:

Staff recommends City Council's approval of the Ordinance to establish an Opioid Grant
Fund to restrict the funds we currently have and to receive and deposit future deposits from
the Texas Opioid Abatement Trust Fund.

WHEREAS, the Texas Opioid Abatement Trust Fund was established to distribute funds; and

WHEREAS, the Texas Opioid Abatement Council was established to ensure that money
recovered by the state is allocated fairly and spent to remediate the opioid crisis statewide: and

WHEREAS, Texas expects to receive an estimated $1.6 billion over 18 years from settiement
agreements with, and court judgements against, companies related to their role in the opioid
crisis; and

WHEREAS, Cities and Counties will receive 15 percent of the available funds based on 3
formula that includes “opioid instances™ and

WHEREAS, the City of Sealy's allocation of available funds is 0.00013758: and

WHEREAS, Section §16.210 of the Texas Administrative Code requires grant recipients to
manage the day-to-day operations and activities of the grant and to maintain a sound financial
management system to account for the grant award funds; and

WHEREAS, the City Council finds and determines that the proposed changes in the budget are
for municipal purposes, and that the amendments of the budget are an emergency and matter
of public necessity requiring the adoption of the amendments to the budget at this time.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SEALY,
TEXAS:

Section 1. The facts and matters set forth in the preamble of this ordinance are found to be
true and correct and incorporated herein for all purposes.
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Section 2. The City of Sealy, Texas Fiscal Year 2024-2025 Budget is hereby amended to the
Budget of the City of Sealy, Texas for the Fiscal Year 2024-2025 shall be attached to and made
a part of the Original Budget by the City Secretary and filed as required by State Law.

In the event any clause, phrase, provision, sentence, or part of this Ordinance or the
application of the same to any person or circumstance shall for any reason by adjudged invalid
or held unconstitutional by a court of competent jurisdiction, it shall not affect, impair, or invalidate
this Ordinance as a whole or any part or provision hereof other than the part declared to be
invalid or unconstitutional, and the City Council of the City of Sealy, Texas, declares that it would
have passed each and every part thus declared to be invalid or unconstitutional whether there
be one or more parts.

Section 4. This Ordinance shall be effective immediately upon passage.

SUMMARY:

Senior Development type residential developments do not require as many parking
spaces per dwelling unit as typical multi-family residential developments. The Texas
Administrative Code requires that, without a local code, one and a half spaces per
dwelling unit for non-Elderly Developments and one space per dwelling unit for Elderly
Developments. These Elderly Developments typically include both one-bedroom
dwellings and two-bedroom dwellings.

Our current ordinances for multi-family developments require:

(1) Four parking spaces for each efficiency and one-bedroom unit;
(2) Five parking spaces for each two-bedroom unit;

(3) Six parking spaces for each three-bedroom unit; and

(4) Seven parking spaces for each four-bedroom unit or larger.

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Sealy, Texas, (“City") finds that
amending the rules and regulations for senior residential developments is in best interest
of the public welfare and safety;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY
OF SEALY, TEXAS:

Section 1.  The facts and recitations contained in the preambile to this ordinance
are true and correct and incorporated herein for all purposes.

Section 2. A new definition of “senior residential development” is added to
Section 28-1 of Article | of Chapter 28 of the City of Sealy Code of Ordinances to read as
follows:

“CHAPTER 28 — DEVELOPMENT RULES, REGULATIONS AND STANDARDS
ARTICLE I. - GENERAL PROVISIONS
Section 28-1., — Definitions.

Senior Residential Development shall mean a housing development designed and
marketed for those adults aged 55 or older.”

Section 3.  Section 28-54 of Article IV of Chapter 28 of the City of Sealy Code of
Ordinances is amended to read as follows:

“CHAPTER 28 - DEVELOPMENT RULES, REGULATIONS AND STANDARDS

* * * *
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ARTICLE IV. - MULTIFAMILY DEVELOPMENTS

* * * *

Sec. 28-54. Off-street parking.

Each dwelling unit within a multifamily dwelling complex shall be provided with
onsite off-street parking as follows:

(1) Four parking spaces for each efficiency and one-bedroom unit;
(2) Five parking spaces for each two-bedroom unit;

(3) Six parking spaces for each three-bedroom unit; and

(4) Seven parking spaces for each four-bedroom unit or larger; and

(5) One and a half parking spaces for each bedroom of a senior residential
development.

All parking areas shall be constructed of concrete cement. No on-street parking
shall be permitted. All parking areas shall be separated from walkways, sidewalks,
streets, or alleys by a wall, fence, curbing, or other protection device in accordance
herewith and in accordance with other applicable city specifications.”

Section 3. Repeal. All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict
herewith are repealed.

Section 4. Severability. In the event any section, paragraph, subdivision,
clause, phrase, provision, sentence, or part of this Ordinance or the application of the
same to any person or circumstance shall for any reason be adjudged invalid or held
unconstitutional by a court of competent jurisdiction, it shall not affect, impair, or invalidate
this Ordinance as a whole or any part of provision hereof other than the part declared to
be invalid or unconstitutional; and the City Council of the City of Sealy, Texas, declares
that it would have passed each and every part of the same notwithstanding the omission
of any such part thus declared to be invalid or unconstitutional, whether there be one or
more parts.

Section §. Penally. Any person who violates or causes, allows, or permits
another to violate any provision of this ordinance, rule, or police regulation of the city shall
be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor and, upon conviction thereof, shall be punished by a
fine or penalty not to exceed five hundred dollars ($500.00). If such rule, ordinance, or
police regulation governs fire safety or public health and sanitation, other than the
dumping of refuse, the fine or penalty shall not exceed two thousand dollars
($2,000.00). If such rule, ordinance, or police regulation governs the dumping of refuse,
the fine or penalty shall not exceed four thousand dollars ($4,000.00). Each occurrence
of any violation of this ordinance, rule, or police regulation shall constitute a separate
offense. Each day on which any such violation of this ordinance, rule, or police regulation

Section 8. Effective Date. This ordinance shall become effective immediately

upon second reading and enforceable in municipal court when published as required by
law.

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Sec. 28-1. Definitions.

For the purposes of this chapter, the following words, terms and phrases shalt have the meanings set forth
below.

Best management practices (BMPs) shall mean activities, practices, and procedures to prevent or reduce the
discharge of pollutions directly or indirectly into the municipal storm sewer system, waters in the state, and waters
of the United States.

Bullding shall mean a structure designed or huilt for the support, sheiter, protection, housing, or enclosure of
persons, animals, chattels, or property of any kind.

Building line shall mean an imaginary line, running parallel with applicable lot lines or street easement or
roadway right-of-way lines, and beyond which no building or structure may be located other than fences,
sidewalks, driveways, uncovered patios, or utility facilities placed by companies authorized to do so pursuant to
franchise, license, or other authorization of the city or other governmental entity having jurisdiction thereover.
Provided, however, no fence shall be authorized beyond a front building line or placed in a manner that would
enclose any city services, such as but not limTted to gas and water meters, except as specifically authorized herein,
In measuring a building line adjacent to a street easement or roadway right-of-way, the nearest boundary of the
street easement or roadway right-of-way shall be used.

Commercial shall mean occupied with or engaged in commerce or work intended for commerce.

Duplexes shall mean a detached residential structure containing two dwelling units, designed for occupancy
by not more than two families living independent of each other,

Earthy materials shall mean the natural occurring matertal found on Earth that constitute the raw materials
such as but not limited to minerals, rocks, soil, and water,

EPA shall mean the United States Environmental Protection Agency or its successor agency.

Erosion controf shall mean the practice of preventing or controling wind or water erosion in agriculture, land
development and construction and important technigues in preventing water poliution and soil loss.

Expressways shall mean a divided highway for high-speed traffic with at least partial controf of access, and
designated as such by the Sealy Comprehensive Pian Thoroughfare Plan Map.

Fitl dirt shall mean earthy material which is used to fill in a depression or hole in the ground or create
mounds, which includes stockpile of dirt or otherwise artificially change the grade or elevation of real property.

Front yard shall mean the space of between the property line {where it abuts ROW) and the building line.

Industrial shall mean an activity related to the manufacture, warehousing, shipping, production or storage of
products to be transported elsewhere for retail sale.

Institutional shall mean a non-profit, refligious, or public organization or corporation, such as a place of
worship, fibrary, public or private college or university, hospital, or governmental unit.

Land disturbance or disturb land shall mean clearing, grubbing, grading, excavating, demolishing, or any other form
of disturbing fand that consists of:

(1}  Five or more acres of land; or

{2) Less than five acres of land that is part of a larger common plan of development or sale that wilt result
in disturbance of five or more acres.

Lot leveling shall mean land disturbance activities, including clearing and grubbing, that requires the
uncovering of 5,000 or more square feet, excluding emergency activities, nursery and agricultural operations, and
actlvities on a lot less than one acre in size and used for single-family and two-family residential activities.

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Mixed use development shall mean development is the practice of allowing more than one type of use in a
building or set of buildings.

Multiple-family dwelling shall mean a building designed and constructed to contain three or more
independent dwelling units, which may share common passageways, vehicular access ways, and other essential
facilities.

Natural grade shall mean the grade across the property that does not contain artificial fill or berming.

NPDES shall mean the National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System, the federal program for issuing,
modifying, revoking, reissuing, terminating, monitoring and enforcing permits, and imposing and enforcing
pretreatment, under sections 307, 402, 318, and 405 of the Clean Water Act.

Sediment control shall mean a practice or device designed to keep eroded soil on a construction site, so that
it does not wash off and cause water pollution.

Senior Residential Development shall mean a housing development designed and marketed for those adults
aged 55 or older.

Single-family residential shall mean a detached building having accommeodations for and occupied by not
more than one family.

Street, local, shall mean a street used primarily for access to abutting properties and which is intended to
serve traffic within a limited area.

Street, collector, shall mean a street designed to carry traffic from local streets to the major system of arterial
streets and highways and designated as such by the Sealy Comprehensive Plan Thoroughfare Plan Map.

Street major arterial shall mean a street connecting two or more cities or communities, connecting two
highways of equal or greater capacity, or serving as the primary access to a large land area, and designated as such
by the Sealy Comprehensive Plan Thoroughfare Plan Map.

Street, minor arterial, shall mean a street designed as a principal traffic artery, more or less continuous
across the city, intended to connect remote parts of the city, and used primarily for fast or heavy volume traffic,
and designated as such by the Sealy Comprehensive Plan Thoroughfare Plan Map.

Structure shall mean anything constructed or erected which requires location on the ground or is attached to
something having a location on the ground, whether above, below, or at grade.

TCEQ shall mean the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality or such successor agency.
TPDES shall mean the Texas Pollutant Discharge Elimination System.

Townhomes shall mean a single-family dwelling designed to be sold as a unit, but forming one of a group or
series of three or more attached single-family dwellings separated from one another by common property lines.

Yard, front, shall mean the area from one side lot line to the other side lot line and between the front
building line and the street on which the lot fronts.

ARTICLE VI. MULTIFAMILY DEVELOPMENTS

Sec. 28-50. Compliance required; appfication.

It shall be untawful for any person to cause or permit the development, construction or occupancy of any
multiple-family dweliing, except as provided herein. Provided further, it shall be unlawful for any person to convert
the use of any hotel, motel, motor court, or other similar temporary lodging facility into a multiple-family dwelling
except in compliance with the provisions hereof. Notwithstanding the foregaing, it shall be a defense to
prosecution hereunder that 2 multiple-family dwelling development was approved by the city prior to the date of
adoption of this article.

Sec. 28-51. Drainage, utilities, infrastructure, health and safety, and nuisances.

(a)  Muftiple-family dwelling development should contain no more than 18 dwelling units per acre, butin no
event shall the number of dwelling units per acre adversely impact drainage, utility functions, infrastructure,
health, safety, or welfare, or create a nuisance.

{b)  Muitiple-family dwelfing development should be constructed to a height of no more than 45 feet above the
natural grade, but in no event may such building be a height that adversely impacts drainage, utility
functions, infrastructure, health, safety or welfare, or create a nuisance.

Sec. 28-52. Spacing between buildings.

Each building within a multiple-family dwelling complex shall be separated from other buildings by at least 35
feet.

Sec. 28-53. Building lines.

The following minimum bullding lines shall be required for lots or tracts containing multiple-family dwelling
buildings, measured from the applicable property line; provided however if the lot is encumbered with a street
easement or roadway right-of-way, such building line shall be measured from the boundary line of such street
easement or roadway right-of-way nearest the center of the lot,

(1)  Front yard. The front yard building line shall not be less than 25 feet, except that where a front yard
faces an arterfal street, the front building line shall not be less than 35 feet.

(2}  Side yard, interior. The interior side yard building line shall be not less than five feet, except that where
an interior side lot line is adjacent to property restricted by a duly recorded subdivision plat to, or
primarity used for, single-family residential purposes, such interior side building line shall be not less
than 25 feet.

(3)  Side yard, street. The side building line adjacent to a street shall be not less than 15 feet, except that
where the side yard is adjacent to an arterial street such building line shall be not less than 25 feet.

(4)  Rear yard, interior; alleyways. The rear building line shall be not less than 15 feet. Provided, however,
where the rear property line abuts an alleyway, there shall be a minimum of 30 feet between the
buildings abutting said alleyway. Provided further, if the rear property line abuts an alteyway having a
width of 20 feet or less but more than 15 feet, then the rear building line shall be not less than five
feet; and if the rear property line abuts an alleyway having a width of 15 feet or less, then the rear

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building line shall be not less than seven and one-half feet. In all cases, buildings shall be constructed in
relation to the rear property line so that there shall at all times be not less than 30 feet between the
rear building lines.

(5)  Rear yard, major street. A rear building line adjacent to an arterial street shall be not less than 25 feet.

(6) Zero lot line exception. Notwithstanding the foregoing, there shall be no required interior side or rear
building line if the wall adjoining such interior side or rear lot line, as applicable, is constructed with
materials giving it a four-hour fire wall rating, except where a side or a rear lot line is adjacent to a lot
or tract restricted by a duly recorded subdivision plat to, or primarily used for, single-family residential
purposes.

Sec. 28-54. Off-street parking.

Each dwelling unit within a multifamily dwelling complex shall be provided with onsite off-street parking as
follows:

(1)  Four parking spaces for each efficiency and one-bedroom unit;

(2) Five parking spaces for each two-bedroom unit;

(3) Six parking spaces for each three-bedroom unit; ard

(4)  Seven parking spaces for each four-bedroom unit or larger; and

(5) One and a half parking spaces for each bedroom of a senior residential development.

All parking areas shall be constructed of concrete cement. No on-street parking shall be permitted. All
parking areas shall be separated from walkways, sidewalks, streets, or alleys by a wall, fence, curbing, or other
protection device in accordance herewith and in accordance with other applicable city specifications.

Sec. 28-55. Green space/recreational areas.

A minimum of 15 percent of the gross platted area shall be open green space and 15 percent common
recreational areas. The 15 percent of the gross platted area designated for open space shall not be substituted for
recreational areas. Said open green space and common recreational areas shall be areas not specifically designated
or used as building sites for dwelling units, buildings sites for utility or storage buildings, parking lots, garages,
streets, drainage and detention facilities, or driveways within the multiple-family development. The actual surface
area of open green space, such as lawns and landscaping shall be considered in calculating the minimum
requirement for open green space. Common recreational areas, such as swimming pools and surrounding paved
deck, tennis courts, community rooms, saunas, and other recreational areas, shall be considered in calculating the
minimum requirement for common recreational areas. Required buffer yards, except surfaced parking and
driveways located within said buffer yards, if any, may be included in computing the minimum required area of
green space.

Sec. 28-56. Screening.

The following screening requirements shall apply to multiple-family dwelling developments.
(1)  All refuse containers shall be screened.

(2) Developers of a multiple-family dwelling shall install a six-foot solid fence, wall, or other similar
screening device on the two sides and rear of any such multiple-family dwelling when adjacent to a lot
that contains a single-family dwelling.

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Sec. 28-57. Streets or driveways.

Each multiple-family dwelling complex shall have streets and driveways constructed of concrete cement,
shall be curbed and guttered in accordance with existing requirements of the city, and shall be at least 28 feet in
width throughout. All streets and driveways shall be lighted at night with a minimum intensity of two foot-candles'
illumination.

Sec. 28-58. Sidewalks.

Sidewalks of concrete cement or other masonry construction shall be provided between the dwelling units
and all community facilities provided for residents in accordance with applicable city standards and specifications.
All walkways shall be lighted at night with a minimum intensity of two foot-candles' illumination.

Sec. 28-59, Windows,

All multiple story buildings within a multiple-family development complex shall be constructed so that there
shall be no windows above the first floor on any sides which are adjacent to existing residential platted lots or
existing single-family residences unless the following setbacks are mat:

(1) Forty feet in height 65 feet setback from the property line of the residential lot.

{(2)  The height of the huilding may increase more than 40 feet at a ratio of one foot for each five feet of
additional setback. For example, a building Hmited to 40 feet in height at 65 feet from a lot that is
residential may be increased to a height of 60 feet at a point that is 165 feet from the property line of
the residential fot.

LICENSE PLATE READER (LPR) USER AGREEMENT

This document constitutes a User Agreement which sets forth the duties and responsibilities of the User Agency in
order to gain access to the Texas Automated License Plate Reader {LPR) Database administered by the Texas
Department of Public Safety (TXDPS). The User Agency shall be a criminal justice or law enforcement agency.

USER AGENCY:

The LPR Database shall consist of shared data from all participating local, state, and federal agencies, as well as
TXDPS captured data, of the following information associated with a license plate captured by an LPR: license plate
numbers; latitude and longitude coordinates indicating where the plate was captured; date/time of the capture; and
Originating Agency ldentifier (ORI) information of the agency capturing the information. The LPR Database shall be
maintained, operated, and managed by TXDPS on a 24 hour, 7 days a week, 365 days a year basis.

A. USER AGENCY RESPONSIBILITIES

The User Agency may only access and use LPR information for official criminal justice purposes. LPR
information shail not be accessed or used for any other purpose.

The User Agency shall allow TXDPS to share the User Agency's data contributed to the LPR Database with
other authorized criminal justice or law enforcement agencies.

The User Agency shall provide its own internet connectivity and maintenance which meets Criminal Justice
Information Services (C]iS) Security Policy requirements.

The User Agency shall retain sole ownership of, sole responsibility for, and exclusive control over the
content of the information that it contributes to the LPR Database.

The User Agency shall, at will and at any time, update, correct, or delete the information that it contributes
to the LPR Database.

The User Agency has the sole responsibility to ensure that the information it contributes to the LPR
Database was not obtained and is not maintained in violation of any federal, state, or local law applicable to
that agency.

The User Agency has sole responsibility and accountability for ensuring compliance with all laws,
regulations, policies, and procedures applicable to its entry and sharing of information into the LPR
Database, including but not limited to the federal Driver's Privacy Protection Act (18 U.5.C. §2721 et seq.)
and the Texas Motor Vehicle Records Disclosure Act (Tex. Transp. Code Ch. 730).

The User Agency shall duly report to TXDPS, in writing, any instance in which LPR information is used in an
unauthorized manner. Such notice shall be provided immediately, but no later than three (3) calendar days
of when the User Agency first learned of the unauthorized use.

The User Agency has the duty, sole responsibility, and accountability to make reasonable efforts to ensure
the accuracy, upon entry and continuing thereafter, of information that it contributes to the LPR Database.
The User Agency is solely responsible for the actions or omissions of its employees and officers.

The User Agency shall permit access to the LPR Database only to individual users who meet standard Texas
Law Enforcement Telecommunications System (TLETS) credentials.
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B. GENERAL TERMS

1.

TXDPS shall notify the User Agency if it receives a challenge to or reasonable guestion about the accuracy of
the information submitted by the User Agency in the LPR Database.

The minimum retention period for information to remain in the LPR Database shall be three (3) years,
unless the User Agency indicates to TXDPS that a shorter retention period is required.

TXDPS wilt provide system training to the LPR Database users at no charge to the User Agency at a time and
location to be designated by TXDPS. The obligation of TXDPS to incur training costs is conditional upon
sufficient funds budgeted and available. No financial lability shall be incurred by TXDPS by virtue of this
User Agreement beyond monies available to it for the purpose of fulfilling this User Agreement,

TXDPS reserves the right to immediately suspend service to the User Agency or an individual user when
applicable policies are violated. Service may be reinstated, in TXDPS' sole discretion, upon receipt of
satisfactory assurance that such violations have been corrected. All costs for reconnection service are the
responsibility of the User Agency.

TXDPS shall have the authority to inspect and audit the equipment, records, and operations of the User
Agency to determine the User Agency’s compliance with standards and requirements associated with
TLETS, Texas Crime Information Center (TCIC)/National Crime Information Center (NCIC), and of this User
Agreement throughout the term and for a period of four (4} years after the termination of this User
Agreement. The User Agency shall maintain records regarding the use and dissemination of information in
the LPR Database and shall provide such records to TXDPS immediately upon its request,

Any waiver of any breach or default of this User Agreement by TXDPS shall not constitute a waiver of any
subsequent breach or default or a waiver of the provision itself,

C. DURATION AND TERMINATION

1.

This User Agreement is effective upon the date it is signed by the User Agency and shall remain in effect
until terminated by TXDPS or the User Agency.

This User Agreement may be terminated at any time upon the mutual written consent of TXDPS and the
User Agency.

TXDPS or the User Agency may terminate this User Agreement for convenience upon thirty (30) calendar
days written notice to the other party.

TXDPS may terminate this User Agreement if the User Agency fails to comply with any provision of this User
Agreement or is otherwise in default by providing written notice to terminate, which termination shall
become effective immediately upon the User Agency’s receipt of the notice.

In no event will termination by TXDPS give rise to any liability whatsoever on the part of TXDPS.

All rights, obligations, responsibilities, limitations, and other understandings with respect to the disclosure
and use of all information by the User Agency as described in this User Agreement shall survive any
termination.

WHEREAS, the City of Sealy City Council met December 3, 2024, to discuss city staff's presentation on capital
improvement needs and 2025 Series Debt issuance proposal, and with the City Council’s unanimous approval to move
forward with those recommendations for the issuance of debt, the recommendations included application for sidewalks
as a part of the 2025 Series Debt Issuance; and

STAFF REPORT

SUMMARY

Pursuant to state statute, the City Charter, and the Financial Management policy, the City
shall have its records and accounts audited annually and shall prepare an annual financial
statement and report. The audit shall be performed by an independent, qualified certified
public accounting (CPA) firm, licensed to practice in the State of Texas.

BrooksWatson & Co, PLLC has served as the City’s auditors for the last five years beginning
with the fiscal year 2020 audit and will conclude with the fiscal year 2024 audit, which will be
presented to City Council in April.

At least every five years, the request for proposal process is initiated to review and evaluate
all qudlified firms interested in providing these services to the City of Sealy. At this time,
following completion of the existing five-year term, it is necessary for the City to issue a
Request for Statement of Qualifications (RSQ) for professional auditing services. A copy of the
proposed RSQ is attached as an exhibit to the resolution.

The City is requesting authorization to issue a RSQ for professional auditing services for the
fiscal years ending on September 30, 2025, 2026, and 2027. Upon mutual agreement of the
City and the audit firm, the contract can be extended for an additional year in each of the
successive years to also provide auditing services for the fiscal years ending 2028 and 2029,
for a total of five years.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION:

Staff recommends City Council’'s approval of the resolution approving the solicitation of
proposals from qualified independent audit firms to perform the annual audit of the city's
accounts and records.

Statements of Qualification may be withdrawn at any time prior to the submittal deadline, but they may
not be withdrawn after the official opening. Statements of Qualification received will be publicly opened
after the solicitation closing time in the City Hall Council Chambers located at 415 Main Street. At the
opening, only the names of the respondent(s) submitting a Statement of Qualification will be read aloud.
No other information will be disclosed at that time. Statements of Qualification information is restricted
and not publicly available until after award of a contract. All documents associated with the Statements
of Qualification submitted, unless the respondent indicates a portion of the Statements of Qualification
is proprietary, may be subject to public inspection in accordance with the Texas Public Information Act.
All information obtained during this solicitation will become property of the City of Sealy.

Submittal Deadline: It is the Offeror’s responsibility to have the Statements of Qualification documents
correctly physically submitted by the submittal deadline. No extensions will be granted, and no late
submissions will be accepted.

8. Completeness: If the response to the RSQ is incomplete or otherwise fails to conform to the
requirements of the RSQ, the City alone will determine whether the variance is so significant as to
render the Offer’s Statements of Qualification non-responsive, or whether the variance may be cured by
the Offeror or waived by the City, such that the response to the RSQ may be considered for award.

C. Ambiguity: Any ambiguity in the response to the RSQ as a result of omission, error, lack of clarity or non-
compliance by the Offeror with specifications, instructions and all conditions shall be construed in the
favor of the City. In the event of a conflict between these standard RSQ requirements and details
provided the Scope of Services or Statements of Qualification, the Appendices shail prevail.

D. Additional information: City may request any other information necessary to determine Offeror’s ability
to meet the minimum standards required by this RSQL.

E. Partial Contract Award: City reserves the right to award one contract for some or all the requirements
proposed or award multiple contracts for various portions of the requirements to different Offerors
based on the responses to this RSQ, or to reject any and all respanses to the RSQ and re-solicit the RSQ,

as deemed to be in the best interest of City.



Unit Prices and Extensions: If unit prices and their extensions do not coincide, the unit price governs

Public Information: The requirements of Subchapter ), Chapter 552, Government Code, may apply to this

solicitation and the contractor or vendor agrees that the contract can be terminated if the contractor or
vendor knowingly or intentionally fails to comply with a requirement of that subchapter.

House Bill 89 Verification Form: Passed by the Legislature in 2017, House Bill 89 prohibits a governmental
entity, including a school district, from entering into a contract for goods or services with a company
unless the contract contains a written verification from the company that it does not boycott israel and
will not boycott Israel during the term of the contract (Texas Government Code 2270.002). The form
must be completed and included in the Offeror’s response unless exempted by the statute in order to
ensure compliance with House Bill 89.

The City of Sealy is seeking to receive Statements of Qualification from certified public accountants to audit its
financial statements for the fiscal year ending September 30, 2025, 2026, and 2027 with the option of auditing
its financial statements for each of the two (2) subsequent fiscal years. These audits are to be performed in
accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of America (“generally accepted
auditing standards”), the standards set forth for financial audits contained in Government Auditing Standards
issued by the Comptroller General of the United States (“generally accepted government auditing standards”),
and the U.S. Office of Management and Budget (OMB) Circular A-133, Audits of States, Local Governments, and
Non-Profit Organizations.

The City will consider a term contract of services for an initial term of one (1) year, with the option to renew for
up to four (4) additional one-year terms upon mutual agreement.

14. Scope and Intent
A. General: The City is soliciting the services of qualified firms of certified public accountants to audit its

financial records.

B. Scope of Work to be Performed: The City of Sealy desires the auditor to express an opinion on the fair

presentation of its basic financial statements in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted

in the United States of America.

The City of Sealy also desires the auditor to express an “in-relation-to” opinion on the fair
presentation of its combining financial statements and schedules in conformity with auditing
standards generally accepted in the United States of America. The auditor is not required to
audit the introductory and statistical sections of the report. The statistical section, while not
audited, should be reviewed by the auditor.

The auditor shall also perform certain limited procedures involving Required Supplementary
Information required by the GASB, as mandated by accounting principles generally accepted in
the United States of America.

The auditor should submit a list of requested client-prepared schedules to the City’s Finance
Director prior to the start of fieldwork. Because the Finance Department must carry on its
normal operations during the audit, time constraints should be taken into account.

The comprehensive annual financial report (CAFR) shall be prepared in accordance with the
most recently issued Governmental Accounting, Auditing, and Financial Reporting (GAAFR, or
“Blue Book”), published by the Government Finance Officers Association of the United States
and Canada (GFOA). The City will submit its CAFR to the GFOA for review in its Certificate of
Achievement for Excellence in Financial Reporting program. It is anticipated that the auditor will
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be required to provide special assistance to meet the requirements of that program. Therefore,
the City will search for a firm that actively participates in technically assisting clients that have
previously been awarded the certificate.

The introductory and statistical sections of the CAFR will be prepared by the auditors, with
assistance from City staff. The auditor will compile and prepare all financial statements and
schedules in the financial section of the CAFR. The notes to the financial statements will be a
joint effort of the City and the auditors and will be prepared by the auditor. The City reserves the
right to edit the auditor’s CAFR and make recommendations and/or modifications to the CAFR,
in accordance with all applicable governmental reporting requirements. The auditor assumes full
responsibility for printing and binding the CAFR. The auditor agrees to provide the City with a
print-ready version of the CAFR in a Portable Document Format (PDF) file.

The auditors should have the City’s CAFR completed at the earliest possible date, but no later
than 180 days after fiscal year end. The auditor may also prepare written responses as required
by the GFOA Certificate of Achievement for Excelience in Financial Reporting, resulting from the
prior year CAFR review.

From time to time, the City may request the auditor to perform other audits and reviews not
specifically provided for under this section. if such a request is made, the auditor shall submit, at
the City’s request, a separate proposal for completing the engagement, along with a proposed
fee schedule. The City reserves the right to contract for any additional audits or reviews from
whomever it chooses,

A. Background Information: The City of Sealy is a political subdivision located in the southeastern part of
Texas and is the largest municipality in Austin County. It is situated approximately 50 miles west of
downtown Houston at the crossroads of Interstate Highway 10 and State Highway 36. The City of Sealy
currently has a Jand area of 14 square miles and an estimated population of 7,051, based on data
provided by the U.S. Census Bureau.

The City operates under a home rule charter with a Council-Manager form of government. Policymaking
and legislative authority are vested in the City Council, which consists of a Mayor and six other Council
members. The Mayor and Council members are elected at-large on a non-partisan basis to serve three-
year staggered terms. The City Council is responsible, among other things, for enacting local legislation in
the form of ordinances, adopting the budget, appointing committees, determining policy, and appointing
the City Manager. In turn, the City Manager is the chief executive officer and is responsible for the
administration of the policies and ordinances of the City, for overseeing the day-to-day operations of the
City, and for the employment of all the City employees. The City provides a full range of municipal
services including public safety, the construction and maintenance of streets and other infrastructure,
and recreational and cultural activities. The City also provides the public with water, sanitary sewer,
natural gas, and solid waste collection and disposal services on a user fee basis.

Budgetary Basis of Accounting: The City budgets on a basis consistent with generally accepted
accounting principles.

Federal and State Financial Assistance: The City may receive grants and/or financial assistance, including,
but not limited to: Community Development Block Grant Funds from GLO and TDA, Federal Criminal
Justice Division grants, Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA), Texas Parks and Wildlife,
American Rescue Plan Act, HGAC, and the State of Texas.

18. Evaluation Procedures
Proposals will be evaluated to ascertain which proposal best meets the needs of the City. During the evaluation
process, the City reserves the right to request additional information or clarifications from proposers or to allow
corrections of errors or omissions. Oral presentations and/or interviews may be arranged to assist in making the
final selection.

A. Audit Selection Committee: Proposals submitted will be evaluated by an Audit Proposal Review
Committee selected by the City. The Audit Proposal Review Committee will make a recommendation of
the top firms to the City’s Audit Committee.

B. Review of Proposals: The Audit Proposal Review Committee will use a point formula during the review
process to score proposals. Each member of the Audit Proposal Review Committee will first score each
technical proposal by each of the criteria described in Section VIl C below. The Audit Proposal Review
Committee will then convene to review and discuss these evaluations and to combine the individual
scores to arrive at a composite technical score for each firm.
