Even in a time of crisis, it is our duty 
as stewards of the community to continue 
to uphold the high standards of education 
you and your family deserve.  While the 
Coronavirus (COVID-19) global pandemic 
has presented its share of challenges over the 
last few months, I am proud of the work the 
Williamsville Central School District and 
Board of Education have done to ensure a 

comprehensive budget for the 2020-2021 school year.

The proposed budget is a fiscally responsible budget that I am 
confident our community can support.   It preserves current academic 
and extracurricular programming for students, maintains a focus on 
physical, mental, and emotional well-being of students at all levels, 
and continues to support a high level of professional development for 
all teachers and staff members so they have the resources necessary to 
help our students and community succeed. Additionally, as we continue 
to look toward the future and our community’s success, it is also 
imperative we continue to advocate for Foundation Aid from New York 
State.  This funding is critical in maintaining the resources, programs, 
and educational standards that help the District provide what many 
consider to be the best education in Western New York.

In addition to presenting a well-rounded budget, the District is 
also dedicated to ensuring the security of our schools.  Following two 
independent security reviews in the Spring of 2019, District leadership 
identified several areas for improvement. The 2020 School Security 
Improvement Project, a capital project which does not increase local 
taxes, is a proactive approach by the Williamsville Central School 
District to protect the physical safety of students in all 13 schools.  It 
also provides funding for vital infrastructure updates, such as roof 
replacements, that are essential to the continued safety and security of 
our schools, students, and community.

I encourage you to review the budget along with the capital 
project, and participate in the budget vote on June 9, 2020. Detailed 
information on the 2020-2021 proposed budget and the 2020 School 
Security Improvement Project is available on the district website at 
www.williamsvillek12.org.

Dear Members of the Board of Education 
and Community,

While we continue to navigate one of the 
most challenging times in our community 
due to the Coronavirus (COVID-19) health 
crisis, I am pleased to recommend and 
present the 2020-2021 proposed budget, 
which supports a quality, well-rounded 
educational program for nearly 10,000 
students.

The proposed $199,199,730 budget represents a 2.06 percent 
spending increase driven mainly through contractual obligations 
for district employees and mandated expenses.  I want to be upfront 
regarding the 2020-21 budget.  Like many school districts throughout 
the state, we are facing revenue challenges due to this unprecedented 
global health crisis.  The ongoing battle against COVID-19 has impacted 
state aid for Williamsville schools.  Foundation Aid also continues to be 
at the forefront of the discussion and, with the District owed more than 
$12.6 million from New York State in Foundation Aid, we encourage 
you to continue to advocate for our fair share of state aid for our schools.  
The District has letters available for you to send to state legislators on 
our District website and through WITS.

Our administrative team, together with the Board of Education, is 
guided by the fundamental principle that everything we do is done in the 
best interest of our students.  Even as COVID-19 continues to impact 
our daily lives, I am proud that the 2020-2021 budget protects the 
existing level of quality educational programming that our community 
deserves.

The June ballot also includes a second proposition for the 2020 
School Security Improvement Project, a $43.2 million capital project 
that is designed to increase security at all 13 schools in the Williamsville 
Central School District.  It is our duty as leaders and educators to ensure 
a safe and secure learning environment for students.  The project, which 
does not increase local taxes, is funded through the existing debt service 
budget and also adds state aid to the District.

WILLIAMSVILLE CENTRAL SCHOOLS

This year, eight candidates are vying for three seats on the Williamsville Board of Education, including 
two incumbents.  The highest three vote recipients on June 9, 2020, will each be elected for a term of three 
years beginning July 1, 2020, and concluding July 1, 2023.   Candidates provided information to the District 
Clerk about why they were seeking re-election/election to the school board.  More information on the 
candidates is available on the District website, www.williamsvillek12.org.  These are the candidates and 
the order in which they appear on the ballot:

1A - Michael C. Buscaglia - I am running because I am highly qualified to be a member of the school board and to 
assure that students and teachers are always put first. I will strive to enhance relationships and communication between the 
community and district. I support policies that provide the greatest environment for learning and teaching. My goal is to 
develop a progressive agenda to help the school district move forward in a rapidly changing environment, never experienced 
before.

 
2A - Matthew Clabeaux, Esq. - am certified in NY to teach Art K-12 and Social Studies; am admitted to the practice 

of law and recently took mediation training. I love learning, public policy, our environment, and want to see safe, healthy 
inclusive schools for our children.  As a former educator, current business owner, trained mediator, parent and environmental 
advocate, I will bring a range of understanding and insight to the board that will benefit our children and our community.

 
3A - Crystal Kaczmarek-Bogner - As an established parent-leader and advocate for students, I intend to help our 

district grow its excellent reputation, receive fair state funding, and nurture global citizens ready to thrive in our ever-
changing society. Additionally, I want to facilitate improved communication and transparency, in part by encouraging two-
way dialogue with diverse constituents. Finally, I aspire to enhance mental health supports, adopt evidence-based policies and 
practices whenever possible, and champion an environmental sustainability capital improvement project.

 
4A - Dr. Susan D. McClary (incumbent) - As a current WCSD Board member, I would like the opportunity to 

continue working on projects and initiatives already begun. These include strategic planning, budgeting considerations and 
school security. Maintaining our high learning standards is also a priority for me.

 
5A - Philip S. Meyer, Esq./MBA (incumbent) - I am running for reelection because I enjoy serving my community 

and believe that I have more to contribute to the Williamsville Central School District. I have been privileged the past 
three years to have the trust of Williamsville stakeholders to serve their collective interests on the Williamsville School 
Board. I treat that trust with great care and aim to strengthen it through board actions and policies which are grounded in 
transparency, open government, accountability, engagement and responsiveness.

 
6A - Ronald S. Shubert, Esq. - I am seeking re-election to the School Board, after taking three years off from the 

Board, due to my keen interest in assuring the children of our District a quality education second to none. I have lived in 
the District for 55 years having attended both Mill Middle and Williamsville South High schools. I was elected to the School 
Board in 1999 and have served as Vice-President for two terms and President for three terms.

 
7A - Swaroop Singh, PhD, MBA - As a parent and a community member, I want to ensure that our kids have a stress 

free and safe learning environment. To that end, I will advocate for - Additional resources for mental health for our children; 
Technological resources needed for a more integrated and stress free learning in our short and long-term strategic plans. 
With my professional, volunteering experience and a diverse background, I will bring a unique perspective to our school 
board.

 
8A - Jason Sinsabaugh - As a father of two children in the district and someone with a strong background in technology, 

I feel I can bring a unique set of skills, experience, and perspective to the board that it currently lacks: especially during these 
challenging times. I am passionate for my kids, my community and education. I am a problem solver and want to help build 
solutions not only for our problems today but those of tomorrow and beyond.



Level Debt Service Plan
The 1996-97 debt service budget was initiated at an amount of $5,351,929. 
Since that time, the District has reduced the amount (in 2002) because of 
savings obtained through the re-financing of bonds. The reduction amount was 
$307,954. More recently, in 2007, the Board of Education approved the pay-
off of a Bond Anticipation Note (BAN), which further reduced the level debt 
service plan by $267,153. In 2015 our community approved of an increase of 
$100,000 to debt service to support the enhancement portion of the athletic 
field capital project. The summation of these changes result in a current level 
debt service plan amount is $4,876,822.

The financing for this capital project proposition relies on current budgeted 
funds that are in the District’s General Fund. This proposition does not 
require an increase to a future annual budget for payment of the long-term 
debt associated with this proposition. Thus, the approval of this capital project 
will not increase future tax levies of the District.

Capital Reserve Funding
The District’s long-term capital reserve financial plan is appropriating 
$13,000,000 of reserve savings toward this project. This amount represents 
funds available from both the 2016 and 2019 capital reserves.

A capital reserve is established through a district vote. Each capital reserve 
proposition states the maximum amount of funding for the reserve; maximum 
time period for the reserve; and the funding methods to be used for the 
reserve.

Capital reserve funds may be allocated to a capital project only if the 
community approves of their use through a public vote. The $13,000,000 
in capital reserve funding is included in the capital project proposition. The 
usage of capital reserve funds must comply with the applicable laws that 
govern the expenditure of capital project funds. The funds cannot be used for 
any other purpose.

2020 Capital Project

$43.2 million School Security 
Improvement Project
The 2020 School Security Improvement Project calls for 
$43.2 million in security renovations throughout the 
District.  The security improvement recommendations were 
made following security reviews that began in 2018 and 
ended in the Spring of 2019.  These security reviews were 
completed by the Amherst Police Department and by a 
national security expert.  The District’s funding goal was 
to structure a capital project that would not increase the 
general fund budget or raise taxes.  The finance plan for this 
project accomplishes this goal through the District’s debt-
service plan, Capital Reserve funding, and New York State 
building aid.  If approved by voters, the plan does not raise 
taxes.  The funding plan for the capital project is explained 
below.

New York State Building Aid
It is important to note that the District will receive New York State Education 
Department building aid for this capital project. The current building aid 
percentage is 59.0%. 
 
The actual calculation of building aid considers a number of factors including 
approved expenditures and maximum allowable costs. Generally, for every 
$1.00 spent by the District, New York State will reimburse Williamsville 
$0.59. It is estimated that this proposition will provide the District with 
$23,944,560 in aid. The aid is payable over fifteen years and the annual amount 
of aid projected in a school year is $1,596,304. It is projected that 6.1% of 
the total project expenses will not qualify for state aid due to state aid formula 
deductions.

2020 School Security 
Improvement Project
The June 9, 2020 proposition addresses 
capital improvements at all 13 of the 
District’s schools.  The 2020 School 
Security Improvement Project creates 
a secured entrance where visitors 
will have contact with a school 
administrator before being allowed to 
enter the school.   It also allows for the 
installation for an immediate school 
lockdown system, which is similar to 
a fire alarm system, and includes the 
installation of a security (shatter 
proof) film on windows that were 
identified during the two security 
reviews conducted by the District 
at each school. In addition to these 
security improvements, roofs will be 
replaced at Williamsville North High 
School, Country Parkway Elementary 
School, Forest Elementary School, and 
Maple East Elementary School.

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Why a capital project for security improvements?
When our schools were built, safety and security were looked at differently.  
School design was focused on accessibility and were open to the public. 
However, social changes have required school districts to re-think security.  
The 2020 School Security Improvement project is a proactive approach by 
the District on security, maximizing the physical and emotional safety of our 
students.

How were items to be addressed in the capital project 
identified?
The Williamsville Central School District conducted two independent 
security reviews spanning from 2018 to the Spring 2019.  The first security 
review was conducted by the Amherst Police Department while the second 
security review was conducted by a national security expert.  The District 
took recommendations following the two security reviews, identified areas for 
security renovations, and developed the proposed $43.2 million capital project 
in security improvements.

If approved, when will the work begin?
Upon voter approval, the plans will be finalized and submitted to the State 
Education Department (SED) for review and approval.  Once approval is 
received from the State Education Department, the plans are used to create a 
bid document that is relied upon by contractors bidding on this project’s work.  
The projected project timeline indicates that initial construction will be begin 
in April of 2022.

While some of the least disruptive work can be done when school is in session, 
much of the work identified in this capital project can only be done when school 
is not in session. Therefore, the capital project will take up to two years to 
complete, with the estimated project completion scheduled for February of 
2024.

What happens if the 2020 School Security Improvement 
Project is not approved by voters?
The items that have been targeted in this capital project address important 
security improvement that will not get done if the proposition is not approved 
by voters.  If not addressed, some of the security concerns raised during the two 
independent security reviews will leave our students, staff, and school at risk.

Also, if the proposition is voted down, the District would give up state aid 
dollars that are available to school districts for capital improvements, thereby 
missing an opportunity to channel state tax dollars back into our community.

Q&A
2020 School Security Improvement 
Project
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Bond Proposition
Although there is no increase associated with the 2020 School Security Improvement Project, New York 
State law requires a public vote in order to secure building aid for capital work and to allow the school 
district to spend money from its capital reserve fund.  The single ballot proposition on June 9, 2020 
addresses three aspects of the financial plan that would support the work outlined in the capital project.  
Local voter approval is required to move the project forward.

The official bond proposition is written to specifically address legal requirements.  In order to help voters 
better understand the legalese, the following chart outlines the financial elements of the proposition 
seeking authorization to expend $43,224,273 for specified capital projects at District schools:

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General Support

Instruction is the core of the school budget.  This 
general category covers salaries for administrators, 
teachers, nurses, aides, related instructional 
personnel (library media specialists, school 
counselors, psychologists and  social workers) 
and all materials, supplies, and equipment 
necessary to support the educational environment.  
Co-curricular and interscholastic athletic 
activities are also included in this general area 
of instruction.	
 

Pupil Transportation and	
Other Community Services
Pupil Transportation - The District uses 
outside contractual services to provide regular 
transportation within and outside of the District 
for all students and for co-curricular and 
interscholastic athletic activities at other locations 
as well as for instructional-related field trips. 
Other Community Services - This general 
category includes costs related to District census 
activities and support for certain community use 
of  facilities.

Employee Benefits
This category groups a variety of District 
benefit costs including required contributions 
to the State Retirement Systems, Social Security, 
Workers’ Compensation, and an Unemployment 
Insurance Fund. Also included are medical 
insurance and other contractual costs.

Debts & Obligations
This category groups a variety of district-wide 
costs which are not included in other areas such 
as long term debt payments.

Estimated 2020 School Tax Bill for Amherst

School tax bills are estimated based on the prior year's (2019) property assessments 
and equalization rates. Property assessment, equalization rates and and changes in 
the New York State STAR program will impact a homeowner's actual tax bill.
The district issues a tax levy amount that is certified by the New York State Education 
Department and reported to the Office of the New York State Comptroller. The 
proposed 2020-2021 levy is voted on by the community in June and does not change 
when town assessors issue final assessment numbers are recieved in the summer. 

Contingent Budget
The Board of Education is required by state law to implement a contingent budget 
if the proposed budget fails to receive community approval after two budget votes. 
Under a contingent budget, the school tax levy cannot exceed the prior year's tax 
levy. For Williamsville schools, a contingent budget would require a $3.5 million 
reduction to the 2020-2021 proposed budget.

Ballot Proposition #2: 2020 School Security 
Improvement Project

In addition to the 2020-2021 budget, a second proposition on the June 9, 2020 ballot seeks 
voter approval for the 2020 School Security Improvement Project.  This $43.2 million capital 
project is funded through the District’s debt-service, capital reserve fund, and New York State 
Building Aid.  There is no local tax increase with this proposition.

If approved, the 2020 School Security Improvement Project will provide important physical 
security improvements and vital infrastructure updates to schools in the district.  In addition, 
approval of this project will add State Aid dollars to the District.

PTSA Council honors three individuals for 
Service to Youth

2013, Mr. Gammiero took over as the Gifted Programming Specialist in 2013.  Since then, according 
to his nominators, Mr. Gammiero has “taken the program to new heights.” In addition to his dedication 
to education, Mr. Gammiero has served in a variety of extracurricular roles at Mill including Drama 
Club Advisor, Social Justice Club Advisor, and Future City Advisor where he has helped lead the club 
to multiple regional and national awards.

SUPPORT STAFF AWARD: Gail Dahlman, Guidance Clerk Typist, Williamsville East High School.
For more than two decades, Mrs. Dahlman has provided remarkable support to the Williamsville 
Central School District.  “It was as if her energy could power New York City,” one of her nominators 
wrote upon meeting her for the first-time last year.  Mrs. Dahlman joined the District in 1997 as a 
Teacher Aide at Heim Elementary School before joining East High School in 2000 as a Clerk Typist.  
Mrs. Dahlman has served in her current role as Clerk Typist in the Guidance Office since 2003 and 
has continued to earn high praise from her colleagues with one nominator writing, “She is the go-
to support staff in our office, assisting our students and faculty with not only clerical support but 
emotional support as well.”

VOLUNTEER AWARD: Cheryl Gelder, Williamsville East High School PTA. With four boys, and 
her youngest set to graduate, Mrs. Gelder has been a fixture in the Williamsville Central School 
District for 20 years. From Country Parkway, to Transit Middle and Williamsville East, Mrs. Gelder 
has volunteered and served on the Yearbook Committee, Shared Decision Making Team, and as 
PTSA Co-President. She has also volunteered with the baseball and basketball teams at East.  Her 
nominators agree that Mrs. Gelder exemplifies this award with “sustained and extraordinary service 
that goes above and beyond”.  In addition to her volunteer work in the schools, for more than two 
decades Mrs. Gelder has volunteered at Oishei Children’s Hospital and with the Juvenile Diabetes 
Research Foundation in Western New York.
