A NEW HOME FOR THE TOWN OF

It is official: our community will be
getting a new 6,042 square foot
facility. Construction is scheduled
to be completed by early summer
2013! Here are the highlights:

Apr 2010: Council selected GGLO
(a Seattle architectural firm) to
conduct a needs assessment for
our existing Town Hall to

ARE YOU INTERESTED IN BUYING
TOWN HALL BONDS?

The Town will be issuing approximately $2.1 million in bonds for construction of the
new Town Hall. Council has decided to give interested Town residents priority for
purchasing the bonds. The 25-year, tax-exempt bonds will be rated in the “A”
category and will be sold in $5,000 increments. Terms of the sale, such as interest rate,
will be provided by the Town’s underwriter prior to purchase. If you are interested in

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WHAT WILL THE NEW TOWN HALL LOOK LIKE?

The new building will be built on
our current property and will house
all of the Town operations. The
first floor will include police and
public works offices, a locker room
with shower, garages, the public
works shop, and storage. The main

The building has been designed for
three overall purposes:

1. To provide an efficient and safe
working environment for Town

employees.

2. To include an attractive Council

The Final Town Hall Design

chambers that can be used by

residents for private functions.

POINT WELLS UPDATE

Last year, the Town of Woodway
Richmond Beach
submitted an appeal to the Puget

and Save

Sound Growth Management Board
challenging some of Snohomish

County’s zoning regulations.

The Sound Growth

Management Board issued a ruling

Puget

last spring that required Snohomish
County to bring their codes into
compliance with the State’s
Growth Management Act (GMA)
requirements. The County was
given a deadline of November 7 to
submit these changes to the
Growth Board, who will rule in

early December.

The County’s ordinance changes

include reducing the maximum

allowable building heights to 125
feet and restricting density to
approximately 2,600 total units.
The ordinances also require the
developer and local service
providers to enter into binding
agreements for infrastructure and
utility services prior to submitting
any permit applications to the

County.

These ordinance changes would
only apply to the Point Wells
development if the State Appeals
upholds the
decision that Blue Square Real
(BSRE’s)

That decision
has been appealed by Snohomish
County and the developer. Oral

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2013 PROPOSED BUDGET

The Mayor has submitted a draft budget for Council
review. As dictated by State law, the Council will hold
two public hearings during their November Council
meetings to receive comments from residents. It is
anticipated that the Council will make a final decision at

their December 3 Council meeting.

The decision to build Town Hall and to purchase a 25-
year bond is reflected in the 2013 budget. This one-time
bond purchase “bumps up” the total for the annual
budget. Subsequent annual budgets will only include an

increase for the annual debt service for Town Hall.

MAJOR BUDGET
CHANGES IN 2013

Dollar amounts are approximate.

e Town staff will receive a 3% salary increase (salaries
have not been raised for two years).

e The Clerk-Treasurer position will change to part
time, saving $35,000.

e The police contract with the City of Edmonds will
increase by $29,000.

e The contract with Fire District 1 will increase by
$42,000.

e The state audit will cost $10,000.

e A new copier, computers, and a mower will cost
$52,000.

e The bond purchase for Town Hall will cost
$2,245,000. The $120,000 annual debt service for
the bond will be funded by Real Estate Excise Tax
revenue and the General Fund.

e No storm water capital projects are scheduled for
2013. We are growing the fund for future use.

One final note: We are anticipating an expense savings

from our 2012 budget of $132,000 that will be added to

our reserves, bringing the total to $1.8 million.

BEING A GOOD NEIGHBOR

From time to time, the Town
receives complaints from residents
that their neighbors are being
inconsiderate — making too much
noise, barking dogs, playing loud
music late at night, etc. While we
always encourage neighbors to talk
with each other to address their
concerns, the Town has a nuisance
ordinance that makes these kinds

of intrusions unlawful.

There are several ways you can
make a complaint. You can come
to Town Hall and fill out a

complaint form identifying your

name, address, and a detailed
description of the offensive act.
The complaint form is located on
our website and can be sent to
Town Hall by mail or email. A
police officer will then review the
complaint and determine if the
activity would be a violation of the
nuisance ordinance. The officer
may issue a citation.

You can also call 911. Please let the
911 operator know that it is a non-

emergency call. We know that you

might not consider these types of

complaints emergencies, and

changes at 23920 113th Place W.

A violation of the nuisance
ordinance is a misdemeanor, with a
minimum citation of $100 for the
first offense. A serious or repeat
violation could result in a
maximum penalty of $1,000 and
one year in jail. When talking to
your neighbor doesn’t work, the

Town can help solve the problem.
