IT'S THAT TIME OF YEAR...

The rains are here, the leaves are
falling and the Town Council, staff,
and Mayor are preparing the draft
budget for 2015. According to
State law, local municipalities must
present their budget and host two
public hearings before adopting the
budget for the next calendar year.
The first public hearing was held
on Tuesday, November 4.

The final public hearing will be
on Monday, November 17, at 7:00
pm at Town Hall.

Budgets are a statement of

priorities and I want to share what
is being considered for 2015. See

the charts below for a summary.

e Fire and police contracts are
10%

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POINT WELLS UPDATE

Faison,

In our last Whisper, we provided an
update on a lawsuit before the King
& Snohomish County Boundary
Review Boards, where the City of
Shoreline proposed taking over the
Ronald Wastewater Utility
District. The Town did not contest
Shoreline’s request in King
County, but the Town, Olympic
View Water & Sewer District, and
Snohomish County collectively
opposed a takeover of Ronald’s
assets and services in Snohomish

County. Those assets and services

are located within the legal
boundaries of the Town and
Olympic View.

Shoreline prevailed in its

“assumption” of Ronald in King

County, and we prevailed in

preventing the assumption in
Snohomish County. Shoreline has
appealed the Snohomish County
ruling to Snohomish County
Superior Court. It may be some
time before this issue is finally

resolved.

With relation to the County’s
Environmental Impact Statement
(EIS) on the Well’s
developer’s (BSRE) project, there

is no update. The County reports
that the EIS is a complex document
and will take time to complete.

They do not currently have a
publishable schedule.

Of particular note, with respect to
the EIS, is recent discussion about
an apparent County requirement
that BSRE’s project be connected

80% of landslides
are related to human activities,
including poor slope management

and drainage problems.

Landowners on bluffs can mitigate
risk by employing proper drainage
techniques, retaining native
vegetation and ground cover on
slopes, and regularly inspecting
underground drainage systems and
sprinkler systems. Bluff drainage
should

to two separate public roads. The
Town has not received any
concrete information about the
status of this requirement, which
essentially would require a
connection between Point Wells
and either Woodway Park Road or
116th Avenue W. Currently, BSRE
has proposed connectivity to Point
Wells solely through the Town’s
portion of Richmond Beach Drive,
connecting to the region through
Shoreline. Neither the County nor
BSRE have engaged the Town with
regard to any development
conditions related to Point Wells
that would involve permitting by

the Town.

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A BOIL WATER ORDER: COULD IT HAPPEN HERE?

The City of Mercer Island, The
City of Portland, Oregon, and the
Mount Baker Water Association
have all issued Boil Water Notices
within the last six months. The
primary goal of every water utility
is to make sure that the water being

provided to its customers is safe to

drink.

In the recent case in Mercer Island,
there were water samples that
tested positive for e-coli. This
resulted in a boil water order for all

customers of Mercer Island.

The testing requirements for
Olympic View Water and Sewer
District consist of 15 monthly
samples gathered throughout the
water system. The District takes 18
samples to get what we have
determined is a representative
sample of the District. (Sampling
information is detailed in the
District’s Coliform Monitoring
Plan that is part of the Water
Comprehensive Plan adopted by
the State Department of Health.)
These samples are then taken to a

certified lab for testing.

If any of those samples test
positive for e-coli or fecal coliform
bacteria, public notice must be
given within 24 hours and the
Washington State Department of
Health is notified. The District has
specific procedures, which are to be

followed in this situation, detailed

in the adopted Emergency Plan
will be

issued via the local media or by

Manual.

individual resident notification,
depending on the level and type of

contamination found.

There are a number of
contaminants that the District tests
for on a regular basis. Details of the
District’s water supply and testing
results are mailed to all customers

in the annual Water

Report.
