At the Riverfront Woods Preserve, there are rich scrub-shrub wetlands, thriving seasonal vernal pools,
hard and softwood forests, and the Royal River ecosystem. Here, these natural resources are uniquely
available to all ages and abilities with new, universally accessible trails underway.

Throughout the town, open spaces provide recreational opportunities, drinking water, flood buffers,
water purification, and important habitat and corridors for wildlife; all of which are strongly valued by

These resources may be threatened by extensive development
that can promote increased stormwater runoff pollution or fragment habitat blocks, but careful planning,
protection, public education, and land conservation can help to protect these resources for current and
future generations.
